Although the "Laws at the Indies" gars the right to

Creoles to bold ere* the highest oSloes, the tow of
Charles V. stating "that the diacorsrsra, the settlers sad
Mist posterity end those bora la the'country were to be
preferred before all others In the offices af the ohturh,
Slate and jurisprudence." yet or the one hnndred and
Bixty Viceroys who ruled during tho time that Spain held
her colonies only tour wore Creoles or natlres of tho
colonies by Spanish paresis; end these tour owed their
position to en education rae^ry^ jn the mother wantry,to which they had aided k powerful noma Tnflasr.ee.
Every situation, even the lowest Custom House clerkship,wss held by en European. Of six hundred and
two Captain Generals, all bat fourteen were Spaniards.
The laws war* very rigid In reterenoe to the conferring

of eoctoslastlcal benefices upon the descendants of
tbe conqnlstadores and "pacificators" of the country;
but they were so evaded that, notwithstanding the
tow stipulated thai no Spaniard oouM hold such a
benefice, oven If appointed by the King himself. Yet of
five hnndred sad fifty eoclesiaatlca who had reached the
episcopal dignity in tho New World only fifty-fire were
natives. The Viceroys.(There were originally but two
riceroyalties, Mexico and Peru. Tbe viceroyally of New
Grenada was established la 1T1§, that of Venexnela in
ITU, that or Chile in ITS!, and that-oT Buenos Ayres to
177A).with rare exceptions, ware men whose ruined
fortunes and profligate life at home bad left them no
hope, unless an appointmeat to the New World might
enable them in a faw years et Its occupancy to return
home loaded with plundered wealth. Generally men of
the vilest antecedents, court parasites, uneducated and
bigoted, they appeared to bo selected as crashing
machines for colonial elisor mines. They were the Ural
to noleto the law which allowed Creoles to hold office.
The distance to the mother country and tbe fact that all
complaints hod to pass through the hands of those who
hold office were effectual preventives to all redress
of this great grisvsncs. At one time under Godoy every
office In the Mexican vloeroyslty was publicly sold at
anotion.
The power of tho Viceroy was more than regal; the

troops were entirely under bis command. Every civil
and military appointment was dependent upon him as
President of the "Real Atideneia," which controlled all
appointments bv virtue of tbe "Laws of the Indies."
His salary wits 160.000 per year. Yet off of this he lived
like an eastern monarch and returned home in a few
year* with a princely fortune. "He reaped protits on the
illegal talos of titles and distinctions, granting licenses
nnd tlie Introduction of foreign goods, while "atone
time even government situations were in demand withouta Kalarv" (sue Ward's Mex.co). tUn opportunities for
plunder were so numerous. Special privileges or
"Fuerns" were granted to Spaniards which enabled them
to make vast sums of money. Spaniih America appearedto bo an immense Held over which avarico run riot iu
acts of oppression and misrule.

LAWS RHOt'LATINO I.4B0R.
The rtpartimenios and tho mill wore other evils forced

upon the eountrv. Tlio mita, as If to grind out every
physical effort of the Indian, imposed upon him tho most
abject slavery. It was a year's personal toil exacted
from him; and the owner of every mine had a right to a
certain number of Indian workmen, to whom he peid
four renls (lit'y cents) per day. This was insufllcient to
keep ttio Indian and Ills famdy from starvation. A systemof credit was however established, whereby the
Indian could keep life in him while his physical energies
endured, the owner of the mine crediting him with absolutenecessities; but If at the end of his term of serviceho was in debt, the law forced him to remain until
it wa* paid. As it was impossible for him to pay It, tho
poor Indian found no relief from his misery except 111
death, winch, from scanty food, hard labor and exposure,
seldom gave him more than two or three years lease of
lite. The destruction to Indian life was immense: to be
detailed to work in the mines was considered by the
Indian at a sentence of death. Ont of hla scanty earningshe was obliged to pay a capitation tax of eight dollarsper head, not to speak of the exactions of the clergy
which will be hereafter mentioned. The result upon the
Indian element la Mexioo was not so crushing as in ths
other colonios farther removed from the mother country,
consequently more liable to misrule; but even in Mexico
the philanthropic l<as Caaaa has depleted cruelties which
freeze the blood. In the 1,400 mines of Peru it is stated
(see OoDoral Miller's Memoirs) that no less than 8.286,000
Indans perished under colonial rule; but this must be
an exaggorat on. The Indian could not hold property to
exreed the value of £60 without permission of the "Protectorde los naturaies," appointed by the King.

The Board of
Trade at Bnenot Ay ret was not allowed to establish a
school of mathematics, It being suppress d by the ViceroyJoaquin del Pino. Juan Francisco, an Opela chief.
Journeyed on foot to Mexico, a distance of Ore hundred
miles, and crossed the ocean to Madrid, to solicit the
privilege of teaching to his tribe the mere rudiments of
education. This petition to the "Council of the Indies"
was rejected In 1708 Olrtlo de Caatella, a cariqut, failed
in n similar cause, which, after a twenty vear«' effort at
Miulrld, resulted In his death. Mcrld.t, in Veneiuela,
wa« !>> Charles IV. refused permission to found a university.In Mexico every effort in a similar direction
proved entirely fruitless. With the exception of Peru,Buenos Avres and Mexico, printing preaces were
denied to the colonies. In tho latt r riccroraUy, so late
as 1800, there was but one printing press.and that waa
under tho control of tho government, to promulgatelaws for the crushing of the people aud the exaction of
revenue.

It la unnecessary to detail the arts committed during this
long night of satnrnalian horrors which held high carnivalfrom San Francisco to Valdivta. We shall find In the
wsr oi the Revolution sufficient human suffering to panderto the naturally morbid condition of the mind which
delights in pictures of concentrated misery.

The Viceroy and his satellites exerted every edbrt to lay

th« moet exhaustive taxes upon every article tbet might
possibly yield a revenue. The whole coaairy was given
up to the moat wholesale system of rohhery that the
world ever aaw. The exaction* laid apon the people
naturally begot a carelessness with regard to the futnre,wherein they could only accumulate treasure to poor Into
the oolfers of their masters, who wtolded It both for their
phys eel and mental oppression. The exactions or the
clergy In Mexico became so great that maay a wealthy
Creole, to prevent the lorn of his property by the Inquisition,gave immenso sums to the holy orders. The one
hundred and seventy-live feast days of the year did not
leave the poor Indian time enough to earn the enormons
marriage fee of from fourteen to sixteen dollars which
was exacted from him for the performance of such a serviceby the oiergy The result was that marriage was the
exception, not the rule. It very naturally Inaugurateda wholesale system of concubinage. In
which the clergy were the principal actors. Every social
or family tio appeared to he broken, or, at the
date of Uio revolution, had disappeared In the rasd vortexof political and religious Immorality which, like a
deluge, bad swept over the land. Tho moat brum) passionswore uppermost In tho Mexican mind. Throe great
castes.Spaniards, Creoles and Indians.had been establishedat the occupation of tho country, and thee had
year after year taken more marked features, until the
woes ef the two latter were finally forced to coalosce and
form a companionship in misery. The Creoles had, st
the date of the revolution, been ground down in proportionto tho Jealousy which tholr constantly iucroaslngnumbers had excited in the breasts of the old Spaniards,who saw, lroiu the groans which their intolerable exactionsand cruelties hnd forced upon them, that theycould not be kept much longer from sharing In the government.Tho Europeans had heaped woo upon miseryuntil Spanish America could no longer endure It. ? titlon
nfler petition was laid at the foot of the throne; but,spumed In the most outrageous language, they were returnedunconsidered to the oolon sts. A few of the verylowest offices in the Americas bud been dolod out to the
Creoles. So late as 1780 tho Minister Galvez referred to
the fact that a few Mexicans hold office In tholr country
Uie old Spaniard and bis progeny. 80 lata as 1817 It
was asserle<llu n Spanish legislative assembly that "so
long as a man lived In Spain every American owed him
allegiance,"
The effect of tbls policy npon tbe erodes, who

at the date of the revolution wore very numerous,was most disastrous. Ignorant, though pos
eessing great natural talent, their whole mind
bad been so warped by the enslaving rule to
which it had beou subjected that thought flowed
In Its channels more by Instinct than by reason. M lib
minds corrupted bv their masters; with tno most disgustingvioea engrafted upon tbelr political upas tree; with
tbe clergr pandering to every known vice of a corrupteducation; in the culmination of tnree centuries ot tbe
vilost exc-ases; with honor a myth, virtue a mockory.anil honesty buried deep In ttio foul pool of cr>me and
horror which seemed to have potirod down upon thorn in
a 1 oascless torrent, they drank Irom this pool of miseryuntil nature, overloaded, shook itself free by revolution.
Following Hie Ideas which were traced out'ln the actionof the Rnropeuns, tbe Creoles Imbibed the spirit of their

oppressors, and deemed that the only honorable employmentswere to be found In the army or In the churrh.
In the latter, it bad been the policy of the royal
government to cherish Its temporalities; and thus
the "mayorazgos," or rights of primogeniture, fre
quently forced the younger jons Into tbo roiUlous
orders; but after the right of primogeniture was abolished,during the revolution, the church became unpopularas a profession except for the lowest classes.
We shall wo In the course of the Mexican revolutions
tbe results of this action both in tbe military and In the
church.

BffCOANIERIMO.
Tbe only ports from which the Spanish Americans

could have communication with the mother country
were Porto Bello aud Vera Crui It wan as late as 1774before the oolnnles were allowed te communicate wltueach other, and not until ab»nt fifty years before the
revolution that commerco from any other port thanSeville, In Spain, could be carried on with tbe
eoionles. It was not until 1713 that the ships of
any other nation wera allowed to touch at any Spantabeolonial port. Great Britain at that date, inber contract to supply slaves, had a very slighttrading Interest granted to her, but confined to the shipsIn which the slaves were transported. Nut until 1764did mouihly packets commence running to Havaua,Porto Bello and Buenos Ayree. Spain not only claimedthe exclusive Jarisdlction of all th« Spanish Americas,bat even the surrounding oceans, aud It was them > laimswhich gave rse to the dlspu'es between the 8panl*hCrown aud Queen Elizabeth, who claimed that Spain had
no right to tbo poss-orlon of territory which abe did not
actually occupy. It waa this controversy. In connection
with the attempts of tbe Dutch and En lUh to trade InNew Spam, that gave rise to the buccaneering expeditionswhich made tbe Gulf of Mexico ring with the romanticdeeds uf the freebooters, the capture or richlyfreighted Spanish galleons, the plundering of
Bpaaleb American towns, the sacking or the richly
unnuiK-ntea Binaurals, ana ot ner riotous deed*, which
gradually caused the duo sneers to sink into pirates,who then Mixed upon *otne of the faint WmI Indian
porta, and, iwrchtng their lookont towers upon the commandingpoints, were ready at aay moment to dart out
upon the rich treasure ablpe of Spain.
BFfBOT Or TMB INVASION OF SPAIN BT BONAPABTB.
On the 3Bth July, 1809, in the midst of the circlingInfluence* which the despotic policy of Spain had

produced in the colonies, the news arrived of the mvaaionof the mother country by the troops ol Bonaparte,the deposinc of Ferdinand VII. on the Stb of May, I MM,and the resigning to Joseph Bonaparte of all the ngbuof the Bourbon family to the crown of Spain. It is
necessary to trace this phase of Spanish history for a
moment. Revolutionary measures opposing -ho French
Invasion were intra '1 lately inaugurated, and several
Juntas were established In different parts of the couptry;then' Juntas, separately claimlmjurts.il. tl»n In tne colonies,occasioned the greatest uncertainty as to which
they owed allegiance, which naturally amlsied in
shaping the event* which now followed. Finally Iheee
Juntas resolved themselves Into the -'Supreme Junta
of Seville," consisting of twenty-three members, mostlyof the nobility. It met June 8, 1808, and proclaimedallegiance to Ferdinand VII., wlium they attested had
been deposad by the French army, and bail been forced
to surrender the royal rights of a family which were not
in his power to surrender. Meanwh le Joseph Bonapartebn<l summon ..-d on# hundred and flfty deputies,ninety-two of whom assembled and accepted iheonitl
tutlnii which Napoleon had prepared for thein. This
rnnatlt.ilton provi.lod that the colonies were to be representedin the general Cortes at Madrid, and enjoy all the
rights and privileges of the mother country.

hut In Chile old 8pantarda and Creole* Joined In the genem!movement until the former, attempting to restore
th * old order of things, were entirely excluded from the
Junta then eainhlUhed The FInantarria at ft rat Inclined
to esponse the French caw, found that, In opposition to
the Creole and church intercuts, It waa impracticable;
tta"jr, therefore, with the hope of oonUnutng
their monopolies, espoused the cause of the
Cadiz Regency wh'ch threatened to overthrow all
tbo colonial juntas and restore America to Its former dependentposition. The native element had, however,
grown too powerful to be treated with Impunity; the
avalanche of free thought anil action had received Its
Impet m, and was destined to roll through the land
crushing out all attempted opposition. The people had
tasted the waters at the spring of power, for which they
liad so long sighed, and though the fountain has often,
from that day to this, flowed blood Instead of water In
Its attempts to free its If from the poison of colonial
rule, liberty and progress are still the moving forces of
the Spanish-American mind.
The first Impulse of the Cadiz Rogency was to donl

liberally with the colonies On May 17, 1810, they declaredtli' rn open to free trade in all articles of their
own production which Spain could not consume.
The merchants of Cadiz, all powerful In their
monopoly ot colonial trade, found means to have
this decree revoked one month aft-r its issue;
and the Regency went back to the old system of
trade throughout America. It wns too late to exercise
sacli a vacillating policy; the olon sts had disco ored
their rights and were now determined to assert them,
while, trom reasons already mentioned, iho clergy sided
with them.

It is a notable fact lhat the revolution In Spain against
French power was Incited principally by the parish
priests, whllo the nobility a::d higher orders were tho
principal adherents of King Jos ph. There was a similar
power existing in Amerl a; the "Curas," who were In
immediate contact with the lower classes, swayed their
minds in any desired direction, and the lower orders or
the clergy, being composed entirely of Creoles and mixed
races, naturally exert bed ther Influence in the direction
of the provisional juntas from which they had so much
to hope.
Strong in the belief that by provisional governraon'i

they might lie enabled to hold the country for Ferdinand

The junta of
Car.tccas refused to roc Ivo him. Venexnola was then

With money which the colonies had fitrn'ahed

an expedtlun was immed>ately organized and sent to
Vcuozue.a. Tho whole proceemngs of the colouies were
declared revolutionary, and iONirurttons were given to
the Span sh forces to devastate the country with tire und
word. So thoroughly were tlie orders carried out that
they often murdered their own brothers and relatives
whom thoy found among tho insurgents. General CallejaIn a dvH|sttcli informs tho V-curoy that after losing
ore man killed and two wounded he put (lie thousandbetrayed Indians to Ihe sword, and that their to'al
oar was doublo that number.

Vpon the restoration of Ferdinand to the throne,through the efforts of the Engl*h and the defeat of tbo

plana of Bonaparte throughout Europe, he threw him
elf into the hands of the most l> gotod and fanatical of
the reactionary party, snd refused to uphold the liberal
constitution to which the Cortes find taken oath In Mar h,
1H12, and In which the colonies were placed upon a footingwith the moth r country, being entitled to one representativefor every seventy thousand inhabitants. He
Immediately declared the colonies to be In a slate of mutiny,refused to listen to any representations from them,
but offered to iham unconditional pardon. The vioeroys
and all their acta were confirmed; the colonists were
censured for presuming to frame a government for them-
wives, and acuve mewum were taken to return to the
slU tem under which they had eo long groaned
Large relnforcem n e were despatched to America, and
In thn name of Ferdinand tie ltourb«a the whole land
waa made deeolate.

This revolution wax essentially an outbreak
against the oppression which had borne heavily upon tha
Indiana and mixed races. The civil commotions In Spam
had eo distorted the rale of the Viceroys that tha

' Indian element bad easily observed It* Importenoe fe.
eoivinx the problem of 1'aturo government, ft was than
eaay to Incite them to tnaunrectton. Hidalgo, a "corn,"
moved by publlo and private wron n, he.ided the uprising
and organized a force of 110,000 Indian* and mixed
races. Tha whole auccesa of the movement depended
upon the oaeoles, who th>'u formed a largo part of all tha
regular fbrers of the royalist*. Had they sided wiUrtb*
Indiana the. revolution would have been succeaaful and
the country rreed from Spanish tyranny. Unfortunatelyfur the Indian cause, the first body ol
tnsurirota fir d into the Creole troops and eomimenced In the towns an Indiscriminate maaeeore el
old Spaniards and creole*. This united the laiiet
for mutual defen-.e, and for a time the mate
ruthless barbarities were committed. The Clinreb opposedthe Insurgents, and the Archbtsbop of Mexloo oxcommunicaindtheir whole force in a body. This was n
similar uprising to that of Don Josri Gabriel In Pern In
1780. He was a descendant of tlin Inca, Tupac Amaru,
who was beheaded in 1062 by Francisco do Toledo. Thm
Indians, having endured the most t rrlble oppression,
were roused to revonee themselves upon their tyrants.
UndlHeiplined, without munitions of war, but full of th«
courage of despair, tliey for along time waned a deep*-
pirate war avaln-t both Spaniard and Creole. Wills
desperate valor both men and women fought until
Oabriel was made prisoner. As a piinlahment "bn fenheldthe excomkin of his wife and children, and ma«y el
bis fhtthf'il followers; Ills tongue was then cut nut, and
wild horses harnessed to his legs and arms tore his lltnbn
asunder."
At the town of Sorata, taken by Andres, n nephew of

Gaorlel, hi- death was terrldy revengo l.
At Guanaxiiato, which Hidalgo stormed and sacked,

the most terrible retribution was taken upon their
oppressors, and for a time It appeared thai the entif*
pure E rot>ean blood would bo forced from the country.
Had the insurgents be n projierly commanded, therein
no doubt but they might liavo swept every European
from Mexico; this with u lack of the necessary material
of war rendered It comparatively easy fur ttie regular
forces to overthrow them.
ThU terrible war of caste was waged with SAvage ferncityon both sides. General Calleja met the ini-urgentn

nnd defeated them at Guanaxuato where ho pot fourteen
thousand mon, women and children to the sword;
for which he was created "Mariscal do Campo" for distinguishedservices, decorated with the Cross or the Order
of (herles III., end nppolnted to the vice-royalty.
Iltdalgo through the treachery of Dustaments was capluredand shot July 11, 1811.

Oradauliy the Creoles began to take sides with thn Insurgents,and very muny valuable ofll'-ors were added to

their ranks bv the <i 'sertions frotn the royalist forces;but it was not until lk'10 that any considerable movement
tuoke place among the Creole fon-ns in aid of the revolutonist-s Gen. Morelos. fur;nc|y tlie lieutenant of Hidalgo,
In November 1S13 established a Merman Congress, and

instead or niuluutly hr nging displace upon oHr huds."
If tliey could not have pence, tliey desired to cony on
tbew.irlna clvill/ed mauoer. In article Ore of tlM
conditions up >n wliicli thev would have neace or carry
on the war, they sold; "It Is contrary to the rights of
war as well as ihtee of nature, to enter with Are and
sword into defenceless towns, or to assign by tenths
and fifths per'una to be shot, by which tho
Innoe nt are confounded with the guilty; let no
one be uliowcd under the severest p naltlos to
commit so h enormities as those whim nu greatly d slionora Chrlsllan uiul civilized oople." They also urged
the clergy to abstain front calling It a war against tho
(Jalhulir religion.
