LAND OH A NT BILLS FAFFED, ETC.
In the Louse to day no less than ten land Idlls wore

passed, granting in the aggregate nearly a mill.on of
acres of public lauds to various cumpauies for internal

improvement. Among these the moat considerable wus

tbo bdl granting two hundred thousand acre.* of land in

the upper peninsula of Michigan to the Portage Lake and
I-oke Superior Canal Company. This couipauy have

previously secured a grant of two hundred thousand
acres, making four huudrcd thousand la oil, to aid thein
in constructing a ship ranal across Keewenan lVdnt, on

Lake Superior. The object of the canal m to aavo the

perilous navigation around the point whero so many
vessels have been lost, and shorten the route from the
Sault St. Marie river to the head of I.ako Superior. The
route of the proposed canal will save about twenty-four
houra in lime to steam vessels. The new route leaves
the luke at Portage entry, runs through Portage lake,
and then by a canal of about two miles In length re¬

enters the lake. It Is an Itnportunl improvement for

the Lake Superior country. The bill has already paused
the Senate, and now only requires the President's ap¬

proval.
