LETTER FROM THE GENERAL.

JUDGE GROVEK'S DECISION.

IIE DISCHARGES TIIE PRISONERS,
fcc. a«. kt.

Supreme Courl.Chambers.
Before Judge 0 rover.

Id the oarly pari of this month, on complaint of Wil¬
liam J. Taylor and others, an order of arrest was granted
by a Justice of the Supreme Court of this 8tan, by virtus
of which L M. Montgomery and A H. Canedo were

arrested and placed under restraint to await the Issue of
a civil action brought against them by complainants for

the purpose of obtaining compensation for damages
which complainants alleged they bad sustained on ac¬

count of false representations made to them by the
parties complained of, said false representations, as

alleged, consisting of statements by defendants tbat they
were acting as agents for Ooueral Santa Anna in pro¬
curing a vessel and munitions of war to be used by
Santa Anna for the accomplishment of a certain object
he had in view, but whloh wan not cloarly stated by de¬
fendants.
On Thursday last a motion was made In the Supreme

Court by Ur. Cutler, counsol for defendants, that
ttie oritur of arrest should be vacated, on

the ground that no fraudulent representations
had be n made by defondanis; that they were

the b n .fide agents of Santa Anna, as they had repre¬
sent d. and that consequently Santa Anna, and not they,
whs responsible for any arrangements made bv tliem on
his behalf, roveral affidavits wero put in evidence 10
sustain the positions assumed by defendants' counsel.
They were read to the Court, aud the reading was followed
by arguments Irom counsel ou each sulo, and also by
the reading of an aflldnvlt from Santu Anna repudiating
de endanls, as bis agents, aud oilier affidavits of a
similar leuor.

She
claims to l>o ignorant of thu cause of the wonderful
man ifegtat ions given through her as a medium, but firm¬
ly believes fhev were all caused by disembodied spirits
whom she saw, fell and spoke with as distinctly as with
human linings ".-he is tied and untied, " sal. I the ad¬
vertisement, "by spirits; no lock or bolt cun hold her;
musical instruments of various kinds arc played upon
hands, faces, feet, legs and arms are frequently shown to
the a dtaaoe; also feathers, dowers, ribbons, laces,
jewelry, fee are shown, and often presented to the
mystified assembly. MissV. has been a strict living
m mber of a Christian church from childhood ;she cannot believe that ovil spirits or devils con¬
trol her, hut that it is God that workoth iu
her to will and to do of His own good
will and pleasure, according to the teachings of Christ
an'1 lis apostles. 'Truth seekers' are invited to see,
feel and hear for thomsel es. Truly, we live iu a
wonderful age. Man, know thyself,' tho relationship
to Almighty God, Father of all."
The method of these manifestations will be evident

from the stat meats and testimony follow ng. On 9 n-

day night Mrs. Hodley and a rs. Adams were appoiired
members of the Committee of Investigation, ami they
allege that thov discovered In their search the bracelet,
rin s and ribbons on the jiorsou ot Miss Van Wie. The

CRUELTIES TO SEAMEN.

Denlli of a Sailor !\ nmed Jowpb Murk-
Alleged llarrlbli' Trtatmrnt by lite C«p
lain and Mate of the Ship T. J. Sosih-
ard.foiuitcr'i lnquett on the Body, dfe*
Coroner Nauinunu was yesterday called to N'o. 29 Moo-

roe street to hold an inquest over the romains of I'atriok
Conway, alias Joseph Mack, a sailor, who had died then
in a penman's bounding house. A jury was etiipati netted,
and after viewing the body several witnesses were exa¬

mined, and from the facts elicited it appears
that tbo deceased was a sailor on board the
slop T. J. Southard, captain Maxwell, from
Leghorn, which arrived at this port on tbe aotk
ultimo. The testimony shows that the deceased was

cruelly and brutally lieaten by the captain and mate ai
the Southard almost every day during the passage, and
on one occasion thi- mate, who Is known by tbe name of
Williams, placed a rope about the neck of d ceased and
strung him up because he refused to go aloft. Agaia ha
hauled him out of his bunk while sick, and kicked aod
beat h m like a brute without any apparent provocation.
Tim poor saiior, on reaching (tort, was in a deplorable
and dying condition, and after reaching his boarding
bouse never loft it again. Ho seemed beyond the reac.ii of
medical fikill, sank gradually, and died on Thursday
morning. Below will be fouud a copy oi the evid nee aa
lar as takon

TBHTIMONT OK WM. CHURCHILL.
