He
alluded to Mr. Hanks as seomiu ;ly lyit>j in wait through¬
out the discussion to utiack hun. Mr. Mcrcur, of Penn¬
sylvania, renewed the poiul of order agulust Mr. Rous-
seau, which was susiitliiod, w hereupon Mr Rousseau eon-
eluded his remark* by raving tlittt he had tendered his
rssiznation to the Governor or Kentucky, a copy of
which was sent to the Clerk * desk and read. Mr.
Spaulding moved iliat Mr. Rou.:-can bo discharged from
tho custody of the House. Ho thoui ht the case
had gone far enough, and the gentleman, hav¬
ing resigned, was beyond the power of the
House. Mr. Stevens was astounded at the motion of
Ahe gentleman from Ohio. There was nothing for the
Speaker to do but to execute the order of the Houso
reprimanding Mr. Rousseau. Mr. Spauldlng Intimated
that if tho gentleman from Pennsylvania continued in
that line of remark (here would be occasion lor another
breach of tho privileges of tho House, which produced
Intense merriment

A long debato ensued as to whether tho House could
accept Mr. Rousseau's resignation or not, and as to
whether the House could execute tho order of reprimand*
under the circumstances. Mr. banks contended that

a resignation could not take effect until It was

accepted, and that Mr. Rousseau was just as much
. member of the Hou.<e now, and Just as much
subject to its orders as at any previous day
during the session. Mr. Spaulding modified his mo¬
tion so as to accept Mr. Rousseau's resignation. Objec¬
tion being made that the Houso could not accept the
resignation of any member, Mr. Spaulding withdrew
his motion. A good deal of skirmishing ensued,
Mr. Rouweau's friends resorting to every legiti¬
mate parl.amcntary artilico to spare him the
mortification of tlie reprimand, nnd the other side
being persistant In their elforts to have the reprimaud
administered. The bostilo party at last prevailed, and
Mr. Rousseau was brought to the bar of tho House, when
the Speaker addressed him a very few words, reciting
the action of the Bouse, concluding by saying that ho
had been ordered to administer a reprimand, which Is
therefore hereby administered.

Mr. Kousseaujim mediately retired from the Hou-o. His
friends concur in acknowledging the lenient mauner in
which the Speaker performed his duty. It 13 stated to¬
night that Mr. Rouseau will not resume his seat in tho
House unless re-elicied.

The QuPHtion of Adjournment.
Mr. Conkling, 01 New York, offered a concurrent reso¬

lution providing that when tho officers of the two houses
¦hall adjourn their respective houses on the day of

. they adjourn them to the second day of October,
and if on that day there was no quorum in either hoti-o
the presiding officers shall adjourn both houses to tno
first Monday in Decembor. This was designed as a sub¬
stitute for Mr. .Stevens' unconstitutional proposition, and
to glvo ('uncross an opportunity 01 meeting again before
December, if it is so desired. The proposition was

adopted.
Mr. Knircrn l|«-ndrd Off" by the Jtndical*.
Mr. Rogers of N. J., rose to a privileged question in

the House to day. Ho was a member of the committee
that lia I Jell Davis' caso In hand. That committee had
i*ken a vast amount of testimony, and bad Instructed
It., chairman, Mr. Boutwell, to make u report. Yester¬
day Mr Rogers had called at tho committee room to ex-
tun no tlie ic-timou) preparatory to making a ni nority
report, as I10 lelt called upou to do, lie found there a

pnonographer who decllued to t>hmv him the papers. He
called u|>on the clerk ol the committee, who also de¬
clined to show them, stating that the chairman of tho
committee hid given ordors that nobody i.liouM examine
the paper*. Ho applied to the chairman of the com¬

mittee, win had positively refused to let him have access
to the papers or look at them. He desired to kuow how
be rouhi perform his duties as a member of the
committee if its records were not open to him.
Mr. Houtuell rep' led at longtb, admitting the sta'.e-
roeut 01 Mr. Sogers, l>ut explaining that many of
'be pe|*'f> in the custody ol the committee wero

¦ onlelrtiiiai papers of tlie War Department, and
could uui Vilely he exposed to general examination.

Tlie Speaker rulud that the commit¬
tee h iv in.- committed the business of making the rejyrt,
to a siili-commiUM (Mr lloutwell), all the papers of the
romn.utee were properly in bis ii.tnds. and tho Ho'n-c
could not interfere In the matter.
