The somi-authoritative announcemaent in the HERALD
of SBaturday that under no circumstances would General
Grant t to be & cand for the Presid st the
epsuing term, has created another commotion in the
radical camp. Tliese Jacobinical desiructionists are
nitngether too shrewd to venture before the people on an
issue involving simply the relative popularity and mo-

¥ of radicalism or tiam. They know that
on wuch an issue they are certain of defeat. Therefore
it is that they are so excoedingly ansious to seize upon
the universal fame and popularity of the man who put
down the rebellion, and turning the contest from its real
merita, determine it upon the mests of the man they
shall put forward. They now express openly the deter-
mination to run Grant withoul his consent If he with.
Lolds it. It s thoir last resort. It is the last straw
within reach, It is the only rope at which the drown-
Ing man can clatoh, and they bold to it with perfect des-
peration.
But it will be found |u the ond, If thoy succead in cap-
turing Grant, thai they have caught a tartar. The known
democratio antocedents of the great genoral, his admitied
conservatism throughout the war, and his persistent
friendlinesa towards the South since the surrender of the
rabel armies, all go to prove him anything but a sym-
patlizer with radicalism, Hence it ia very easy to pre-
diet that if mado Prezident against his will by radical in-
flueneo he will prove a worse Tyler than the famous
John. The whole power of  hils administration would be
exerted In bebhalf of & united country ratherthan for a
fow Parilan fanalica, His Cabloot advisers would be
stateamen, than Jacobiniral Hessisns, Hia ap-
pointments wonld be conferred upon the friends of the
country In its intogrity rather than upon the adherents
of nsoctional faction. The whole moral power of his ad.
minigtration wonld be exerted unhositalingly and obsti-
nately in support of national mensures, ns opposed to
the pari san ket t ch ize tho legiclation
of the eragy faction pow in power in Congross, Votoes
would be gent to sach u body much mors freely than
thow now are, and it would require but o few months (o
work an allenat on botween him and the party now so
anxious to put him forward that would condomn him in
tholr evos as the veriest triitor living: Just as a few
shiort years ago they eought to make gﬂm ot n traltor
before Abraliam Lincoln and secure his dismissal from
e service.
