The llrxt gospel having been read the right reverend
speaker ascended the altar and proceeded to deliver liig
discourse. Taking his text from Luke xlx.. 41-47,
the gospel of tho day (wherein the Evangelist nar¬
rates how our Saviour wept over the evils that wero to
befall the city of Jerusalem, in consequence of its hav¬
ing displeased Almighty God), the Bishop said that the
lnnguago of the gospel was the most appropriate -that he
could uso on this occasion. Our bavlour was moved
with pity and compassion toward Jerusalem, because its
poople "knew not the time of their visitation." The
evils that wero about to befall them bad been brought
down upon them by their own acts, and our
Saviour wept over their obstinacy and perversoness In
putting themselves under the Divine vengeance. Wo,
too, said the speaker, weep to-day for the evils that
have fallen on a city of this nation.evils that, he hoped,
were not tho result of Rod's wrath, as was tho destruc¬
tion of Jerusalem, but that wero allllctions sent by the
Almighty, in the order of His providence, as pareutal
chastisements.as reminders of the duties we owo to tho
Sovereign Creator, and as cautions against infringing on

any law of Him who giveth and takoth away at His own
good pleasure. Afflictions were the common lot of mor¬
tals. and God sends them upon his creatures in the same
spirit as that which animates a father who corrects a
beloved child. They come to uh under a variety of
forms. In one caso tho loss of children, in another of a
beloved spouso; sometimos In the deprivation of all
earthly possessions, and at other times the loss of good
namo and reputation by means of the malice and
enmity of our tellow men. All these afliictions, how¬
ever, if accepted in a proper spirit, will tend
to our welfare iu the world to come. If we con¬
secrate (hem to God in submission to His divine will,
they partake of the nature of blessings, and inure to
our credit in the final accounting between rnau and the
groat Creator. He was happy to have it to say that bis
people in Portland, though they Had been plunged into
the deepest alliiction by- the late disastrous calamity,
bore up under the dispensation with a heroic forti¬
tude, and submitted to it tn a spirit of resignation that
wns truly Chrlrtian. They now stretched forth their
bands to their follow Catholics here and elsewhere to
aid them In this hour of their sad sorrow. He knew
that their appeal would be heard, for, among the Ca¬
tholics of this great metropolitan city, no call for charity
was ever known to be unheeded. Twenty-three years
ago ho had, standing at that same altar, solicited their
assistance tor the poor orphans. Well did he recollect
how nobly they had responded to that call. Now ho was
once more among them, craving their charity on behalf
of his sorrowful and sorrowing flock in a lor distant
city, and he liuew that their response would be
as generous as it was on the former occasion.
About eleven years ago the Holy See saw fit to confer
upon him the dignity of the episcopacy, and assigned
him to a newly erected diocese iu the northorn poitlon
of New England. The soil be was there expected to
plant with tho seed of Catholic truth was not oongemal.
The prejudices of the people anainct the Catholic Church
were very strong; the Catholics were few 10 number
(not more than five thousand], poor iu tho worldly sense
of that term and widely scattered. So great was the
opposition expressed against any Catholic bishop taking
up his residence among them that one of his clergymen,
writing to him from Portland alter his consecration,
said ." I very much fear that you will enter your epis
copal city only through the blood of many of your spir¬
itual children. " Th.s feeling of malevolence and pre¬
judice had, however, thank Ood, now pawed away, and

a better, kindlier one had taken its place. He set him¬
self to work, on arriving, to visit his d ocesc, collected
his scattered flock as well as he was able, and iustitut-d
niea-ures for providing th in with means to observe the
practices of their religion. Churches were built, a eon-
vent and bishop's bourn were erected and dcboola were
established for the cluldret. I-ong and patiently had his
people labored to effect this result, and manfully did Hi y
co-operate with him in achieving it. Hut now tloird^y
of trial had coma Churches, convent, schools, all h.ul
boen destroyed In one night. Tho poor people under
his charge had indeed suffered severely. Tho demon of
Kire had swept everything away lrom tbcin. In many
cases even their htile .-a viikh had been lo.-t, and they
wero now rend red houseless and penni! ss. From
among nil bis tl<>ck ho knew not one who had not s iller-
ed by the conflagration to a greater or less extent. Fif¬
teen thou-and people were now living in tents near the
site ot their oni o happy home;, exp .Bed to the burning
heat* of this torrid sea- on and subjected to all the incon-
veuieui «s that loss of homo occasioned. It was under
these circumstances that he had v ntured to appear he-
lore the com-reKalion of St. Jot-ph's and ask their aM
and assistance for his Kullcrimc Hot k. He knew ho .lbould
not ask It in vain. The new cathedral tor hisdioeose
had l»eon nearly completed when 'his conflagration oc¬
curred, and his poople were looking forward with hope
and ploasuin to tho time when ttiey would lie privi¬
leged to worship In It. But their pleasant dreuni had
been dlsp II d. lire had cousuinod the edifice,
and alt their and his labors for eleven
years had been brought to naught. He himself bad lost
the labor of th rty years. Whatever he |n>--.-es*o<! In the
way of sermons or other literal1 re had been destroyed,
and the caso was the -ume with tn ist ill his prlc-is; but
still they did not despair. Trusting ill God they would
reenter the held, ropiaco what lied been taken away,

b ild up what had been desiroyed, and again providu tho
poople with what was necessary to carry out tho ob¬
servances of the church. The noble response of tho
generous Catholics of New York to day would give them
fresh courage and reanimate their efforts tn this direc¬
tion. In conclusion lie hoped that the exercise of
charity on the part of this noble archdiocese would cause

Almighty God to shower down his graces and favors
upon them in this life, and tend to secure for ihrm eter¬
nal happiness in the life to come.a blearing which ho
wished them all.
A very large collection was then taken op, the col¬

lectors' plates Iiouik heaped with greenbacks, and the
high mass was proceeded with to lis conclusion, the
R:i:ht Reverend Bishop pronouncing the Kpiseopal bene¬
diction after the adni nisi ration of the communion.

to-day was composed of about one thousand men, whose
person* wero decorated with regattas and badges, in
which tbe blended colors of "orange and blue'1 were
the most cousptcuous. Each lodge was beaded by a

band (composed of fifes and drums fur the most part),
wblcb played such appropria.u airs as "Protestant
Boys," "Boyno Water," "Cropplo Lio Down," and the
like. The chief ofllcers of each lodge were dressed in
quaint garments, which bore * striking resemblance to
tho fanciful Chinese costume of a mandarin of the bluo
button. Mayor Medcalf was a noticeable figure In the
profession. He was clothed in . loosely fitting bright
red cloak, which looked entirely too warm for the day,
but which he wore, however, as If perfectly conscious of
the Increased dignity which' it lent to liiB bearing. His
worship addressed tbe brethren in the afteruoon from a

soda water wagon. He spoke about loyalty in the pro¬
vince generally, and although ho considered tbe Roman
Catholic* were not to be trusted to the name extent us

the Protestants, yet ho deprecated suspicion of them
without good proofs of tholr trouihery. Tho ladies and
children, who looked on admiringly as tho Orangemen
paraded through tho principal slro te, soemed fully to
enter into the spirit of the occasion. Many of tliera wore
appropriate badges. Tbe partisan young lady showed
her hatred of the Pope by wearing an orange ribbon
about her neck ; tho combative "true blue"
youngster sported an orange ribbon in his button¬
hole. They walked to the Park, whore refresh¬
ment was provided, and where speeches wore made.
The latter were chiefly explanatory of the object of the
order. Frequent meutlon was made of the late Fenian
raid. Each Orangeman wore a pleco of crape on Ills urm
In romcmbranco of tbe Canadians who were killed at
Fort Erlo and Limestone Ridge.
Tho Brotherhood passed tho evening In copious liba¬

tions to tho "glorious, plou.s and ltumurUil memory,"
and did not seek repose until long after the "wee sma'
hours."

This yearly procession was some few years ago gener¬
ally attended with rows, which oftentimes amounted to
serious riots; but in the.se lattor times the Irish Catholic*,
.although no doubt they feel deeply, the open insult
thus ollored to them have takon a more .sensible view
of tho matter, and allow tho party to carry out their
arrangements without disturbance, it being mutually
understood that they shall have the same foibearance
shown them by the Orango party during the celcbiation

SUR CHARLESTON CORRESPONDENCE.

Flnce my last a committee of the City Council, includ¬

ing Mayor Caillard, visited General Sickles in relation to

the late disturbance*. The committee laid before tbe
General a mass of testimony wbicb they say confirmed
tho general conviction of the citizens that nearly all the
riots originate from colored troops. The following

RETORT or THE COMMUTES

was read to the City Council at its last regular meet¬

ing:.
The special committee appointed to wall on the Command¬

ing General with reference to the recent dUturbed condition
of the city and request his assistance and co-operation to
secure the former peace and i)Ulet of the dfy, beg to report
that In pursuance of tho duty Imposed upou them they called
upon llio Commanding General aud submitted to him a

statement In writing of the more serious disturbances as
well an some of those committed by smaller parties, hut
which also rendered our streets Insecure, together with
their opinion as to the causes of these disturbances and
their eumjestlons as to tbe most likely course by which they
might be stopped.
The eomtmltee state that after a calm and deliberate con¬

sideration of tho sevoral occurences enumerated, and from
their own observations, they are led to the conclusion th.it
but for the example and. In their opinion, the apparent
instigation of the colored soldiers, our colored riopuhitlon
would lie peaceable and orderly, and were they made subject

to the jurisdiction of tbe civil courts, those would prove stifll-
clent to correct such occasional brandies of tlir pi ace as m.:y
occur. Even now, in our present disturbed condition, a large
portion of our colored population take no part In these riots,
and deprecate them as much as wo do. The Influence or
these, however, I* completely overshadowed bv the nej;ro
soldiery; but were this disturbing element removed, there
is every reason to believe it would not again be felt.
The committee expressed the opinion that if a sufficient

stand of arms, with ammunition, (not for dally use, hut to be
held In reserve in quarters, and used only lu eases of emer¬
gency ) were furnished the police much good would be ef¬
fected, as they believed thai theknowlcdgeof the fact that the

t ollee are provided with arms would obvlnte the necessity of
their me, and concluded with the following suggestions:.
First. That tbe colored soldiers be removed from the city.Becotid, That the colored population L>e made amenable to
civil law. Third, That a sufficient stand of arms and am¬
munition be furniehed lor tho useof the police
As yet no renly in writing bus been received, but in their

interview with tbe Comm.iudinK General he dlsenased the
matter at large; but your oommittee regret that be differed
troni thj-in In their conclusions aa well as suggestions.

It Is flue, however, to him to say that in the first suggestion
be expressed a willingness to acquiesce (whatever bis own
opl nlons on the subject might be) did be have a sufficient
number of white troops to enable him to do so; and with re¬
gard to the aecond, he stated that that matter had been dis¬
cussed between himself and Oorernor Orr, who, he thought,
was satisfied with his views ami position thereon.
On tbe third suggestion he difTered from the committee

on the score of polley, believing that it would tend to harm
rather than good.
Your committee would further report that every assurance

of assistance and co-operation has been giver, and slue
their interview with the Commanding General It has been
realised; and in consequence thereof so decided and marked

a change has been observed by them, that they recommend
Council to take no further action on the subject, lellcilug
that the object of their mission has been acconipl ihed.
All of wbich is respectfully submitted.

THE IAMEM' AWB BMKfr TAX.
OpiiUa of u Oilcrr .( the OlTmaeit.

TO TBB BDITOB or TBI llliLD.
The course of Jud,gt Kelso* IB the controversy be¬

tween the bankera end broken oa the one head end the
taxpaying public generally on the other, ee represented
by the officers of Internal revenue, will M found In
many reapecta worthy of attention.
The magnitude of the lntereala involved and the for¬

midable combination of claaaee opposed to taxation made
It especially important that the matterain dispute should

be considered with the utmost caro and research, and
adjudged without favor or pre|udice.
Tbe controversy originated in an attempt on the part

of tho bankers and brokers to resist tbe effect of an

amendment made by Congress in 1805 to the ninth sub.
division, soventy-ninth section, of tbe Internal Revenue
act for tbe purpose of checking tbe notorious frauds of
those classes in making their returns of sales as for per¬
sonal account to evade taxation.
To the astonishment of all conversant with tbe facts

the Judge, whpn the question came up beforo him, de¬
cided the case against the goverumouL In respect to
the effect of tho amecdmout by Congress, which was tho
gist of tbe wholo case, ho declared in a written opinion.
''This enlarges the definition of a broker and makes the
term embrace a person or firm negotiating purchases or

sales of slocks, Ac., for themselves as well.a* for others,"
and also "the object of the change of mean in'; in tho
ninth subdivision of section 70 by tbe amendment is not
apparent."
Tho government properly ignored such a decision, and

directed tho revenue officers io procoed as beforo. Cer¬
tain brokers theu applied to the same judge for an in¬
junction, who, while saying "If the question beforo us

on this application turned solely upon our opinion as

to their liability to this tax wo should foel
bound to grant It at once," yet decliuod to
grant tbe writ for reasons which will bo
hereafter mentioned. Tho cases woro promptly carried
before tbe Supreme Court, where, upon th« real point in
issue, the effect of tho amendment of 1805, the decision
of this judge was unanimously reversed. The opinion
of tho Supreme C ourt by Justice G lor flatly contradicts
tbe statements of the Circuit Judge declaring that the
amendment did not enlarge tho deilnition of a broker,
and that the objeet of tho amendment was transparent.
As there is no record of dissent by tho Circuit Ju Jge it
is to be presumed that he had found out the error of his
ways. It may well be a subject of speculation, however,
to the common mind, how that which was so clear
to the full bench of tho Bupreme Court in December
was so dark to the Jud.'e at Circuit in August The re¬

sult, »t all event', it would seem, should have inculcated
caution and modesty ofjudgment for the future.
The public were Justly gratified with the result, and

the matter was supposed to be settled. Tho brokers
bad, in fact, received their q'lletus, but tbe bankers
imagined thev had still a loopliol of escape, and tho ap¬
pearance of tho same judge in town was the signal for a
new combination and a batch of applications for injunc¬
tion against the officers of revenue. Tho merits of tbe
case were assumed by the Circuit Judge to depend on
what was'docltled in tho ca^o of Fisk k Hatch In the
Supremo Court, which he states as follows:."The United
States vh. Fisk ct al., decided at tho last term, carried
tbe prlvil 'ges of tho banker far beyond tbe present case,
lor it was there held that ho could purchase and sell
stocks, bonds, kc , for himself and on his own account
under his license a busmen* not specified in tho defini¬
tion of a banker. That caxe in effect decided that any
business wh'Ch a banker could carry on as such did not
fall within the Ninety-ninth section of the act."
How utterly absurd this is may be judged lrom tho

fact that the right of a banker or of auy person to " pur¬
chase and sell stocks, bonds, &c., for himself uud on his
0*1 n account" was never in question. It was in no senio

a " privilege" accruing to tbo banker by virtue of his
llceuse, tat aright which he was entitled to exercise in
common with every other member of tho community,
and the Supremo Court could not havo been guilty of
the folly of hoMiug that it was u ImsincoS which a banker
was pr.vllcged by his licence to carry on as such. Tho
only pretence of a reason given by tbo judge lor his do-
cisiou is that tho bankers are sufficiently taxed undor the
110th section, and that according to tho government
construction "the license or privilege of tbe banker
would be of little value."
Congress seeing to have taken a dllT rent view on this

point, as it has just passod an amendment to the Reve¬
nue act, in entire accordance with the views of tho in¬
ternal revenuo officers and the opinion of the Attorney
Meneral's office, given at tbeir request, which is now a

law, and which will compol these bankers to pay tho
identical taxes which this Judge has undertaken to re¬
lieve them from. It appear*, therefore, that that con¬
struction which tho Jn<4'e, In contempt of all those au¬

thorities, stigmatizes as an " extraord.aary proposition,"
Is to other minds but simple Justice, and must bonce-
forth he obeyed hy him,
But there is another aspect of tbo case In which tho

Judge's consistency Is conspicuous. The application for
an Injunction in tho case of Seymour vs. Shook et al, was
denied oa tbo following ground, as expressed in the
Judge's opinion:."We have said that In ordinary
cases this writ of Injunction will be grantod to prevent a

multiplicity of suits at law. The embarrassment in tbo
present case Is from the great number of persons affected
by the tax; tbe rometiy In equity would Involve a liti¬
gation almost If not quite as onerous and vexatious as
suits at law. Each taxpayer would be obliged to file n

bill In, In order to obtain relief. As to tbe litigation and
multiplicity of suits, therefore, the difference In tho pro¬
ceedings in the ono tribunal or the other will scarcely
justify the Interposition or a court of equity in favor of
the party complaining, especially whero the inconven¬
ience to tho government in the collecting or its public
revenuo ia much more serious In tho latter tribunal."

If this was good law lu 1806, it is hard to see why It
should not be applied by tbe same jad^e in a precisely
similar case in 18M.

1 have thus presented a few of the many peculiar fea¬
tures of this controversy. It is proper that public atten¬
tion should he directed to tbe conduct of thoso under
whose control such Important Internets are subjected,
and tbat negligence or incompetency should be called to
account before the bar at least of public opinion.
