While the great reform moretromt pursues its sray
quietly and almost unnoticed, the public mind of Eng¬
land Ih attracted to continental evwntu, the most notice¬
able of which, for the moment, axe the resignation of M.
Drooyn do Lbuys and the fulfilment of the September
(Roman/ Convention. Touching the former, the weight
of opinion appears to bo that the retirement of the
French Minister la attributable to the ImmoTable pur-
Poee of the Emperor toadhere to the September Coavcn
tlon and withdraw his troop* from Home, ralher than to

tuiy mlaunderatandlng relative to tbo frontier q uostton
with Pruaaia. That ibn Minister retiree oC h is own free
will appears to be tho opinion of tbe beat informed, and
not, as some would insist, that he baa been diamlaaed.
¦ay, even diagramed. Thla only goes to ahow that there
la mach contact ure, because tbe true state of tbe case Is
not known, and we are aot aselMed to a solution by
finding that m Vienna stock* went down, while in Berlin
they went op, a circumstance whlcli only goes to show
what people thoagbt in those capitals, but bv no mean*
what they knew.
