depot wan surmounted by Hags ol the t tinted States and
Russia. Ttie imperial waiting roenn were thrown open

Without dolly we proceeded
to tlkut interentiug retreat to pay our reapocta to the
vemrable head of the Kuttso-Wroek Church of tbie See.

It is dwtant aliout a mile aud a half from the village,
lying oQ' in the wood*. All along th« road ware large
uomtieni of pilgiiinri.dufty, weary a*d poorly clad.
who bad come many hundredn of wilen to pay a viait to
the Khriue or St. sersiUH. They wore upon their feet
rude Hiindalr, made of birch bark, and upon their backs
they earned their little wallets containing their simple
food for i he jotiruoy. As this was one ft the two days iu
the whole ) car that women are )>ernattcd to enter the
church, a large proportion of the pilgrims were of thut
MCi.most of ilium old and of unattractive personal ap-
pMirance.

On reaching the simple and unprntecding church of

iiittiainied wood, in w hich tho Metropolitan awaited us, we
descended from our carriages aud were Ihown up stairs to
his little apartment. We found him in 9 small unadorned
room, save by a picture of the Kuiperur and one or two
saint* and deceased Metropolitans. He is a venerable
looking mm of eighty-four years of ai^, under the aver
atff height, wearing a long white gown and white bat,
over which was thrown a white veil. Upou bis breast,
hu.s|«ud>si to his ueok b\ a massive g*ld chain, be wore

a tna/.uilic.ent cross, studded with diamonds, rubles and
other jireciou. stones, and on his foo'ilnger be wore an
imuieuiie heal ring.one of the symiKile of his holy ottice.
Hi.- face wag thin and wrinkled with age, hi* voice shrill
and w "ilk. and bis powers of hearing evidently greatly
impaired, lie muu have been m earlier years a man of
gr-'ut pe.rsoiial lH>auty, traces of whirl) are yet to be seen
in bin finely outlined face.
