countenance and check them we shall soon

lose all the 'charaoter we have established
abroad and bring new dangers and sufferings
upon ourselves at home.

The Eaatrra Question In Bar***.
The European news shows that there is a

constantly growing uneasiness among the great
Western Powers about the Eastern qnestion.
The revolt of the Candians against tho Otto¬
man government, the defeat of the Turkish
troops in Candta and the general excitement
among the Greek population of European Tur¬

key, have really given a serious aspect to that
old and troublesome question. As a matter of
course, too, there is a great deal of speculation
in the press of Europe, and particularly in the
press of London and Paris, on the probable
consequences. In fhct the journals have be-
oome quite nervous about the matter, conjuring
up all sorts of apprehensions. The reciprocal
courtesies and friendship between Russia and
tho United States are looked upon very omi¬
nously, and every movement of the war vessels
of this country and those of Russia in the
Mediterranean and in the neighborhood of
Greece and the Golden Horn is watched and
commented on with deep interest

All this shows the apprehension that exists
of trouble on the old Eastern question.

?easels driven ashore by the violence of the
Wrricane, of crew and passengers saved with
disunity and ship and cargo utterly destroyed.
We know that there will be thrilling storiea
of perlg escaped and gallant deeds of heroism
achieve* Bat in the terrible disasters recorded
in the Hb*4ld of the last three days there are

other and e*en sadder features. The wreck of
the Starlight, after striking upon Barnegat
South Shoals, is comprehensible, and does not
necessarily imply Mame either in the captain,
tbe owners or the builders of the ship. It la

very different with the toss of the steamships
Daniel Webster and Evenfe* Star, which foun-
dered in open sea without atriklng upon rock
or shoal.
The Evening Star belonged to * line of

steamships celebrated for tkeir speed and
superior passenger accommodation. She was

built with an especial reference to these points.
Whether other requirements equally esaentlal
were neglected in her construction is a matter
for inference only. Her commander vu

favorably known as a tried and experienced
seaman. On Saturday week, the 29th ultimo,
the Evening Star sailed from New York for
New Orleans, having on board two hundred
and fifty passengers and a crew of fifty men.
As to what befell her on the voyage, wi have
as yet only imperfect accounts. A hurricane,
or rather cyclone, was raging, and off
the coast of Georgia, within a hundred
and fifty miles of Savannah, Bhe foun¬
dered, and a mere handful of the passengers
and crew are all that are known to have been
saved. Four boats put off from the sinking
Bhip; but two only have since been heard of
Even had they all reached the shore they could
have rescued but a small proportion of the
three hundred souls on board. At least two
hundred and fifty, we fear, must be set down as

lost Among the passengers were many
women. Probably they in their helpless terror
broke through all discipline and hampered the
efforts ot the officers of the ahip to save the
lives of the passengers. At any rate It is sig¬
nificant that of those reported saved there are
thirteen officer* and crew and only three pas¬
sengers. The wreck of the Daniel Webstar
was happily unaccompanied by any such loss
of life. She also foondered in open sea, bnt
the screw steamer George Cromwell boredown
upon her in time to save the forty-four people
on board. The Daniel Webster was an old
boat, bnilt in 1051. She sailed from New York
for Mobile on September 27, and, like the
Evening Star, was caught in the eyclone off the
Georgian coast

In looking for the cause of these disasters the
first thought that pccurs to tl$ mind is that
both the Evening Star and the Daniel Webster,
as well as the Santiago J* Cuba, which put
back into Port ®n Sunday disabled, after
l«afcig four of her passengers, were sidewbeel
steamships. The steamship which rescued the
crew of the Daniel Webster is a screw propel¬
ler ; and the Fung Shuey.another screw

steamer, which sailed from New York for New
Orleans the same day as the Evening Star.has
reached port in safety. But there Is something
more than the distinction between sidewheel
and screw steamers at the bottom of these dis¬
asters. In bnllding our vessels, as in building
our houses, we are too apt to sacrifice safety to
speed. We want less outward and internal or¬
namentation about our ocean steamships and
more timber and Iron ; less gingerbread gild¬
ing and greater sea-going qualities. Some such
catastrophe as that which baa occurred to the
Evening Star was predicted in the **¦¦" ¦» four
yean ago. Terrible as that dlssster is it will
leave us room for thankfulness if the tragic
lesson thus taught is acted upon in the fature.

The
Fenian* are reported to be a ftghtiag body,
and aa the Mexican General haa some fighting
hi hte mind's eye jnat now, he cnlthmtes the
Feniaaa, who are generally anppoaad to be in
tha market, waiting iter each price an their
President caa obtain per capita, nod qaite
willing In flght anywhere that n chance for
Ireland any turn up. Santa Anna preeented
himself tn the tall uniform of a division gen¬
eral, with cocked hat and plume, nomeroua
medals and a historic saah. He treated hi*
andience to a good epell of "blarney" in
Spaniah, presuming, perhaps, that aa there is
an affinity between that tongue and the Mile¬
sian they understood nil he said, or probably
knowing very well that if they did not they
would get his remarks, in plnin English, in the
HnuLD next morning. The General alluded
to the legion of San Patricio who fought with
him in Mexico, under the misapprehension that
their religion was being attached by our army,
because a few placet of worship were abused
on the march. He praised them aa the best
troope he had and Inainoatad that he would
like a few more of the same sort to aid him la
hia forthcoming enterprise. In saying that the
Irish are the most apt to sympathise with
Mexico, owing to the kindred religion of the
two peopiea, perhapa Santa Anna had an eye
to the probabilities of Mexico becoming the
seat of the future papacy. Hia speech, at all
events, was a bold bid for Fonian recruits, and
if report speaks trae he may not be disap¬
pointed in his sxpectations in that quarter.
The cocked hat and feather, the glittering deco¬
rations and the sweet Spanish brogue may
prove as irresistible temptations as the ribbons
of the recruiting sergeant and the martial fife
and dram.
