land i unload of a monarchy. Many of the Fenians *effl
sin. ere in this desiro, and the speaker bell <vvd iroui hie
acquaintance with their leaders tbul they wore alxo sin¬
cere. He bad a document in his possitwlon written by
John O'Mahony in which the Romish Church was ac¬
cused of "etfeto bigotry. " The religion of the Roman¬
ist, however, was the grand tiling of hi* life, and he ih
bound to make overything subservient to it. Be had
intended to quote from Pope Piu* IV. to show what that
religion was, but it would take too much tfnie. Ho read,
however, the last article of tba creed, stating incident¬
ally that this creed was not put out until thirty-live
years after the n rand protest by the Protestants in the
time of Luther was signed, and tliat therefore
the Romish Church was to that extent younger
than the Protestant. This last article requires of
.very sovorolgn that is crowned (by the Pope),
every prince that receives hi* posit on from the
same source, every member of the bieraicliy, every
archbishop, Romish priest and cuiate, that ho
sliull swear to "admit, reject or anthauiatize" every
principle or idea which the Church ¦'admits, reject* or
anathematizes. " Whether Fenians or not, thoy were
bound to uphold the Popisb systom. It was not to be
supposed that FenlanB would foreswoar themselves, or
that tbey would connect tbomselvos wfth any other
secret society except the Father Uathew Temperance
Aid Society. Their priests condemn thuir joining any
other society. So that the principles und aims of the
Fenian organization are in accordance with tti« princi¬
ples and aims of the Church of Rome. For these men,
therefore, to talk about republicanism was all madness,
fur it was an impossibility in tho nuture of things for
tbem ever to establish or uphold a republic.witness
Mexico. They say they want tho freedom of Ireiand.
There was no slavery In Ireland. Why did not the Pro¬
testant*, the Anglo-Francos or the Scotch complain of
tho slavery in Ireland t There was no sue b thing there

. no physical slavery. But there wa< slavery of another
kind. Political and church privileges there were on a

par at least with those of England or Scotland. They
were even better otr, as they were not so severely
taxed for everything. In regard to religion,
every man could worehip God under his own
rut and tig tree, as they could in this country. More
over, even tbe Papists themselves had nn endowment of
thirty pounds a year from the British government for the
support of their clergy at Maynooth. Colleges, too,
called the Queen's Colleges, bad been established thero
whose professorships and scholarships bad been thrown
open to tbe I'upists. All tbe old penal laws had boen
removed, and now to-day, with tbe exception that the
Episcopal was the established Church of the land, it
receives its titbos. They are on equal terms with the
most intelligent people or the land who were among tho
Protestants. As Catholics, tbe Fenians disliko the
Protestant ascendency. The truo ground of complaiut
was Popery, and the chains of slavery which it riveted
upon the masses. What meant the ramifications of
tbeir societies all over tho world, if their sole object were
to free Ireland » Tbe orignal aim seemed to be to es¬
tablish Popery, but it might be like tbat of tho Italians.
to free Popury from secular control, and establish a liber¬
alism like that now existing in Italy and France. Rut if
to, why assail Canada, unloss as subsidiary to their
great aim. The speaker argued at great length
on these several points, and then elicited principles which
he woold recommend as lessons for the Protestant clergy.
Want of space prohibits all exoept the mere mention

of these: First, to encourage a love of country, emulating
that which ha* impelled the Fenians to sacrifices of fclood
and treasure; second, to encourage a brotherhood in a
common cause; third, to avail themselves of the power

of organization, especially where the laitv aro allowed
* proper share of control against kingcraft and |>rlest-

eraft; fourth, to labor for and encourage tbe hope of an
ultimate overthrow of popery; and fifth to avail of op.
partunlt es to do good among tbem, and by the accom¬

plishment of these principles to gtre to Ireland its trne
freedom.

On
the first Sabbath in March, 1820, Rev. Wil¬
liam Pat ton, D. D., of New Haven, came
hltber and commenced to preach in a sohool
room, in| Mulberry street, between Grand aud
Hester streets, which he hlrod for three years, at two
hundred and Ufty dollars a year. This sum he uaid him¬
self, receiving nothing until the churoh was afterwards
built, on the 8th of January in the year following. Tbe
charch was thon formed of four persons, of whom only
one, a resident of tho State of Wisconsin, uow survived.
At the first communion eight wore added.the first fruit
of the first revival In the church. Soon after three lots,
the present site, in Broome stroot, wore purchased for
four thousand Ave hundred dollars, a church waa erected
and opened for worship on the first Sabbath in Mny,
1822. Sermons were tben preached by Dra. Romeyn,
Rowan and Spring. Under tho care of Dr. I'atton the
congregation increased until the church was filled. Many
persons were constantly joining the oongregation. Dr.
I'atton resigned In 1833, having been chosen Secre¬
tary of the Education Society. It was in this
church, in the winter of 1831-32, that the
union protractod meetings were held, which re¬
sulted in the general revival that spread
through the city, and finally over the entire country .

For several weeks services were held tbree times each
day, tho house being crowded and many hundreds being
converted, who Joined this and other Presbyterian
churches in the city. During the ministry of Dr. Pattou
tbe Second Avenue church, and the Mariner's church,
were formed from tbe congregation. On the' 13tb of
November, 1834, Rev. Dr. William Adams, of Brighton,
Mass bocame tbe paRtor. llo continued to miniatrote
for eighteen years, during which the prosperity of the
church was very marked. During the winter of 1862-63
the question of forming a new 1 resbyterian church In
the upper part of the city was agitated. The transfer of
residences iu this direction made it newssary for the
Pearl street church to relinquish its position in that
street. This church united with the Central, and a new
church was at onoe formed near Madison square. At
the union or tbe Pearl street and Central churches, the
sacrament was administered by Rev. Dr. Pa^r''

unrtvniied In the olden times. Whoa Paul Oalue to
Athens ho rejoiced that he was, in hts hbly ministrations,brought into the society of Uih epicureans and stoics and
other great philosophers ot tho Oreoian school. But he
could not but look awajr from the elegant buildings ami
the attractive society of the learned and note tho wretch¬
edness which roigtied supremo there; and his heart «tu
stirred within him when he saw tin city wholly given up
to idolatry.

Pauaanlus says, "There
was no place where so many idols were to be seen," and
Petronlus, acotemporary of Paul's, affirmed, "One rc/ion
is no full nf deities that you may more frequently tceut
with a god than a man.''
