The really vital political question for all
pirties lies beneath the discuasion and tormoil
of (he hour—it is who I8 to be the naxt Praai-
dent, Pollticians rage on every tople and ns-
sail one another each afler his own peculiar
frenzy; State canvasses are carred on and
tought out apparently on local issues, but un-
derncath all—shaping, directing and control-
I'ng all—les the parsmount guestion of the
Prosidency, All the astomishing vngarios and
oxiravagances into whieh the politicians are
running—all the unexplained pieces of vin-
diotiveness at this or that public mun—have
r-fercnce to this topic and express only the
‘lopes or feara of one or another faction in re-
gard to some candidute. The Presidency is
now tho clue that runs tlrough the laby~
rinthine mozea of political Intrigue, though
this faot will not be fully developed before the
next seasion of Congress,

The struggle for the Presidency will bo a tri-
angular fight beiween three great factions, The
democrats will have their candidate, and the
republicans, divided Into radicals and conser-
vatives, will have o candidate for cach division.
Mr. Chase, who has never relinquished Lis
hopea for the orowning glory of a politieal
oareer, will develop the preatest strength as s
candidate with the radiosls—more especially
In virtue of arrongements in the national
banks, which were creaiod by him for this very
purpose. It is hardly possible to estimate ex-
actly how much old timber Mr. Chase bas
lylng over In differont directions beside his
strength in the banks, for probably very mary
of his arrangements made in the depurtmen s
when he was In power are still intact.

This early
radioal skirmish fire shows bow olesrly the
radicals perceive the position of thalr most
formidable opponent.

There is nothing to jusiify the exortiiant
prices maintalned by the American manafac.
turoes. Tho rise In tho price of rags bas been
seized upon as the pretext fur thom. Making
all due sllowance for this, It doen not afford
any ressonsble ground for the rates churged.
Bren if the mannfacturers led no other stook
to work upon than rage, they are out of all

Tho American manufacturers will not even
exprriment with this or other substitutes for
tbe stock which they use, becanse they are too
well eatisflod with the profits they are making
to hazard thelr introduction, Tho effeot of this
selfish and narrow minded policy is beginning
to manifest itself in the introd uction of Belglan
and other foreign papers. There can be no
groater proof at once of the blindncas of onr
paper makers and of the folly of the protective
sysiom than the fuct that, in spito of the high
duties charged on il, foreign paper s com-
peting snocessfully with the domestio artiocle.
Most of the book publishers and several of
the leading nowspapers are now beginning to
use it. Unless, therefore, a material reduction
In price is made by the Americen manufac
turers, it is clear that they will soon be driven
out of iheir own market,

Motropolitan Reforms—Abate the HNack nnd
Car Nulsnnces.

There Is no stronger argument to prove the
necesslty of a cheap cab system jn this oty
than the fact that our citizens support hundreds
of hacks rather than do withont some more ex-
clusive conveyances than the cars and stages,
Our hacks are neither cheap nor comfortable,
The legal rates of fare are exorbitant; buk the
backmen are not content with the legal rates.
According to law they must keep a card stating
the legitimate price per mile and per hour con-
splenously posted inside their vehicles; but
who ever saw such a card, except by accident?
The card is somewhere in the carrisge, ready
to be produced at the onll of the police, but it
is hidden under the seat or behind the cush-
fons, 80 as to be invisible to the passenger, or
else it Is togeniously dirtied and torn noross so
o8 to be illegible. A score of hacks stand in
front of the Cily Hall; a bundred policemen
pasaand repass them daily; but we have yet to
hoar of a polieman looking in at one of the
hack doors unexpectedly, and arresting the
hackman for not having hid list of rates posted
conspicuously inalde. The police do not do
their duty; the hackmen take advantage of this
neglect, and the result is a general, sysiematic
swindle,

During the day the hacks are slow and dear,

aud the drivers shabby, impertinent and extor-
tionute ; but when night comes the beauties

of our present system of conveyances- are stlll

more fully developed. Then the regular hacks

are superseded by what are called “night owls.”

Thess are old, foety, rusiy, rickety wvebiocles,

amelling strongly of giam, tobacco, perspiration

and disense. They are used during the day for

poor funerals end for earrying smullpox,

cholers and other patients to the hospltals.

One of them is safficlent to infect a whole

block. The drivers seem to be waslesled for

their ability to drink bad whiskey, chew cheap

tobuceo and knock down any person who ob-

jeots to thelr demands, and sach of thom Is

generslly acoompanied by another rufian who

rides on the box, assistc in the bullying and
divides the spoils. These fellows biave thelr
own way about clarges. They alesw insldo their
coaches, likc w spider in bis web, uniil & be-
lated viclim cemes along, snd thea fasten upon
him romornelessly. He is lucky if he escapes
by paxtbg four times the legal fare for his ride
and does not lose his walch snd hia poeket-
book. He is luckier still if he be able te.
smoke 8 cigar {0 preserve himself from contas
gions All this could be remedied hy a more
rigid pollce inspeciion, and eapecially by the
adoption of the Pavis plan of requiring every
driver o hand his passenger n card upon wihich
are plainly pricted the lege] rates and the exnct
distances to the varigus parts of the city.

We wre giad fo see ihat movements are

being made towards the introduction of cabs
here, and sre sure that the caterprise, if prop-
erly wanaged, will be auceessful. The peo-
ple who pairenize such eonveysnces are mer-
chants on iheir way to and from business;
travellers enterluy and leaving the city; Iadies
upon shopping or ealling excursions; persons
going o or returning from halls, partics and
the theatres; goa'lemen In & burry to keep ap-
polotments. Hoom for bwo persons s ell that
is required; for larger pariics can lake car-
riages at the lvery stables. To employ two
horses and & great, lnmbering coach to omiry
one or two persons nbout town In a waste of
time, money, horseflesh snd space. The small,
one-horse cabs will cost Tess und chargo loss;
they will go faster, and they will not ocenpy
8o much room in our overcrowded strests, OF
course they will do awry with the lucks; but
nobody con complaln of thet, except those
leeches, the hackmen. Tbe omnibuses will
also be superssded; but they are practically
out of dale now, since strest cars are monopo-
lizing all our main avenues and even lniruding
upon lower Brosdway. 11 it » mistake, how-
evbr, for the car companies 1o suppose that the
eabs will interfore with fleir business, The
oabs will only scoommodate the surplus olty
travel and leave room in the oopy for the bun-
dreds of peopie whé §ié nunable to hang 80
to the straps or Ibe platforms and are con
sequenily compelled to walk. A reduction In
ihe oar fares may be necessary, and we sball
ingist upon very Imporiaat raforms In the man-
sgement of the car compenies; but so far s
the number of passengere i concerned the
cabs will make no perceptible difference. It
is, therefore, ne foolish an it is nscless for the
car compunies to oppose the cub sysiem. Our
people submit to losults, inconvealences and
sonoyances in our present conveyamces that
would cause » popular revolutlon in any other
sountry, and they are determined fo bave
something better If they are obliged fo lear ap
the ralls in tbe streets in ovder to bring the
monopolists to lerms.

DBut while thess acinal and nccessary
improvements have been discountemuncod by
the City Corporation, because the “Ring” saw no
Joba in them, Brondway and Fulton atreet—ihe
two most crowded thoroughfares of-the city and
the only available outlets for the crowded pop-
ulstion of our suburban cities in Jersey and
Leng Islond—have been completely and cifect-
ually hlocknded by the Legislature in author-
izipg this unnecessary extension of the donble
track of the Dry Dock and East River Rallroad
not only across but through Broadway. The
imposeibility of runuing cars through Broad-
wny ought to bave been apparent to anybedy
with any knowledge of the frequency of “jams"
at this point, and will' be made evident before
the' doy is over to the corporation which has
disfigured and obstrocled the sirosk . On
an.- swernge one car every thres or four
minutes will atiempt to oross Broadwuy,
going in eithor direction, mnd the resnli
will Be one interminsble coofused jam,
delay und confusion.
