form "rings;" if its officers are unfaithful to their

other menns, then the good people of the
Stato of New York will seo to It that their
voice In thu election is not to be stifled by the nets of
a New York mob. Those men who believe (cry of
"Yon are a robber".Hhat they can thus Interfere for
the purpose of achieving a mere temporary triumphwith tlio s acred rights of American citizens make a
mistake, as all short sighted mon do. For reason will

h'it it was to be decided whether the loyal men of the
South aro to be prelected in their rights as citizens, or
whether they are to be crushed out l>y rebels. (Ap
plaase.) There were fifty thousand Germans in Texas,
ail of whom had been loyal during the war. There wsb

a t'reat danger at present to the Union and to liberty,
which oouid only lie averted by tremendous Union ma¬

jorities. The speaker remarked that he wished General
Butl'i were presont, and that he had seen one hundred
thousand people in Philadelphia shout over the name of
Butler (A voice: "You will not see it here" Cries
of '. pat him oat: pnt bira out") It wa* became he
proved himself equal to governing a rebellious city, snd
was the only man in the nation who had the
courage to hang a traitor. (Cheering and ap¬
plause.)
