The foundaiion of the prescnt national debt of Great
Beitale, which ts larger than that of any other nation,
was laid in the latter part of the year 1802, during the
foign of Willam and Mary, one hundred and seventy-
four yoars ago. On the 18th of December of that year,
the House of Commons suthorized the fnancial minis-
ter to borrow from the people for the use of the gcrown
oae million of pounds sterling. ¥rom that tims the debt
went o0 Doressing in magnitude through the oconlost
‘with Louls the Fourtecnth of France, when It rose to ANy
‘miltions of pounds; through the war of the Ausirian suce
osasion, when it reached sighty millions, and on through
other wars and difouities with contimental uations,
aphil the administration of the Orst Willlam Pt
1 had attained what was then thought to be the enor-

proportions of one hundred and forty millions of
starling, or less than seven humdred millions
of dollars. The umsuccessful war to keep the Ameri.
gan golonies In subjection added ouns hundred and
Ahirty-three millions to the debs, sod the greal strugsle
with republican Franoe aud the Napoloonic war raised
the debt to Its culminating point; and when the beaten
Emperor waa finally and secursly placed upon the islind
of 8t Helena the national lisbdilities of Englund, consist-
log of funded and ded stook, nggregated hun-
dred milllons of pounds Rorling, equal to fouMhousand
milllons of dollars.

Ten yonrs thereaftor, (n 1727, a farther roduction of
interest on the publie sinck, from five to four per cent,
took place, by which this elnking fund was made
yield £1,200,000 per annum, In 1733, Mr. Walpole,
thinking no doubt that his system was workiug too woll,
suceseding in getting an aol through Parliament, grant-
Ing bim pormission to rob the sinking fund of half a
million of pounds ostensibly for carrent expenses. The
toe was thus broken. Dapradations having been permitiod
to ba made upon the admirable working of the system,
1t soon b lueless, and from 1733
to 1776, it can be said to have existed only In name.
From the time of Its adoption down to the breaking out
of the war of the American revolution, it had contrib.
uted 1o the redemprion of but tweaty millions of the

It wan charged upon Mr, Walpolo that his system was
ased o foster corruption, and as evidence of the fact, a

. Cardinal de Fleury that he was compelled 1o  sub-

sidize King George IL, and play Bavk of
England notes into the hands of one-lalf
tho mouboera of Parliament, in order to maintaln the sue-
oemsful workings of his own ideas, and to keep down the
war apiril which was thon ineliced to bs rampant. In
ouno of his letters, Mr, Walpols sald:—"Gold is a metal
that has & prodigious effect In cooling hot blood snd
martial spirits. Thors is no Impetuous warrior in the
Parli batap of two th d pounds would
make exceodingly geatle.” The pensions thus referred
to, were abstracted, it was allaged. from thesinking fund,
and thus the main oljects of Mr. Walpole's creation #ere
deloatod by his own acta.

The aystem itself could not be charged with aay lack
