Km.The Marquis de Monstter recmyed the diplomatic

body yesterday for ttia first time. He asked If It was

true, as reported in the Journals, that our official rela¬
tions were soon to terminate; expressed his regret to
loam that it was, and his desire to have co-operated with
me in cultivating friendly relations between our respect¬
ive countries. In reply to a question of mine, be said
that the pol icy of bis government towards tho United
States and Mexico would not nndcrgo any change in
consequence of the change of his department. His Ex¬
cellency then went on to say that be was using what
leisure he could command to master the various Ameri¬
can questions with which he had no previous occa¬
sion to mnke himself familiar, and as soon as he
was prepared ho would be happy to talk with
me or with my successor more at length. Meantime he
wished me to understand and to report to you that he
saw the F.tnperor at Biarrito; that his Majesty expressed
bis desire and intention to retire from Mexico as soon as

practicable, and without reference to the period fixed in
the convention with Maximilian, if a shorter time will
suffice. His Excellency then went on to say that the
"dissidents," according to late reports, are gaining
ground, hut that it is not the intentiou of the Emperor
to undertake new and distant expeditions to reduce
them; that there was some talk of retaking Tampico,
but what was decided upon had not yet transpired in
Paris. He said the position of France was a deli¬
cate one, and that there was nothing that the
Emperor desired more ^han to disembarrass himself
of all bis engagements with Mexico as soon as he
could with dignity and honor, and that, with our aid.
upon whiob lie counted.the time might be very much
shortened. To this 1 made only the general reply that I
had no reason to doubt that the future intercourse of
the United States witli France would be marked by the
same friendly consideration which had characterized it
heretofore. I did not ask him what kind of aid from
tho United States he had in his mind, presuming it was
forbearance rather than any active co-operation upon
which he counted.

I may as well mention, in this connection, that I re¬
turned yesterday morning from Biarritz, where T was
informed by Mr. Pereire, the owner of tho Franco-Mexi¬
can lino of steamships, that the contract had been finally
signed, by ins agent at the miuistry of war, for the re¬

patriation of a'l the French army in Mexico in March
next that shall not hare returned previously. The letter
advising him of tho lact lind been received, as I under¬
stood bini, only the day before. Some of the troops, lie
said, would be repatriated this fall, but all the remainder
before the end of March. 1 have reason to think he was
Instructed to tnuke this cemmunicatiou to me.

rangement exists between IIiIh government and the Era-
poror of France, to the efl'eci that he will withdraw bis
expeditionary military forces from Mexico in three
parts.the first of whioh shall leave Mexico in November
next, the aecond In March next and the third In Novtim¬
ber, 1867, and that upon the evacuation being thus com¬
pleted the French Government will immediately cpme
open the ground of non-intervention In regard to Mexico
which is held by the United States. Doubts have
been entertained and expressed in some quar¬
tern upon the question whether tbe French
government will fatlifully execute thin agreement.
No 8uch doubts have been entertained by tbe President,
who has had related and oven recent assurances
that the complete evocation of Mcx:co by the French
will lie consummated at the per.ods tnenlioned, or
earlier If compatible with clima'.ical, military and other
conditions. There arc grounds for supposing that two
incidental questions Itavo already engaged the attention
of the French government.namely, llrst, whether it
should not advtso the departure of the Prince Maxi¬
milian for Austria to be mail before the withdrawal of
the French expedition; second, whether It would not he
consistent with tbe ollmaah al, military and other condi¬
tions botore mentioned to withdraw the whole
expeditionary forre at onco, Instead of ret'rlng it in
three separate Instalments, and at dill'ercnt periods.
No formal communication, however, upon this subject
bas been made by the Emperor Napoleon to the govern¬
ment of the Unit" d States. When the subject ha-i been
incidentally mentioned this department, by direction
of tho President, has replied that the United States
await the execution o; the agreem'-nt for the evacuation
l<y the government of France at least according to its
letter, while tlioy would be gratified If that agreement
rould be executed with greater promptness and dospatch
than am stipulated. Under these circumstances the
I'resldent expects that within the next month (Novem¬
ber) a pcrtton at least of the French expeditionary force
will retire from Mexico, and he thinks It not improba¬
ble that tbe whole expeditionary force may be with¬
drawn at or about the same time, such an event cannot
fall to produce a 'crisis of great political Interest In the
republic of Mexico. It is important that you should bo
cither wlttiiu tho territories of that republic
or In some place near at hand, so as to assume the
exercise of your (unctions as Minister Plenipotentiary
of the United States to the republic of Mexico. What
may he the proceedings of the Prince Maximilian in the
event of a partial or complete evacuation of Mexico, of
course cannot now lie certainly foreseen. What itiav bo
the proceedings of Mr. Juarez, the President of the re¬
public of Mexico, in the same event cannot now be defin¬
itely anticipated. We are aware of the ox stence of sev¬
eral political parties in Mexico other than thn«c at the
head of whic h are President J<tares and Prince Maxi¬
milian, who entertain conflicting views concerning tbe
most expedient and prn|ier mode of restoring peace,
order and civil government in thai republic. We do not
know what may be tbe proceedings of those parties in
the event of the French evacuation. Finally, it la Im¬
possible for us to foresee what may be the proceedings of
the Mexican people In case of the happening of the ureal*
before alluded la For these reason* It in Impossible to
give you sperltlc directions for tbe . onduet ot your pro¬
ceedings In tbe discharge of the high trust which the
government of the United State* ha* confided to yon.
Much must be left to your own discretion, which I* to
be exercised according to the view you maytakanf
political movemente as they shall disclose themselves
in tbe future. There are, however, some principles
which, as we think, may be safely laid down In regard
to llii' policy which the government of tbe United Slates
will expect yon to pursue. The first of those la that, as
a representative of the United States, you are ac¬
credited to l be republican government of Mexico,
of which Mr. Juarnx is President. Your com
menu aliens as such representative will be made 10

Sm.Tho Minister of Foreign Affair* informed me on
Thursday last, in reply to a question which certain
newspaper mmora prompted me to address him. that it
was tbo purpose of tho Emperor to withdraw
all hia troops from Mexico in the spring,
bat none before that time. I expressed my
surprise and regret at this determination, so

distinctly in conflict with the pledges given by his Ex¬
cellent y's predecessor (M. Drouyn <!o Lhuys) both to
yon, through the Marquis do Montholon, and also to my¬
self personally. Tho Marquis assigned considerations of
a purely military character, overlooking, or underesti¬
mating, as it seemed to mo, the importance which this
change might possibly have upon the relntlons of France
with the United Stales. My first Impulse was to send
him a noto on the following day, asking for a formal
statement of the Emperor's moiives in disregarding the
stipulations of his foreign minister for a withdrawal of
ono detachment of bis Mexican army during
the current month of November. I eoiiclu-
ded, however, that it would bo more satisfactory to
tho President that I should see the Etnperor himself
upon the subject, I accordingly waited tip ui his Majesty
yesterday, at St Cloud, repeated lo him what the Mar¬
quis de Moustier had told me, and desired to know what,
if anything, could bo done bv me to anticipate and pre¬
vent the discontent which I felt persuaded would be ex- «|
penenced by mv country people, If they receive this in¬
telligence without any explanation. I referred to the
early meeting oft'ongreRS, when any Chan re In our rela¬
tion's, either with France or Mexico, would be likely to
come under discussion, and my fear that his Majesty's
r asnns for postponing the repatriation of tho first de¬
tachment of his troops might he attributed to motives
which our people would be disposed to resent. The Em¬
peror said that it was true that he bad concluded to post¬
pone the recall of any of bis troops until spring, hut
that in doing so he "had been influenced by entirely
military cons derations At the time he gave the order
the successors of tho dissidents, supported as tuey woxc

by largo re-enforcements Irom tho United late-1, seemed
to rend T anv reduction of his force th n perilous to
those who remained behind. Ho accordingly sent a

telegram to Marshal Hu/.alne, who had already em¬
barked a regiment (tho Eighty first, I ihmk he said), bet
which had fortunately been prevented from sailing by
unfavorable winds, directing him to embark no troop's
until all were ready to cotno This despatch, h;s Ma¬
jesty said, was not sent In Cipher, that, no secret might
he made of Its tenor in the United state--.
The troops were then disembarked and re¬
turned to Orizaba. His Majesty went on to
say that be sont General Castelenau to Mexico about tho
same time, charged to inform Maximtl an tha' France
could not give him another cent of mooey n >r another
man. If lie thought bo could sustain himself there
alone, France would not withdraw her troops aster than
had boon slipulsted tor by M. Itruyn de Lhuys, should
such be his desire, but If, on tho other hand, he was

disposed to abdicate, which was the course bis Majesty
counselled him to take. General C'astelnau was charged
to And some government with which to treat for the
proiection of French Interests, and to bring all ihe army 1
home in the spring. I asked his Mqlestv if tho Presi¬
dent of the United States bad been notified of this, or
if anything bad be-n done to prepare his mind for the
change In his Majesty's policy. He said that he
did not know; that M. de Moustier ought to
havo done so; that, as these events occurred
during the intrim of a change in iho Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, it was possible that it had boon ueg-
lected, though his telegram to Marshal Bazaine was

purposely sent In a way to show that I hero was nothing
In Ids plans to dis.uiso. 1 remarked that my govern¬
ment was constantly under the necessity of protesting
against acts done In theunmeof his Majesty, and the
effect of such protests was always to weaken publio con¬
fidence in the representations which tho govomment had
felt Itself authorized to make in regard to his Mtiesty a

Intentions. I then explained to liiui briefly the grave
Inconveniences liable to result from any unexplained de-

Sarture from the stipulations already, given in his
lajesty's name to the world. His Majesty replied that
we had the teloraph now, and that any misunderstand
lng of that sort might ho readily rectified. H.s
Majesty appeared to realize the importance of having an

understanding with the President upon tho subject, and
I left with the impression that he intended to occupy
himself with ihe matter at once. There Is but one sen¬
timent here about tha determination of France to wash
her bands of Mexico as soon as possible. Nor have I
any doubt that tho F.mperor ts acting in good faith
towards us. but I did not feel sure that the change In
bis plans apon which I have been commenting wonld
receive so favorable an interpretation In the United
States. In view of recent succeases gained by tha impe¬
rialists In Mexico, and in view of the somewhat turbu¬
lent state of our politics at home, I feared that the
course of the Emperor m ght possibly awaken suspi-
eions in ihe United .States which might sonondy preju¬
dice the relations of the two countries. To pre¬
vent such a calamity, If possible, I thought
It my duty to take tha precautions of which 1 havo here
rendered yon an account. The fact wbiclt the Emperor
admitted In thia conversation, that he had advised Maxi¬
milian to abdlrate, has pr pared ma to expert every day
the announcement of his abdication; for such advice, in
Maximilian's dependent condition, is almost equivalent
to an order. That It would be so regarded Is, I think,
the expectation of the Emperor, and ample preparations
for the early repatriation of all Uie troops have, l believe,
already been made by the Ministers of War and Marine,
Tha Einperor atated that ho oxpected to know the final
result of f aetleneau's mission towards the end of this
month. A telegram has sp|ieared in the London S'ar
and Pott quoting a report circulating In New York on
tb« 6th that Maximilian had abdicated. As despatches
received on the ?ih made no reference to this report, I
praseB>a it was. at laasl, premature.

Sm.Your despatch of the 8th of November (No. 384),
)n regard to Mexico, Is received. Your proceedings in
your Interview with M. Mousttor, snd also your proceed¬
ings in your interview with tlie Emperor, arc entirely
approved. Fay to M. Moustier that this government is
surprised and aReeled with deep concern by the an¬

nouncement now made for the first time that the prom¬
ised recall of one detachment of the French troops from
Mexico in November current baa been postponed by the
Emperor. The embarrassment thus produced is im¬
measurably increased by the circumstance that this
proceeding of the Emperor has been taken with¬
out conference with and even without notice to
the United States. This government has not in any
way afforded reinforcements to the Mexicans, as
the Emperor seems to assume, and it has
known nothing at all of li's countermanding instruction s
to Marshal Bazaine, of which the Emperor speaks Ws
consult only ofllclal communication to ascertain the pur¬
pose and resolutions of France, as we make our own
purposes and resolutions known only lu the same man¬
ner when she is concerned I am not prepared to say,
and it is now unnecessary to discuss, whether the Presi¬
dent could or could not have agreod to the Emperor's
proposed delay, if he had been seasonably consulted.if
the proposition had been tben put, aa the proceeding is
now, upon the ground of military considerations alone,
and if it bad been marked wid ths euMomary manifesta¬
tions of regard to the interests and feelings of the United
Slates. But the Kmpyvor'e decision to modify
the existing arrangement without any understanding
with the United Sta'es^so as to leave the whole French
army in Mexico for the present, instead of withdrawing
one detachment in .November currant, as promised, Is
now foond In every way inconvenient and exceptionable.
We cannot acquiesce, ttr-t, because the term "next
spring," as appointed for the entire evacuation, is inde¬
finite and vague; second, because we havo no authority
for Htating to Congress and to the American pooplo, that
we have now a better guarantee for the withdrawal
of the whole expedilionany force in the spring than wo
have heretofore had for the withdrawal of a part in No¬
vember; third, In full reliance upon at least a literal per¬
formance of the Emperor's existing agreement we have
taken measures, while facilitating the anticipated French
evacuation toco-operate with the republican govern¬
ment of Mexico for promoting the paciflt alien of that
country, and for the early and complete rest-raiion of
the proper constitutional authority of thai government.
As a part of those measures, Mr. Campii II, our new Iv
appointed Minister, attended by Lieutenant General
Sherman, has bsen sent to Mexico in order to confer
with President Juarez on subjects wtt.ch are deeply
interesting to the United States, and of vital importance
to Mexico. Our policy and meas ires thus adopted in
full reliance upon the antlcipted begiuniug of the
evacuation of Mexico were promptly made known
to the French legation here, and doubtless you have al¬
ready executed your instructions by making them
known to the Emperor's government in Paris, fbe Em¬
peror will perceive thnt we cannot now recall Mr. Camp-
hell: nor can wo modify the instructions nnder which
he is expected to treat, and under which he may even
now be treating with the reniibiican government of Mex¬
ico. That government will of course most earnestly de¬
sire and coniidenilv expect an early and entire discon¬
tinuation of foreign hostile oc npaiton You will there¬
fore state to the Emperor's government, that the Presi¬
dent sincerely hopes and expects that the evaluation of
Mexico will be carried into effect with such
conformity to the existing agreement as the
inopportune complication which calls for this despatch
shall allow. Mr. Campbell will bo advised-of that
complication. Instructions will be issued to the United
States military forces of observation to await in overy
caso special directions from th" President Tills will be
done with a confident expectation thai the telegraph or
the mail may seasonably bring us a satisfactory reso¬
lution from the Emperor In reply ro this note. You
will assuro the French government that the United
States, while they seek the relief of Mexico, desire
nothing more earnestly than to preserve pence and
friendship with France; nor doss the President allow
himself to doubt that what has been determined in

France, most Innuspiclously, as wo think, has been de¬
cided upon Inadvertently, without full reflection upon
the otniiarra-sment it must produce hero, and without
anv design to retain the French expeditionary forces in
Mexico li-yond the lull period of eigb'een months ori-
ginully stipulated lor the complete evacuation.

The Woman's Rigbis ConStation, bow holding their

session is this city, sset st the Cooper Institute last
evening for the purpose et making their views sad
objects public and organizing sa Equal Eights asso¬
ciation la this dtp. The Convention met at half-past
seven o'clock, a very slim audience being present, a

fair proportion of whom, however, were women, at¬
tracted by the novelty of bearing the much mooted
question of woman's rights discussed by the veteran
ladles who have made it their specialty. There were
but few of the lights of the association on the platronn,
excepting the venerable President Mrs. Anthony, Mrs.
Stanton and Parker Plllsbury. Tne proceedings were
opened by the President

Bananas or susan a authont.
The President, Mrs. Susan B. Anthont, in opening the

meeting, said that the republican party at the close of
this second revolution proposed to eetabllsh so much of
the republican idea as will enable them to maintain the
unity of the nation,* and some people say the unity of
the parly, vis., that the black race shall be brought on
to. a level wiUi the white race. We believe that this is
the bour to establish the equality of every individual
who is subject to the government of the United States.
Not the hour for races, but the hour for human being* to
be established in equality. Thus, we occupy a position
shove that of any other organization In lbs country.
We have impartial suffrage organizations. We havo at
Washington a United Slates Equal Rights Association,
and in Boston an Impartial Suffrage Association, of which
Governor Andrew is the president. All over the coun¬
try, North and South, w* have Impartial, universal, and*
equal suffrage organizations, but it never means anything
but man. Women are never thought of in this whole
question of reorganising the. government any
more than if the whole half of this community
lived In Lapland or beyond the seas. This association
is established for (ha express purpose of reminding the
American nation that women form a part of the people.
Tins meeting is called for the special purpose of inaugu¬
rating a thorough canvass of the State of New York, In
view of the constitutional convention which Is to be held
during the noxt year, for ths purpose of securing an
amendment to ths constitution which shall guarantee
the rlgut of suffrage equally to all men and women of
the State. We think that the work is best to be begun
at home, and therefore we are commencing In this way.
Our plan of work is to bo thorough. We intend to hold
conventions in every oonnty throughout the Slate, to
send lecturers and circulate tracts, and also a petition to
go up to the constitutional convention, making our de¬
mand theie. We ask the co-operation of nvory man and
woman In the land. We have bad the "glittering gene¬
rality'' that all men are created equal long enough, and
now we propose to have the actual fact If men will
lalk In Congress and out of it of impartial and universal
suffrage, we mean to have them understand that women
arc lobe Included io the impartiality and uiilversalitv too.
The officers of the Convention were then announced as

follows:.President, Susan B. Anthony: Vice Presidents,
Honry B. Blackwell, Robert Dale Owen aDd Mrs.
Marcaret Winchester: Secretaries, Kd. M. Bunker and
Anns Rice Powell; Business Committee, Parker Pills-
burv, Mrs: Francis D. Gage, Charles Lenox Remond,
Lucy Stone, Mrs. E. Cady Stanton. Mattie Griffith, Dr.
E. D. Hudson. Dr. Robert T. Halleek.

Mrs. E. Cadt Stanton was next introduced, who pro¬
ceeded to read a lecture which fell like a wet blanket
upon the audience. The subject of equal rights was
hardly touched upon in the style which it is usually
treated bv the feminine advocates thereof. She wonted
to know why negroes and women were debarred from
the professions of political, offices, of trades, and all the
the profitable and honorable employments, and
why In tho branches of Industry into which
they are permitted to enter was it that they
wero less paid and remunerated? If there was any
philosophical reason for this outside the ballot, she would
like to hear it. She looked lo the ballot as the power by
which wouion wore to be lifted from degradation, and
raise lierto a higher moral status. Tho woman must
have equality, that at the bar of Justice she may pleud for
erring wo r en.In the pulpit preach the gospel of equal¬
ity.In the hospital, a minister to the sick and dying of
her own sex. When the black and woman hold the bal¬
lot they will take their places by the side of white men
in the profitable pursuits of life.not till then. 1 hen mar¬
riage will bo dignified and men will seekjfor wives, for
vom< D will be fortunes in themselves.(applause!.and
women will not marry lor bread as now. Forty thousand
women are now employed at starving prices at the noodle,
aDd below in the lower depths are the mk'hty multitude
over whose follies and crimes society draws the veil
of forgetfulncss, or before that Inexplicable problem
stand appalled. The objection to giving women the bal¬
lot is that women do not know enough to vote. Mr.
Jsnks, member from Rhode Island.a most epbonious
name is Jenks.the father of one of those base
propositions against women's voting, bos repented
daring lite last summer and has taken bis seat on the
Committee of (ivil Services, and ahe hoped that by his
good behavior on that committee he would in a manner
atone for the uncivil s rvices be hod done the women of
the land during the lost summer. If women were to
vote, they *'k. what wonld become of the house and
children ? What becomes of them now when thoy go to
the opera, the dance, the hall, and spend months in
Washington, or in Europe? It takes no more time to
vote than to put a letter in the post office, and they
might as well say it would be dangerous to teach
women to write for fear thoy would not havo time
to attend to house and children. Horaco Greeley
says women do not want to vute, but he did not statu
upon what be bases that opinion. They say again that
after all women would as a nnlt vote with men. She
hardly thought so. Did they think that *nm«n would
vote to bo bound to loose, brutal, drnnken husbands ?
would they vote against prohibitory laws and against
such divorce laws as made it impossible to a ver the
unholy tics that bound them to live with drunkards?
That women would make laws to liang on tho gallows
the erring woman tor intanticide, while he who betrays
tier administered at the altar or presided on the bench
of justice? that women would consent to be taxed for
the'support of colleges and hospitals whero she ia for¬
bidden lo enter? No, tho int- rests of men and women
are not identical at the present time. But in tho good
time coming, which the Women's Equal Right's Society
hoped, their votee would be a nn't. That good time
comine would come through the efforts of the eociety
when the black man and the while womau would both
appear at the bnllot box.
