OUR PANAMA CORRESPONDENCE.
Paxaua, Dec. 2, 1888.

The ispoct of affairs at the political centre of Colombia
Is decidedly lugubrious. A careful Inquiry into the cause

of the late revolutionary demonstrations at Bogota re¬

veals the fact that President Mosquera Is determined to
bold the executive office for life, whether at the head of
a so called republic, or as the occupant of the throno of a
one hnr-ie monarchy. Thn pop ilar outbreak at the
capital Is traced directly to Mosquera's agency; and, by
reason of his Influence over tho rabble, he will probably
secure the adoption of his scheme.

A- you have already learned, tho flrst proposition of

Moxqu ra, soon after his oceupancy ot the executive
chair, was to alter tho constitution so as to legally extend
his term of office from two to ten yeers. This, according
to shrewd calculation, Is ah >nt «< I >ng as th c old auto¬
crat can survive tba weight of years, alroady prcss ng
heavily upon htm. Tho adoption of this amendment,
whether by compulsion or otherwise, would
have answored over? purpose, In fixing him
securely In hla position as chief magistrate of the
country during the few years he has yot to live, and,
should his alghly-aixlh birthday gee him stdl hale and
hearty, It would be an easy matter to lengthen hi t term
of office a second time Wlih this idea In his bead,
Mosquera labored, with the slyness of a fox, to bring tbe
matter before Congress in a manner lenst offensive to
tbe taste of hla political opponents. The boldness of the
proposition, however, was rather staggering In Its effect*,
and, regardless of the moral pressure brought to bear upon
It by the emissaries of the President, Congress refused
to handle so dangerous a subject, and, before a new plan
of storming the legislative redoubt could be fixed upon,
that body waa dissolved by a premature adjournment.
Tbe more Intelligent class of people were opposed, from
the start, to the ac'lon of tho President, and after his
little disaster In Congress, It was principally to the lower
ria.**ea that he was obliged to turn for aid and consola¬
tion. Row well he succeeded in exciting the feeling- of
the rabble has been shown in truthful colors.

"Tit* KISUDOtt A-OOXUKL''
fteapairing, perhaps, of winning Congress over In bis

style of thinking, the President of Colombia has unhesi¬
tatingly advanced the Idea of declaring the government
a monarchy. that He has personally and publicly
declared himself tn favor of the revolution, but through
nis mouthpieces among the rabble he has given the peo¬
ple to understand that he winks at, and, in fact, sanc¬
tions the plan of elovatlng himself to the throne of a

petty kingdom, composed of the fragments of a dismem¬
bered republic. Tbe ability of bis friends to effect this
change I* scarcely dorbted. In former days Mosqueraplaced tb* blacks under a bond of obligation by liber¬
ating every slave In the roun'ry, and by afterwards ad¬
mitting them to full citizenship This mnsterly stroke
of policy baa pro- en to be hts salvation on manv occa¬
sion* since; and. In this criaa, If one arises, they will
not desert their tried friend who dragged them from the
depths and made eitltens of them all
The arbitrary action of Moxquera in exiling the Bishopof Bogota, and In demanding the payment of tonnage

dues on the latbmus, Ac., Is very sugvestive of the fact
that only a alight difference exists hot ween a republican
government, as exemplified In Colombia, and the most
absolute monarchy In the world, the title of "Thomas
I ," conferred on Mosquera at a late public meeting of
the faithful, well befits its subject.

The follow!ag is a copy of the memorial to be pre¬
sented to Congress, in regard to th# China mall service,
by the Chamber of Commerce of this city :.
The committee of the Chamber of Commerce, to whom

was referred the resolution of thnt body of the 1'Jth day
nf Septemher last, in relation to the mail serrioa of the
Pacific Mall 8teamshlp Company to China via Honolulu
and the Japan Island*, beg lesv. to report that they have
given the eubjeot full consideration, and would recom¬
mend that the following memorial from this Chamber
to Congress be prepared at once and forwarded to Wash¬
ington:.

clsoo, In the State of California, respectfully represents
to vour honorable body-

That a oontract was entered into some time since be¬
tween the Postmaster General, under authority of an act
of Congreen, and the Paclflc Mail Steamship Company,
whereby, for a certain consideration, mail servioe wan to
be performed monthly between this port and porta in
China, in Aret clasa steamships, which were required to
toneh at Honolulu, la the Hawaiian islands.

That, appreciating the importance of rapid communi¬
cation between the United Mates and china, this Cham-
bar. in the month of June lart, petitioned your honora¬
ble body to relieve tbe company in question from the
necessity of touching at Honolulu with their large and
burdensome steamer*, because it would involve a delay
in the passage of Ave lo eight davs, snggesting at Ihe
eamo time that a subridy of suflicient amount be granted
to that or some other company to perform the steam
malt service to Honolulu monthly, independently of the
service to China.

That, acting upon the representation* from this Cham¬
ber and other sources. Congress et its last session so far
modified the contract with the Pacific Mail Steamship
Company a* lo authorise them, at their option, to drop
Honolulu from the Chlnn mall service, upon con¬
dition thai a separate steam I me be established to the
Hawaiian Island*, with a anhsldv of f50.000, and that
the said Paclflc Mall Bteamehln form-any perform yearly
thirteen, instead of twelve, trips to China
The modifications rel'-rred to, especially tbe require¬

ment to perform an additional voyoge each year, this
Chamber oannot hut regard as inconvenient to the travel
ling an merranMlo rommunitv, a* a disarrangement of
well sen led plans for the ostahiishm-mt ol Immediate
and rapid steam communication with the ports of Japan
and China, and as onerous and oppressive to the com¬
pany designated m perform the contract.

It will change the dav of sailing of each stenmor from
the first of each month to irregular dales, to be deter¬
mined according to circumstances, and thus deprive
travellers and shippers of goods at a distance of the re¬
quisite information as to the period whan the steamers
will take their departure from San Francisco.

It will involve tbe u-veaeity of an additional steam¬
ship to perform the thirt-enib voyage, and an expendi¬
ture yearly of at ieaat *130 1)00, without commensurate
advantages being derived, either by tho gnvernrasnt, tbe
public or the steamship company Audit will compel
the company, as an act of self preservation, to adhere
to the original contract, to touch at Honolulu with lb»ir
steamers, and thereby lengthen the vovago to China
some Ave to eight days, thus practically reaffirming the
very grievance which it was clearly tbe intention of
Congress to qualify.

In view, therefore, of the consideration that the ad¬
ditional voyage yearly to China will afford no accommo¬
dation to tho travelling or m -roanlUe community, hut
will, on tbe contrary, oporale injuriously to their inter-
oata; and Id view also of tbe great!* increased expense
which will ti > entailed upon the Pacific Mail Steamship
Company, tbe Chamber of ComniTce of the clfy
of San Francisco respectfully petitions the Congress of
tho United States that the steamship ooinpanv in
question lie permitted to drop the purl of Honolulu from
their service, without the additional obligation of another
trip yearly to China, and that thereupon the subsidy for
mad service to the Hawat an Islands ho inreamd from
t<"i0 000 to *100,000 yearly, which sum will be requisite
to enable a responsible comnsny to establish a i-arme-
nont and efficient Hue of ateamshipa between that im¬
portant point and tbe United States.

JotfN H. SURRATT.
The Planer al the Assnoalnwtlon of President
l.incoln-Testimony .Showing Hie C'ouneetlnn
With the .Hurder, At.
Tho announcement which we made a Tew day* since

by telograph from Alexandria, In Egypt, that John H.
Burratt. the last of the immediate conspirators who
plotted and executed the assassination of President Lin¬
coln. had just been arrested in that distant land, seemed
marvellous if not providential. As we have tiefore stated,
a year and a hair had elapsed since the fatal tragedy bad
transpirod, and be had not been seen or heard of, not¬

withstanding the Secretary or War hai publicly offered
a reward of $25,000 for bia apprehension. He had
escaped the observation of his many acquaintances and
tha vigilant eyes of detectiv* officers in his own land, and
the swirtly changing scenes of Interest and excitemeut in
this active nation, bad almost removed him from our

minds, when, thousands of miles away, across oceans

and seas and national boundaries, among a people not
one in a hundred thousand of whom bad ever beard of
him, :md perhaps none had ever seen him, his identity
was discovered. He had bten serving for some time in
the Papal 7ouave«, under the assumed name of John
Watsou. His company was quartered at Veroll, one of
the frontier towns of the Apjvenines. This sequestered
village would Beem to have been the last place In which
to look for the fugitive from justice.

Still, General Rurus King, our Minister at Rome, heard
of his whereabouts and communicated the fact to the
authorities at home. Cardinal Antonelli promised the
General all the facilities In his power for insuring Bur-
ratt's arrest. A few days after, as we are informed
by a correspondent of the London Post, the
Cardinal showed General King a series of telegraphic In-
struct ions sent from Rome, nnd the replies also by tele-
graph, of the authorities at Veroli and Vellstri. They
recorded the order to arrest Surratt, alias Watson; the
successive steps taken in compliance with the order, the
actual arrest, the conveyance to prison, the removal
from prison under a guard or Ave soldiers of bli com¬
pany, but the series clood with the announcement that
when thus led out, Surratt, alias Wstaon, made a sudden
dash from his guards, jumped over a precipice more
than one hundred feet high, and though hotly pursued
by fifty Zouaves, was enabled, from the fact of their pre.
ferring i more circuitous route, to get across Uio frontier
into the Italian territory.
General Kiug announced the escape to Mr Marsh, our

Minister at the Italian Court, and orders were given to
watch ail the seaports. Surratt, however, managed to

got out of the kingdom and had reached Egvp', where
he was arrested by order of Mr. Hale, our Consul Gen-
eral, and taken to Constantinople, whence be will doubt¬
less be -ent to this country.

It will not be pre-Jiidglng Surratt'a case to refresh the

When I delivered the despatch to John H. Snrratt, I
asked him what particular number and street was meant,
and he said, "Don't be so damned Inquisitive;" on the
Tuesday previous to the Friday of the assassination I
wa* sent by Mrs. Surratt to tho National Hotel to see
Booth, for the purpose of getting bis buggv : Booth said
he had sold his buggy, hut gave me ten dollar* that I
might hire one: I drove Mr*. Surratt to Snrraitsville on
that day; on Friday, the dav of the assassination, I went
to Howard's stable abont half-past two o'clock, having
been sent there by Mrs. Surratt, for the purpose of hiring
a buggy I drove her to SurraLt«vllle the same day. ar¬
riving there about half past four in the afternoou; we
stopped at the house of Mr. Lloyd, who keeps a tavern
there; just before lenvlng the cltv, as I was going to the
door, I saw Mr. Rooth in tho parlor, and Mra Snrratt
was speaking with him; they were alone; he did not
remain more than throe of fonr minutes, and imme¬
diate! v after he left Mr*. Snrratt ami I started; we
halted once, when about three miles from Wnshlngton.
when observing that there were pickets along tho road,
she hailed an old termor, and wanted t<» know if they
would remain there nil night; on being told that they were
withdrawn about eight o'clock in the evening, she said
she was "glad to know it;" she was very anxious to be
at home at nine o'clock, saving that she had made an
engagement with some gentlemen, who were to meet her
at that hour; I asked her if it was Rooth; she answered
neither yes nor no; when about a mile from the citv. and

How Hurrntt Was ldeulilieil.
From the Montreal Herald. Dec. 6.)

We liavo to thank one of our fellow citizens for soma
Interesting particulars relating to the disooverv and
arrest of John H. Surratt. Thoy are contained In a
series of letters addressed to him by a relative, a gen¬
tleman sometime aso well known In Montreal, but who
gave up his engagements here, and after serving In tho
American armb-s, enlisted in the Papal Zouaves. It ap¬
pear* that during his residence in the South he bad be¬
come very Intimate with the Surratt*, and, of count,
waa thoroughly acquainted with the person of the one
who la accused of complicity in the murder of Mr. Lin¬
coln. He bad no sooner arrived in Italy than he saw
him, and recognized hint In another company of Use
Papal troops. The first of the letters whieh ham
been communicated to ua merely speaks of
the writer havina hit upon something whieh was likely
to be worth n great deal of mouey to him. without men¬
tioning the nature of the discoverv. This letter waa
written in April. In July he wrote again, Informinghit correspondent here that be had discovered " here In
Italy John H. Surratt, one of the assassins of Lincoln,
for whom you know n reward was offered of 100,000. I
went to the ambassador at Roma and told him nil I
knew. He immediately wrote to Mr. Seward In Wash¬
ington for Instructions, wnlrh wore received three weeks
age. I mads a declaration under oath of tfie facta t
knew, which waa sent tu America, and now I as-

Biet to he sent la a few days to Washing-
a to giro my evidtnne." Writing againthe lit of October, the Zouave glvee some

further particulars, from which It appearathat the representative of the American government at
Rome had by that lime received Instructions from Wash¬
ington, la aonseqnenee of which he sent bis informant
to see and converse with Surratt, from whom he learned
that the assassination of Mr. Lincoln was planned el
Richmond, and with the assent of Mr Jefferson Davis.
He mad) another deposition of these conversations,which Is no doubt bv this time In the hsnds of the
authorities at Washington He is now on his way Mthis country. Of course these statements are given m
they come to us. There is no doabt we think that It
was from th" information of the writer of the letters now
in our hands that Surratt was detected, and arrested
in the first instance.an arrest, from whieh It It
known that he escaped, and thus gave occasion te
his subsequent rupture at Alexandria. We may, how¬
ever, add that we have always lieen loth to bolieve thaiMr. Davis bad anything to do with so foul a murder M
that of the late President, and that, with everv reason to
s ippose that the gentleman whose letter* we have quot¬ed has acted in good faith, It would not he wise, upontho short statements in a private letter to form a hasty|i'dginenl as lo the pro dse vnlne of the conversations
w:iieti Surratt ha'd with him In Italv; nor, without!
fuller examination of the fuels, to ron-l >mn a gentleman
who, whatever bis political faults, bos during a loot Ufa
borne an Irreproachable private oliars-ter. ft Is some¬
what remarkable that it was s Canadian in the American
«er -ice who earned the reward for the capture of Booth,and that it is another Canadian who scorns to havo en-
title I himself to that olforod for thti capture of Surratt.

Snrratt's Secretion In Cnnadn.
The Montreal Mni*rw. says of Surratt what wo believe

was tolerably well understood before, that after the ar-
reHt of his accomplices surratt took refuge In Canada,
wham he remained in hiding for several months. The
police were on his steps, and more than once his plaoe
of refuge was near belnr discovered Thanks, however,
to the fidelity of his guardians, who refm-ed the brilliant
offers made by some of the American police, he was able
to reniAin at liberty till the moment of his departure for
Europe He was the guest of J. Hogan of St. lawrenoe
Hall, after his escape from the United States. He wan
euppllnd with 'units to go lo F.urope by some of the lead¬
ing Southerners sojourning at the llraa in Canada.
