Slace on the river, Major Abasa found a small forest of
til, straight fir trees, just large enou-.'h for telegraph

polos, of which it could furnish a considerable number.
From bberom to Klutchl the ronte lay along the river

to the mouth of Elovka river, one of the tributaries of
the Kamtechstka. where timber is sometimes cut and
rafted down to Nljne Kamtschatka, whence It is shipped
to Petropaulovski. From Klutchl tbe exploring party
tnrned westward, to cross the mountains to Tigil, on the
river of that name, a distance of two hundred versts (a
?erst is two-thirds of a mile). The weather was badand the
roads stoop and muddy, sometimes over rocks and again
along swamps, where it was difficult to travel Major
Abasa was accompanied by Messrs. George Kennon
and J. Dodd, with a few natives as assistants.
Tbe natives endured the fatigue very well,
bnt the other members of the party found It fatiguing in
tbe extreme. Tbe pack horses fell frequently in the
streams and swamps, and all tbe supplies and baggage or
the party were wet through. The weather was very bad
on the mountains, snowing and raining much of the
time, and when the party arrived at Tigil, on the western
side of Kamtechatka, it took several days to recover from
the fatigue of tbe journey. Tbe distance from Petropau-
levski.a distance of about twelve hundred versts.over
miserable roads and in bad weather, was accomplished in
seventeen days.a rale of travel considered extraordina¬
rily rapid by tbe inhabitants.
Worn Tigil Major Abase wrote te the Ispmvnlk (Gov¬

ernor) of flbfliga, informing him that the party was on
the wey to that place, end making every exertion to
reach it, and asking him to notify the inhabitants of his
district to be ready to lend any needed assistance in
case of dialrem. He also Informed him that
a party had been landed at tbe month of the Anadyr
river, with the Intention of proceeding to Anadyrsk,
and thence te Ghijlgn. The letter was tent by
express from Tigil to the last Kamtschadale village (Hem-noi), three hundred and fifty versts north of Tigil, and
from there takoa by the Korlak tribes and sent from one
te the other till It reached Uhljiga. Major Abaea had
sent word to thj Koriaks that he would "remember
on hit passage through their territory any who had
taken tbe tronbe to forward his message, and was grati¬
fied to leant that they had acted very promptly. Imme¬
diately on the trrival of tbe letter at uhljiga thMIsprnv- 1

nik issued th» necessary orders to tbe sub-official*
through bis dlHtrict, and sent an express to Antdyrsk to
have everything made ready for tbe arrival of tbe ex¬
ploring party that was landed at Anadyr bey.
From Tlcll to Sessnoi tbe party travelled by land

along tbe coaat of Kamtechatka, crossing many ranges of
bills that push out from the mountains a few miles from
the sea. and being obliged to pass many streams that
flow between these hills to the tee. Near Sessnol the
mountains almost touch tbe ooast, and for the last
twenty-five versts tbe route was unusually difficult,
while tbe balance of tbe way bore little resem¬
blance to a route through- a civilised country.
Beyond Heesnol, Major Abass learned it would
be difficult to pass with pack horses, tbe high hills north
of that place being already covered with deep snow.
This bad road was expected to last up to Bodkaguernaya,
a distance of two hundred and fifty vents, beyond
which there were wide plains with but tittle snow.
Before leaving Tigil, Major Abnsa procured a wbale

boat and a "heydara," large seal skin boat to use in
transporting his supplies by sea from Sesanoi to Bqdka
guernaya, while a part or the exploring party would
proceed by land. Having loaded his two boats.
Major Abasa took command of the whale boat, and as¬
signed tho Imydara to Mr Dodd. Mr. Kennon with tbe
horses and natives wag to attempt tbe road over tbe
mountains. Regular points were arranged for exehang
ing signals, and for reaching tbe beach In case either
party needed tbe assistance of tho other. This
plan was found impossible to be carried out, tbe
sea becoming too rough for tbe boata, ao tbst
tbey were obliged to land after proceeding
about twenty-five miles, and tbe land party
under Kennon, finding it Impossible to go over tbe
rougb mountains through the freshly fallen though deep
snow, the whole party returne I to Semnol to awaK the
formation of the winter road and to proceed by thai
means on Ihelr way. In consequence of his fatigue end
anxiety, Major Abasa was taken ill at Sessnol, but, hap¬
pily, soon recovered

Mr. Dodd was sent back along tbe road to Tigil to pro¬
cure teams of do«s as tbe horse* wr, e useless lor the
winter travel. Mr. Kennon remained lu Hemnni wiih
Major Ahem to amis! la superlateedlng the com traction
of sleighs, and to make other preparations for tbe jour¬
ney, and to study the Russian language with a view 10
facilitate his explorations In Haste, n Asia Mr. Dodd
went as far as Tigil In his search for dogs, those animal*
having been quite scaroc for ee-. eral years In Okhotsk
and Northern Kamschatkn In consequence of an epidemic
disease which has carried ofl* many of them. It win
easier to hire than to buy, tbe Kamrbariale* hetr.g un¬
willing to pert with their teams. Major Aboon fre¬
quently found tbe Ramrhadalo* refusing 'J00 roubles for
a team of ten dogs.

While in Beeenol Major Abasa bad some very Inter¬
esting Interviews with chiefs of the Korlak and Tchncbtt
tribes. It was tne period or their aannsi migration
southward, when they go to hunt the sable on the plain*
and in the mountain* of Ksmt*chsika. In Januarv they
gather amend Tigil to exchange their fun for tea, sagar,
coffee, powder, lead, Ac. Bad weether detained them
in 8ee«not, nod by n judicious distribution of present*
they succeeded in making them commune stive. Thcv
advised him la proceeding from !te**ooi not to follow
the eeaceest, bnt to incline to the eastward and pass
tbroegh a country eoni|«mtlvelv little known to the
whites. Everything being ready the party left Besenol
on the 30th of October, passing over the mountains and
finding a very bad mad. Four day* later May mrhni
Rodkagnernaya, having found the temperature at night
from forty to forty-five degrees below sero. North of
Bodltagnernaya the mountains gradually diminish, and
the country is out up Into plain* oovered with mo *

and ridges, on which there la a growth of low
hushes that sometime* stum to tbe dignity
of small trees. Viewed from an elevation tbo
whole region baa a very deeolale sppouraarr.

or nix hundred rents up the river. On examination of
the country in the vicinity of the Anadyr river be round
a place Hve miles above Its mouth where there was a

sufficiency of firewood, and there selected his rump and
erected a building for a storehouse and winter quarters.
Xhe party consisted of Captain Macrae, with Lieutenants
Arnold, Harder, Robinson and Smith. Part were to re¬
main at the mouth of the river, while the others pro¬
ceeded to Anadyrsk and Obijiga. As the river would
close early in the season, the land route was the only
one available.
About tbe 1st of November there was sufficient snow

for sledging. Captsin Macrae boped to set out soon

after, and attempted to puvobuse reindeer for tbal pur¬
pose. Tbe Tchuchtis have a superstition about selling live
reindeer, though they have no hesitation about killing
them and selling their carcasses. Captain Macrae was
unable to purchase deer Tor his transportation, but finally
negotiated with "O-carg-csrg" lor transportation to
Anadyrsk, by way of tbe Tchuohli villages south of
Anadyr Kay. After some delay this personage took
Captain Macrae and Lieutenant Arnold to the "Great
Deer Chief," who invited these gentlemen to join the
Tcbnchtis In a winter excursion to Anadyrsk. As there
was no ether way to make the Journey, they accepted
the proposition, and after some delay moved away. The
progress was slow, about eight miles a day, the Tcbnchtis
having no particular appreciation of time and not un¬
derstanding hew any ooe can ever he in a harry. The
journey oocupied forty-two days, In addition to twenty,
two consumed in reaching the Deer Chief's ramp,
making slxlv-foor days that Captata Mtcran and Lieu¬
tenant Arnold passed among thn Tehuchlis. They were
kindly treated, though tbe accommodations were not of
the finest charactef, and the cuisine was not suited to
civilised tastes. Added to the slow mode of travelling,
the route was very circuitous, and thus extended the
Journey further than It would otherwise have been.
There are two villages, about twenty vends apart, both

known by the name of Anadyrsk, the former Iicing de¬
signated" as the "Crepast" (fortress) and the other,
farther up the river, the "Markovs." When Captain
Macrae reached the Markovs he found there the oilier
members or his party,,who had been brought up lrom the
montn or the river by the direct route. From there
Captain Macrae and Lieutenant Arnold prooeeded to Chi-
jlgu Above the Markovs tbe Anadyr is well wooded,
hut below that point there ts no timber that can be used
for telegraph poles. Tbe river le sufficiently large to be
navigated by a small steamer, so that there will be no
difficulty In rafting lrom tbe upper to the lower waters
all the timber that may be required.

Ltontenant Rennon. ft will be remembered left Ghljlga
by order of Mi\jor Ahasa soon after their arrival In that
place from retropanlovakl. Ha proceeded direct to Ana¬
dyrsk. and on his arrival could Isarn nothing save some
vague rumors concerning Captain Macrae and partv.
from Anndyrsk he followed the Anadyr river to its
mouth, where he found Messrs. Robinson, Harder and
Mmlth in rump. Macrae and Arnold were then absent
among the Tchuchtis. No fears were entertained Tor
their safety, though It was thought they might be a long
time ahrent In their wanderings. It was decided to
tratoifer the whole party, with their stores, to Anadvrsk,
and (here await the arrival of Captain Macrae.
Between Anadyrsk and Ghijlp Lieutenant Kennon

ascertained the existence or a nranch of tbe Anadyr
knowu as the Myan. On making an exploration he
found that the Myan rose in the mountains to the south,
near the head of (he Peujinsk river, from which it was
separated by a single ridge of land. Alone Its banks,
for nearly Its whole extent, there Is a belt of limber
ol the pioper §1re for telegraph poles, and out ido
tliie hell I it stretch of open ground. Peujinsk
river Is somewhat like It In character, and as both
streams ere navigable for suiall boats there exists a con¬
tinuous water communication (broken onlv at the di-
v>dmg ridge) from tbe Okhotsk sea to tbe point where
the cable will be landed on Anadyr Ray. As tbore Is an
abundance of timber either where needed oral po nt«
where it can he rafted, this portion of the route of the
greet t»legrapb can be easily constructed. The Myau
wems heietoiore to nave been almost entirely uu-
knowu.
