CMTtrtlM at Counterfeiters.
Before Judge Smalley.

The Pnited Statu against Conrad Seifndorf and

Charier LtBald..The defendants were IndiAed tor utter¬

ing fifty cent currency fractional notos *'tB intent to

defraud Charles Lendeeledt, and also with having in

their possession counterfeit fractional currency with in¬

tent to pass the same, and with ip«at to defraud the

United States. It appeared froi* the evideuce that in
Ansunt last the defendants togo*1®* went into tho saloon
of Christian IfflDger, in Eldr««® »treet, and orrerod to

pass a counterfeit fifty cent rational note. They were

there told that the note wp had. They went out and in

a few minutes went Into'ho saloon of Lendestedt, and
there got two glasses of l*ger, and tn payment gave him
one of the counterfeit* He took the nolo and gave them
change, when they 'eDt oa,> and >n about ten minutns
returned, got two dore glasses of lager and presented in

payment another counterfeit. In the meantime, during
their absence sendestedt had discovered the counterfeit,
end when tbrf Kave htm the second he again gave them
change an' demanded from them a dollar in good
money' ydich they refused to give, upon which be
kicked H® door and told them he would call In a police¬
man He did call a policeman and gave tbem both in
charft The policeman observed one of them throw
imnethlng away, but took tbem to the station bouse
and returned to the saloon with another officer, when
they found a package of counterfeit currency similar to
tho pleco passed by the prisoners, and subsequently
found a second bill near the saloon. The evidence was

so clear that tho Jury, after a vory short absence, found
the prisoners guilty. Remanded for sentence.

tion of the court for nearly a week, and was argued with
signal ability and pertinacity on both Hides, at tbe close
ofwhich the court charged tho Jury in a lucid manner,
setting forih with great distinctness tbe points most
gravely to he considered, and remarking tbat upon tholr
vordn t depended millions of money and tho labor of
thousands; for no man will buy a safe unless It is to
afford him additional protection for his property, and no

man will manufacture sales if he is to be held liable for
thoir foments. i
Tbe Jury was ordered to return a sealed verdict, and

upon coming into court yesterday morning announred
that tbey were unable to agree, being -about equally
divided in opinion, and they were accordingly dis¬
charged. This will necessitate a new trial, unless a com¬

promise between the parlies is effected.

The press is the
creator of the success of places of public amusement;
aud all tho success that Max Maretxek has obtained he
obtained through tbe press; nnd that that is acknowl¬
edged by the gentleman on tbe other side is evidently
very trio in this case. Ho l« very willing to be raised in
tbe world by the press when It spooks well of him, and
pleases him, but tbe very moment it undertakes to tell
the truth tbal moment ho resents 1L It is like a game
of cricket; yon must protect your crickets; yon must
look out for yonr bowlings and haltlogs. He who stands
in the relation of a public man must be grateful for its
criticisms as well as its plaudits. We did our duty to
tbo public and our duty to Max tlareuok, wbo never
has exhibited those operas since that time, which we
said was a "disgrace to the opera." After referring
to the innumerable suits of slander which public men
would have if they paid attention to everything that waa
said of them, the speaker said that the ciisrgo by plain
tiff that tbe articles were instigated by malice, because
he did not advertise with defendants, waa a very paltry
one, for all about the streets might be seen placards
saying, "This establishment docs not advertise" in such
and such a paper.
