That
doctrine, hownuer it may havo been strained, was never
intended to affirm the right,"of tho Untied States to the
whole soil of the Nevr World, but only t« negative the
right of European monarch,es to Interfere with re¬
publican Institutions on ths other side or tho Atlan¬
tic. Thus limited, It is pot so "monstrous as it has been
represented, qor is it unreasonable that a great Xorili
American repunlic should resent tho creation and main¬
tenance or juMoxican empire by French intervention on
its own frontiers. This Is perfectly well understood in
France, and. to do our neighbors justice, the French
nation is not'responsible for the difflcully in which the
Xmperor now finds himself. A recent article, published
by one of our Paris contemporaries, puts this fact very
clearly, and l'rankly describes the Mexican enterprise as
a great mistake, into which tha people wero led by the
government, not against their own will, but without
their Intelligent concurrence. It .was- Inspired as
the writer. points out, by two erroneous con¬
victions, since falsified -by events.dbe one, that
all, or-lit least a great majority, of the Mexicans
would hail the restoration of order by the estab¬
lishment of aa Imperial throne under French pro¬tection ; tho other that the American Union was broken
up beyond hope of 1 ccovery.
