HASSACHUSETTS LEGISLATURE.
Boton, Jan. 11, 1867.

la the Legislature to-day the report of the commis¬
sioners on the hours of labor was presented. Two of
tha commissioners are of the opinion that no legislation
is expedient or necessary on the subject. The third
commissioner reports in favor of the enactment of ten
hours as a legal standard for a day's labor in the busi¬
ness contracts of factories and forms, and a similar
enactment of eight hours as a legal standard in the
business contracts for mechanical labor.
The House Judiciary Committee were to-day directed

to consider the expediency of abolishing the reading
and writing qualification for voters.
Governor Bullock sent to the Legislature to-day a

letter received by him from Governor Orr, of iSoutb
Carolina, which contained the following passage -.

1 have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your com¬
munication enclosing a copy of the resolution of the Mate
of Massachusetts, directing certain book* to be provided and
.cnl to tills State, In response to my application to vou. This
anion of tha Legislature of your State is gratefully appre¬
ciated by South Carolina, antl is an augury that the ancient
fraternal relation* between these two original Stale* of the
I'niou are being restored. Widely ns we have differed in the
principles of the government in the past, 1st the aoerbitles
of those differences be buried aud the future only unfold a
generous rivalry in advancing the interest* and promoting
the glory of a common conntiy.

MICHIGAN LEGISLATURE.
