to mingle prophesy with denunciation In Fenian specu¬
lations. believe that the terrible C O. I. R. promised
revolution before Christmas, sad as nothing very
startling occurred to hurry tha process of diges-
tion on Christmas morning, they affect to believe that
they are safe for tbe present.

But Stephens did not promise that ha would begin
operations on tbe 2Stb of this month. He said at a

mretlng in New York, and several times afterwards re¬

peated the statements, that the fight for Irish independ-
.nee would take place this year. The government or¬

England disaitection ia widespread and organisation is
not wanting. The disaffected here have facilities denied
the Irish. The bal>eaa corpus dare not be suspended.the right to bear arms is unquestioned, and ail sorts of
meetings, where utter disloyalty is not preach'd, is,
however, reluctantly tolerated. There is no estimating
the mount of mischief that these men mav do here in
concert with their friends and allies across the channel.
The -'Fenian tire,' which is the subject of an elaborate
article in this week's number of the Lancet, ir used
against the shipping in this important town, would pro¬
duce the most terrible effect. The poorer, or what Is
called by the tory papers the "dangerous classes,"
in most of the seaport towns of England, and nowhere
more so than in Liverpool, are ripe for revolt. It has
been stated to me by a person high In the confidence of
the masses that, ia the event of a mere organized insur¬
rection, fifty thousand partially armed men could be as¬
sembled between Liverpool and Manchester to contend
against the government forces for " reform for England
and justice to Ireland." Your readers may be assured,
however, that nothing whatever will be done in England
towards revolution until the Irish make some movement
of a serious nature.

It all depends on the honesty, pluck and nerve of
James Stephens. If he falls, all fails, and the Fenian
movement will add another to the long list of abortive
Irish agitations. With the information I am possessed
of.or which Mr. Stephens, it Is presumed, is quite
familiar.I cannot nee why the Fenian movement
should not go en, until at least Ireland had wrung from
the English government eoncessloM that would ulti¬
mately tend to alleviate the sufferings of that most on-
happy and ill-governed country. The poorer olesaes In
England and the same body in Ireland have Interests
perfectly identical, ltfftbrm is English Fenlnntom. Fe-
nlaalmn is Irish reform. The inner circle of reformers
is tinged with conservatism; but the outer and wider
ctrclp ts revolutionary and nothing else. The London
Fun.a comic paper.as its name implies, had a
capital leader in the shape of a cartoon a
week or two since, which wee worth a deson
leading articles. Mrs. Britannia la represented in her
night gown, holding a candle, while Mr. Boll, with in¬
flated nostrils, is smelling the premises. In evident
trepidation. Mrs. B. inquires If Mr. Bull does not notice
something, for she smells something dangerous in the at¬
mosphere, and it ts time to be carefuL Despite the fkint
hurrahing of the press over the reel or supposed collapse
of Fenianlsm, I am Inclined to think that Fun has
hit the mark. There Is something in the air. and the
pooner the polities! atmosphere of England Is cleared the
better It will be for her and, inferentlally, for the world
at large.

I feel quite satisfied, from what I have seen and heard
of late, that in the event of an insurrection in Ireland
taking plaoe, the most serious work of the reiolution will
occur In England.
Under these circumstances I shall remain in this

country for the present, and eweit events. We have
news this morning of further arrests in Dublin; but that
has become po common now that it excites but little in¬
tercut. 1 have deferred my letter until (be lest moment,
hoping to bear some news from the other side of interest
to vnur readers; but ell is quiet "along the line" of the
Liffey.

Prussian desire for sea ports,
and the favorite ides of extended frontier* of the
French Emperor, will certainly influence both sides to
seise as much of those two countries as tbey safely may.
In occupying a neutral but perfectly free position to
act with all her power. England may prove the saviour
of her weak nelghliors and make a handsome reputa¬
tion in tbe affair, at no cost save the tremendous
preparations for an armed neutrality she must inevita¬
bly incur.

In the matter of expense you may well imagine that
the recent war bas entailed an immense outlay on the
part of alt European nations. I know of not a single
one that it not driving its works at tbe utmost to supply
completely new firearms, on the breeeh-Ioadlag princi¬
ples, te all Us soldiers, and at a great cost American
inventions are being largely adopted, I am gratified to
sav, and their value will aid not it little in deciding tbe
coming contest. Speculation on events so far ahead
seems almost useless; but I submit Ute above as those
tba Russian, nre inclined to Indulge in.

HE OCEAI YACHT RACE.
AtJitfount Particular* of tk* C/'t(a»lrtpk« mm

111*' Klcet trinw-
Mr K. dUplos. who mm one of tbe guest* on board the

yacht Kleetwtns during the t»U> Atlantic mutch, has ar¬
rived in this city tiy the steamer Persia. This zentlem.»n
brings a detailed aeeount of the melancholy accident
which led to the loss of sic of tbe crew of the vessel,
which is to the followrsg effect .On Wednesday, Decem¬
ber 19, et ton minutes past nine o'clock in the evening,
as the Fieetwing waa sendtttag along, with the watch,
consisting or eight men, mttlagon the weather side of the
cockpit, the gallant craft was struck aft of starboard main
rigging by a eery haavy cross sea. Boshing astern, the
water with el! its fury caught the cockpit and carried tbe
whole of the eight men seated around It into the angry
waves. So great waa the force of tbe sea that Messrs.
Wood aad Hasleton, who were « the time in charge of
the wheel, clutched convulsively iu spokes, only, how¬
ever, to find them loo weak to moists iu power or to
avert their fMe, as thay could not sustain the heavy
strain thus put upon them, but parted from their
sockets. Captain Hazletou actually west down to
his watery gmve firmly holding one in his
oleached hand. Two only of those who were thus
suddenly eagulphed in the eeetbing ocean, were recov¬

ered; these were fortunate enough to lay held of the
trysail, and wars maenad torn their perilous petition by
their oomradm, while tbe remaining six worn soon

beyond the ranch of all human help. The. nam«e of all
but one of these unfortunate men are already knew*.

The sight which met tbair view war a
most affecting one.the cockpit, which but a few
minutes before thay had seen filled with the watch, clean
swept of every living soul, and the deck and pit. from
the main ringing aft, completely covered with water.
Sevtral of the men whose watch was below at the time
sere soon on deck, and everything that could lead to the
recovery of their messmates was at once done, though
unfortunately to uo purpose.
Tbe Fieetwing experienced some pmtty heavy weather

during her trip, and sustained more losses of canvass,
he., than did her opponents. The first night at sea

while jibbing she carried away her square sail boom
and main topmast spreader, aad on tha second night ahe
carried away three flying Jib-booms.
