Made in the House by Mr, Loan Agninst the

Prestdents

Ap unusunl sepsation was created to-day in the House
by the speech of Mr. B. F. Loan, of Migsourl, Mr. Loan
#poke ln support of the resolution Imtroduced by Mr.
Kelso, of Missouri, on Monday last, decluring it to be
the duty of Congress to impeach the President for high
orimes and misdemeanors commlitted by him, Mr. Kelso
rielded the floor o Mr. Loan for ten minutes. Mr. Lonff
sald, in subetance, tbat recent developements have
shown thal the assassination of President Linecoln was
not the act of one misguided man, but appears now to
have been a deep lald conspiracy, The rehels, having
falled in their treason on the battle fleld, next turned
their attontion to the scheme of getting Mr. Lincoln
out of the way that they might eecure the
succession of Mr. Johnsom, who, belng & Southern
man wnd a democrat, they expectad woold
favor the Bouth. After Mr. Johnson was elovated to
the Presidency he became a willlng tool of the conspira-
tore. The way was made clear for the nssassination, and
the buliet was sent by the hand of an assassin who was
urged to the act by rebel gold. Andrew Johnson be-
came President, and the price he paid for his promotion
was treachery to the republican parly and fidelity to the
party of tresson and rebellion, Mr. Hale, of New York,
rose to & point of order and eald that he understood the
gentleman to charge the President with complicity in
the assassination of Mr. Lincoln, which ho thought was
oul of order. The Speaker stated that, in accordance
with the provisions of the constitution, the House ol
Representatives could Impeach the President, and Mr.
Keleo's resolution preferred certain charges, in support
of which Mr., Joan was in order in stating
specific acts. Mr. Weshburne, of Indiana, appealed
from the decision of the Chair, with a view of
asgertaining the sense of the House; but the appeal was
1aid on the table, and Mr. Loan continued, citing cases
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8 for his Im-
peachment. . He alluded to the speeches made at the
banquet on the Sth inst., and said that the speeches of
tbe President and Mr. Rogers, of New Jersey, distinctly
indicated the Intention of the rebels. At the conclusion
of Mr, Loan's address Mr. Hale, of New York, stated that
the gentieman had made & wost serious charge azainst
the President, and he thought it due to the House that
Mr. Loan should siate some portion of the evidencs on
which a0 grave a charge was based, Mr. Loan re-
plled thal he would give his evidente in good
tme and In his own way belore the com-
mittes, and declined to reply to any further
questioning. During thess proceedings the greatest jn-
wregt was manifested by all fn ihe House, Members
goihered around Mr. Loan while he was addressing the
House, and those in their seats listened attentively. The
morning hour expired hefore the resolution offered by
Mr. Keleo was disposed of. The charges thus .made
aguinst the President have occasioned u ripple of exclte-
ment in conversational circles this evoniog, and it is the
opinion of many that Mr. Loan will fnd serious diffi-
culty in sustaining them. X

After some
time spent upon the subject, a further discussion was
postponed until another meoting of the committee. The
bill establishes a sinking fund for the extinguishment
of the debt (which 1s to ba complets in thirty-sx years),
by s modification of the banking mct. It has been nscer-
tained that thero is but little opposition among the mosm.
bere of the House to tho bill, while the oppoesition from
the banks is not near so greal as was expected would be
the case.

The government income exclusively from ioternal rev-
enue sources om Saturday the 12th lnst, amounted (o
985,408, making s total of $178,471,184 received since
Ahe Int of Jaly, 1866. This leaves uu.zn to be
collected during tbe balance of this fiscal to com-
plele the estimate wade by Hoo. David A, Wells, Com-
missioner of Revenue, in his report oo the general reve.
wue recenily transmitted to Congress by the Secrotary of
the Tressury, and $101,000,000 to complete the esii-
mate mado by the Commissioner of Internal Bevenus,
£. A. Rolline, in his lasf officlal yeport. The low aver-
age of daily receipts shown by the books of the Internal
Retenue Burean for many days leno more than has
bean experonced in this branch of public evenue st
this limo in each year since the ostablisbment of the
present tax system, and need occasion no discour-
sgement  Branches of manufacture in all chavnels
of commaercial trade, and all indusirial and agricnltaral
inlerests, show & continual enlargement and a dogree of
sctivity and enterprise, uocording to the reports (rom
ol parts of the country, which must give the public con-
fidence in the matter of internal revenue. From im-
portant beneficial resulta in other respecie there is no

real cause for di ag n the p dally re-
ceiple. We have nsarly x manthe before us of the
present fiscal year, und with the fluctuations which char.

soterise this branch of public meome the excess over
#l! the sntimates may amount to $20,000,000, or even
$50,000,000 by the end of the year. Last year the ex.
