ocean yacht ra,-e found a fitting consummation in the
genial hospitalities of Uowes and the complimentary In¬
terest cxpre«sed by the Quoen. On Satunlay morningthe Commodore of tho New York Yueht Club aim the
owner of the winning yacht wero presented to her Ma¬
jesty at Osborne, and in tho evening a grand entertain¬
ment to the amateur seamen gave opportuntv for the
mutual congratulations and good wishes which we yes¬terday re|vortort. The reception given to itio American
vianorR is certainly rcmarkublc, but they have
as rortaluly deserved it. After »lt tho explana¬tions and qualifications which the event may
admit, it mud he allowed thai the achievement
v as n most extraordinary one.characteristic, no doubt,
of the Americans sa a nation, but equally honorable to
them in tlie boldness of the design and the completeness
of the success When we first heard that a match had
been made between three small pleasure yachts to null
against each other across the whole breadth of the At- jlainlc, in the depth >f winter, from the New World to ^the Old. wo were struck by the novelty and audacity of
the proposal, but when one of the e little vessels actually
appeared o(T the Isle ot Wight on (liristmas day, long
be'oro she wan expected, and sailed into t owe< harbor
without hurt or damage alter a vovace of nearly three
thousand miles, in less than fourteen davs, the marvels
of the adventure Impressed themselves instantly on the
public mind. Instinct' gave na the true measure of tho
success, and tho American vai ntmen found themselves
deservedly famous wilhtt sit hour of their si rival.
The event is all the more striking from our own

national addiction to the pursuit In which the.Americans
have now. for tho aecond time, excelled us. Yachting
is one of the most popular pastimes of Englishmen.
Probably we have a greater number of yacht clubs tuan
all tho world besides, and almost ov'erv vessel of tho
whole fleet is turned to aclual account. In the summer
months it would be hard to find a port without a yacht
or two in it, aiways, to an ordinary eve, trim, clean and
shapely vessels. Yet the Americans, when they first
began the sport, sent over a yacht which heat everything
iu these waters; and now tbev have accomplished a
race which surpasses just as completely all the races we
have ever designed. Of course it is only a special feat.
We may say, if wo please, that It ia not a thing which
could be done often, or should be dono often; that
it Is more of a brilliant, eescational and exceptional
exploit tlinn an example of regular, steady going
practice. But the performance lias h double aspect
even tn this sense. If we may infer the perils of the
adventure from tbo melancholy catastrophe on hoard
the Fleetwlng we may alao infer the practicability of the
pas-age from the perfect immunity of the Henrietta,
watch came Into port without the loss of a spar. To
read the log of the winning ve<-sel, and to see her rush¬
ing along night and day, like the Flying Dutchman, over
the waves of the Atlantic one would think such % voy¬
age eould hardly he porformod twlc*, and yet the other
two yachts were hut a tew hours behind hor. Tho Amerl
cans have taught us this, among other things, that a
vessel of two hundred tens can be taken across the At¬
lantic at an average speed of two hundred miles a day.
It is not the mere burden of those yachts which makes
the feat so remarkable, for smaller vessels have done a«
much; nor yet the mere quickness ot the passage, for
I trgc ship* have roade it more quirklv; but the amall-
tiess of the tonnage combined with the rate of suiting
renders the result very extraordinary indeed.

It was actually the slowest boat, so an American gen¬
tleman now tells us, wiwoh won the prize, and that, too,
is an incident which should 'Commend itself to our con¬
sideration. In dimensions, build, rig and equipment
tho racing vessels were so evenly matched that there
waa not a pin to choose between them. They were
rather short-handed, but the crews weie, doubtless, all
picked men. The Ftoetwing's loss would necessarily
coat her all her chance of the prize; but perhaps
the Henrietta owed her victory as much to good navi¬
gation as good handling. Anyhow, she won not by
any great distance, all things considered, but with
siugnlur ease to herself. Nor does she appear to
have b*en an uncomfortable boat tn any way, or
to he deficient in any of those qualities which are
prized as much is speed in English yachta. Our sailors
will do well to note all the circumstances which charac¬
terized this contest and determined Its event.the mora
so, Indeed, on account of its very novelty when con¬
trasted with our own performances. Very likely, some
of our "canoe voyages" aud similar marine adventures
may he as metnorabla in their way as this ocean race,
but the fart still remains that the Americans accom-
pli-hed the "--can race, and we did not In fact, we
should nev«r liavo thought of such a thing. It involves
just so much of genuine Transatlantic exaggeration as to
be beyond our sphere. The longest race and the biggeststake's In the world are true American conceptions, but
the actual success of the scheme is a real American
triumph.
The sentiments reciprocally expressed at the Cowes

entertainment show convincingly how deairable it ts
that Intercourse between Americans and Englishmen
should he io every way promoted, and bow useful may
l>e the agency of kindred tastes In accelerating this re¬
sult. An American speaker at the dinner plainly sug¬
gested that the two nations should bring their yachts
and racehorses together, meet In a social way, and cut
politics adrift, the advice was by no means unpractical.
With a gf>od s >clal understanding between the two peo¬
ples, politics, we may he perf ctly sure, would settle
themselves. The truth is, too.and we say it with great
satisfaction.that this growing inclination of the Ameri¬
cans towards British sports is ass.milatlng in a certain
degree the national characteristics. Each country may
leat.i something from the other. Wo may Iswrow
a little of the Amerlcati dash, daring, and con¬
tempt of routine and precedent. They may take
a lesson from our patience, steadiness, tenacity and
practical estimate of matters. They show na what
things are really possible; we can show them what pos¬
sible things are'really practicable, and during all this in¬
terchange of Instruction the two nations may get a
round end thorough comprehension of each other s
views. American character, after all. Is English char-
actor at thebottrm The spirit Is the old Anglo-f-'axon
spirit, modified by the conditions of a New World.

An under¬
standing was had thst American merchants would back
the Hope for $100,000 against any .foreign pilot boat the
English merchants might name, and there was every
prospect of an exciting moe. when the matter coming
to the knowledge of the .imuusslooers of Pilots thev
have iesued an order forbidding the entrance of any
pilot boat belonging here into such a contest and par¬
ticularly the 8.

Their examination Imll annually invited
ton thousand candidates for literary honors, which
showed that they were not devoid of the arts and
sciences. The written lamruaee contained from thirty
to seventy thousand characters, yet these were pot
necessarily used. Confucius employed only live thou¬
sand of them In writing the classics, and ton thousand
would translate the Holy Scriptures, and wiere sufllctcnt
to conduct a diplomatic correspondence and open
to tho reader the chief literature of the Ian
guage. To reach all other nations It was necessary
to use threo thousand and sixty-throe languages,
while to reach the Chinese only one language was
needed: for the whole world- might be divided
into two races.the Chinese of two huudrod millions,
and all other nations. (Laughter, There were two re¬
ligions.that ol Confucius and Buddhism, the former a|>-
penlinu to tho reason and the latter by prct-nded inspira¬
tion. There were also that of Tauism and otlior systems,
but all had deteriorated. Their Idols had run up to thirty
thousand, and the god-makers advertise their wares as the
poltarm Mb pttcners. (Isingbtwr.) Their ideas ot reli¬
gion. science, physiology, Ate., were very peculiar. They
believed tnan was likoaeandlesliok, anil divided hi in into
the wick, tallow. Ate., In explaining his physical Htruc
turn, (laughter.) To say nothing of missions, Atlantic
cable', microscopes, telescopes, the telegraph and print¬
ing press would remove these false Ideas. (Applause.)
The Chinese had already been brought to respoct Western
natious by the march' of the French and British to
I'ekin. Their eves sparkled w ith delight wie-n the/ were
told of the I'nited States and its civ ilizatmn and lltierly.
and when their Emperor w»s complimented for refusing
to allow relMtl privateers to enter their jiorls, while they
wore free in other ports. (Applause./ Th» legalized
crimes of infanticide, oppression toward women, Sab¬
bathless round of loll to tho lower clas-.es, opium snnvk
tng and systems of mendicancy and tncl't, placed theui
hew nth other nations ami showed that they required
Bt( ral and political renovation.

They hud
a membership of 154 or over, a mission press which
printed over 'J.000.000 page- a year, » hospital for found¬
lings and school- for boys and girls. Formed into pro¬
cession the SAO,000,090 or Chinese would stretch seven
times around thfeearth, and in such a procession 18 or lift
would fall on the land or sea every minute, and was it
not the rtiitr of the Chri-iian to lie interested iu the sal¬
vation of so many human sonls who were marching to
Ihe grave ?
