PENNSYLVANIA LEGISLATURE.
Governor Geary's Inaugural.1The South Must
be Kept Out U'Uil the Conditions of Con.
.rese are Complied With.

II AitKirBURO, Jan. 15, 1867.
The ceremonies attending tho inauguration of Governor

Geary took place to-day, with an Imposing military dis¬
play. The following is an abstract of the Governor's In¬
augural nddrees:.He refors to Ihe close of the r beliion
uud pays a tribute .to the part borne by Pennsylvania in
contributing 386,320 volunteers to our armies, and to the
generosity of the people towards the survivors and to¬
wards the widows and orphans of those who felt. He
regrets that the gon*ral government bns taken no st-ps
to inflict proper penalties upon tho rebel leaders, and
t'rms U a censurable forboaranca. If we are

shocked at the exhibition of cruelty and Ingratitude
among those who having inaugurated and prosecuted
a causeless war against a generous government, and
having been permitted to escape the pun'vlimcut
Ihsy deserve, ore once more arrogantly clamoring to
as-time tha control of the destinies of this great nation,
how much greater cause would we have had for surprise
hud slavery been permitted to increase and multiply!'
Boast as we may of our ma'erlal and our moral victories,
yet is It not true that there is no such thing as repub¬
lican government in ten Stales that heg.n and carried
on tho war? There Is not to-day a despotic irta'0 in
Europe where the individual riahts of man are no
defiantly trampled, under toot as in sections of our own
country, which were supposed to have been brought m'o
full submission to the government of tho Dotted Slates.
Tha violators of most solemn obligation*, periwtralora
of most atrocious crimes in the annals of time, mur¬
derers of our heroic soldiers on the field of bstt'.e and in
toothsome dungeons and barbarous prisons, tliey rau't
not, shall not reappear in tho council chambers of the
nation to aid in Its legislation or control iu destinies,
uuie.-s it shall be on conditions which will preserve o r
Inrtltutlona from their baleful purposes and influence
and secure republican formafiof government in their
parity and vigor In every sect ion of tbe country. To
the t'ougrcss of the United States tha heartfelt sym¬
pathies and the overwhelming suffrages of tbe people
had been generously given. They have fearlosaly pro
claimed their universal verdb t, "Well done, good and
faiihfnl servants." Upon the deliberations and actions
of Cougreaa our present interests and future welfare all
depend.

Attempted Murder and Hnleldo-L'nreqniied

Batcbelder. The ball struck a steel stay in ber drees
sad g'anced off without doing injury, though tha weapon
was aimed at her heart. Mrs. Batcbelder and Mrs. Da¬
vidson then made their escape trnm tbe room, where¬
upon Hatch placed tbo mttxzle of lb" pistol at his own
breast and shot himself through Ihe lungs. The wound
w a mortal one. Tbe doctors who were eslkd to attcid
Hatch stato that ho has been insane for some tin* past.
