And, though ail may not
be accomplished ihat is desired, yet ibey hojie by tho
exhibition of a true spirit of maabood their northern
neighbors, particularly the soldiers, will generously ex¬
tend the hand of friendship to tho thousands who ao
bravely opposed them on so many glonous battle fields.
On this class the eoutnarn people cl.icily rely for res¬
toration to their rights in the trnion; the msu who
fought them hand to banc, whom they have acknowl¬
edged as the victors, and slio, as the defenders of the
nation, they claim huv the right to make proper terms
of restoration.
