remedy the evils complained of, and araiiclona land-
lords may be made to feel that percentage on thotr in¬
vestments m barrack bo tidings Is a secondary question
to the aecerlty of the Uvea of those who have the
fortune to be their tenants.
To save tba State the expense of sending te this eity

aa unwiaidy legislative Investigating committee, with a
heat of clerks, reporters and sineenran, to inquire Into
the evils complained or, a Herald commissioner has vol¬
untarily undertaken the task, and will continue his
researches until all the facta are laid before the publlo.
The following Is bw report of the condition of several
hundred dwellings be haa viaited la the First, Fourth,
Sixth, Fourteenth and Fifteenth wards. The statements
are startling, but true, and the report will afford the
reader t pretty aocurete Idea of the prison cells in
.he blgh story building* commonly known aa tenement
houses w

Tbe homes of the poor must be improved if we wonld

avoid pestilence la the summer season, the increase
ef crime of every character In the winter months,
end the spread of drunkenness and immorality in
.very shape and form that will leave Its linger mark
epon the next degenerated generation. Throwing
aside entirely the qneetlon of philanthropy and
sbarity, self preservation alone demands that some
thteg should be done for those that now borrow like
heavers in underground cellars that are flooded with
.Hh from sinks, and those who live above ground. In
apartments withont door or window or without light
aad air, who have the name of having a place of shelter,
hat do not have it

FACTB FOR TUB WR1LTBT.
It may bo a matter of very little importance to the

nen that a hundred thousand people.which le a fact.
live in four thousand shells of houses from which there
le no escape from death in the event of Are; that funeral
pile may be burned up and none but the immediate re¬
lative* will be the mourners and sufferers. Rut the
entire community is affboted when the same number of
oecupanta are found living in four thousand dwellings,
without sewerage or ventilation. Then we And as many
stationary pent houses from which issue forth lepers, as

It were, to spread disease broadcast in every corner of
cbe cay. The pest houses themselves may be station¬
ary, but the ingoors and outcomera floating hither and
thither lute storehouses, aa porters, hotels aa waiters,
aow the seeds of pestilence Into the bouaea or the nob
and into localities salubrious and comfortable In every
respect. If tor no other reason than that of self-pre¬
servation the condition of our tenement buildiuge
should commend the attention of the wealthy.

iktbrestinu aranxnra.
Above are given a few illustrations of the condition or

a few of the two hundred and flfty tenement bou«es
in this ward. The occupant* of every bouse visited
appeared to bo honest, hard working and industrious.
The aparlinenU of souse wore models of cleanliness and
industry, while on the same floor, neit door, the stench
was enough to breed a plaguot One of the great cause*
of tilth la thta ward is the removal of the ash boxes
from the front of theae houses. It being a violation of a
Corporation ordinance to throw garbage In the street, lew
ir any of them keep an ash box in inetr house, and at
night tha more laxy throw their slope out of the win¬
dow. A policeman, even if passing at the lime, oould
not tell the window from which tbsy descended. Thus
there is leas risk of detection in throwing It from toe
w odows, and still less trouble than if it were taken
down stairs. But those living In the rear arotmsnla
flit their slop patU with garbage and asbes which they
throw in the sink; and the consequence to tbat in a tew
weeks the wster closets become unapproachable and
tho yards are reeking beds of tilth.

TJiK rOPRTH WARD.
What a graat difference there Is between the occupants

of the tenement bouses or the First end Fourth wards 1
In tbs First wore found hard ftoted, opo# hearted, whole
souled. honest workingmen and women, struggling with
poverty: but In the Fourth It to not only poverty, but vice
or every kind.unlicensed and unbridled prostitution
and thieving II would bo dlfflcull to find a teaement
bouse In the four hundred and eighty-six which has not
either a prostitute or a family of professional thieves

°rNo?31*Iuid 83 James street. The two houses adjoin
each other; flvo stories In height, built wall to wall to
the house in the roar. It to twenty five feet deep.
Twelve families occupy each bouse, paying on an avo.
rage of $7 for a room and b-droom that bas no ventila¬
tion: a stairway so dark that one has to grope and feel
bis way up; no privilege to dry clothes on the roof; uo
water in tho house; no water closets; no place for coal
or wood; void of every convenleuce. Tbe cesspools.
for they are not wster closets, but drains of choked up
fllth.and the hydrant, are under the pavement, so that
all slops have to be carried out in the stroot, along the
pavement a few yards, and then down deep descending
steps under tbe pavement at the risk of breaking tbe
ueck The steps were so clogged with ice that we
could not venture below: but standing on the pavement
above even when the thermometer stood at zero, the
stench was perceptible. To ne ther of these two houses
is there any Are escape, "nor," said one oi the Inmates,
"does the landlord think we want It; we are only wo-
men of the town ; it would be no groat loss, he tbiuks,
if we ware burned up."
But bad as tbe above premises are, they are palaces

compared with No. 22 Roosevelt street. This is called
Bilker's Ball. It to an old dilapidated building. Per¬
haps thirty or forty years ago it was one of the finest
mansioue in tbe ward. Now It to changed. Tbo en¬
trance is through a wide open court, at tbe end of which
U the sink, and from its open locality is resorted to by
passers by from the street. But for its present frozen
up condition one could not approach within twenty teet
of the turther door without wading through a bod of
soil at least two feel in depth. Tnere is soil enough
in the court of B ikers' Hall to manure a farm of
elxiy acres. The doorway to twice 1U original width,
tha bricks have fallen out or been torn out by mis¬
chievous urchtna Looking up to the second story and
tbe attic windows, which are void of glass or sash,
we asked af officer Ely, of tho Sanitary Corps,
It it were possible fcr these dens to be Inhabited.
It seemed impossible to live In such dl°mal boles.
Up in the open attic we found a compart¬
ment several inches thick with soil. In the further end
of the attic we saw emoke issuing from a dark hole.
liOoking in we rouud an old crone of flfty, a ragged,
dirty youth of sixteen and s middle aged woman as
vqualld a* her companion, sitting on blocks of wood
around a stove that bad a pipe attached to It; but there
was no Areplace or hole to put the pipe in. There
was a window, but not a pane of glavs in it.not even a
sash; and an old shawl was bung up to keep t>oth light
and cold out. The door was off its hinges and lay propped
up against tbe wail like an independent corner loafer. A
rough board for a cupboard contained mom broken
crockery; but even here there was a faint display at
taste.an old newspaper, fancifully cut at tbe edges,
covered the rough board. There wse no unnecessary
furnitur*. It had neither chair nor bedstead. Outside,
through two gaping, empty window*, tbe wind whistled
in fltrul gusts upon tbe wretched group that eat
huddled around tlia stove. For this miserable
hole to the attic the occupant paid $5 a
month. The balance of the attic was occupied
by Juvenile thieves who have ftree access to It, and
who com* hero and throw themselves down on the cold,
dirty floor when they cannot raise ten or twenty cents
to mv tor shelter in s beggars' lodging house. At tbo
opposit* end of the attic there was n sort of box where
s young rascal had buuked for some time. He commit¬
ted s buistory last week and was traced by tho officer
to Bilker's HalL He bad no Mm* to lift the flooring*-
tb* usual way of eecapo.and drop below; and. rather
than be caught, he jumped out of the window and broke
bin i^v
Oa tbe second floors room sod bedroom lets for $9. It

has six beds In It, and bow m»ny ledgers it is Impossible
to roy. as tbe charge lor resting on the bed is made accord-
tug to the time It to occupied. The mistress of tb* bouse,
a wretched old bag who lay abed, said all her Wales
bad gone and she supposed she'd bnve to loo* for others.
Around the stove stood two little boy*.one aged about
eight years, without Jacket, shoes or stocking*; tbe
other four years older, with a pair of shoes on that he
bsd ptokod up in the street, and an "unfortunate of
fifteen, one of the ladles, who had the stupid
sure of an idiot. Tbe otd bag epok* hon¬
estly though the sentiment was questionable, when
asked why she didn't get ehoe* for her boy, she aaid, "I
can't aflord It If tbetn want* comfort lei 'am steal;

Tne room adjoin¬
ing was kept by a man who bad the name ®f betog a
panel thief ir be was not s thief himself be harbored
thieves, and larcenies ware committed in his bouse bv
bis lady boarders.

No*. M and M Cherry street are little bettor. In n
room m the alUc It was ascertained the occupant is pay-
log flA a month for a room tbat had no clcetis. no cellar,
no place for the stovepipe to go into.broken pane* of
glem stuffed up with iUl cloths* gbe was a dressmaker,
bat the character of the boose was so bad. she sa d. that
decent people would not oome to five her wnrk. On the

n*or there were six bods In a single room, for
which 912 a month was paid. Tbe cholera waa
pretty bad In this boose sod In the basement,Which has bora nailed up by order of tbo .Boardof Health. Tbe Board of Health apparently thought

The price of
to-day, TflJt, is only n trifle below yesterday's price of
New York. I can only repent that tho great difference
between our market and others is, that whet is sold bete
comes Into tho heads of permanent holders, while at
London most transactions ere on Continental aoeoutt
and tbe bonds bought there oome bora for sale. There¬
fore London prices correspond to n minimal fraction with
oar prion of tbe same day, and Increased beoyancy will
bo noticed there aa aooa ae our market lakes tbe lead.

I am told, en unquestionable authority, that In Hol¬
land the bonds are mostly held for speculation, ae many
a* $38,000,000 being mortgaged with tbe bonk; while
In Germanv not n single bond is mortgaged in the banks,
as these are prevented by tbclr statutes to lend on for¬
eign bonds.
A rough eetlmate by competent parties calculates that

out of the five hundred millions or thereabouts five-twenty
bonds bald in Euro e four hundred have been taken up
hy South Germany. Money ie cheep; confidence In
European affairs and continued peace there Is none, and
therefore orders for Investment In American loans come

In every day. Tbe project of Mr. Mcculloch to negotiate
Ave per cent bonds, lntereet payable in Earepe, is not
approved of here, ae the price of tbe six per cent le yet
too low for each e transaction, and as this would Involve
great and useloaa sacrifices for tbe government
With regard to the payment of dividends In Europe,

nobody cares for it, ae they can be sold at n regular
price of exchange every day, tbe fluctuatipns amounting
scarcely to one-half per cent. Of far greater Importance
It would be If Congress were to endorse tbe declaration
of tbe Secretary of tbe Treasury, that tbe principal
of tbe bonds will in due time be paid in gold.
Our corn markets are Arm, though du!L Still higher

prices are expected In spring, as England, France and
Switzerland yet want large supplies.
Our political condition Is desolate. Prussia continues

to act with her traditional harshness. Frankfort citizen¬
ship, hitherto courted by many persons In other German
States, is now thrown otT, and many or our
wealthy young men emigrate to avoid compulsory mili¬
tary service. As many as twenty-two releases were

granted last month in one day. Lauded proporty is al¬
most unsalable, as rich people won't bother themselves
with property which binds them to the spot At Christ¬
ians time our splendid town has a dreary appearauce.
Tho shops remain empty where In former years dozens
of carriages wore wailing at tbe doors. In fact there
are no more carriages, and even the richest people pre¬
fer to ride in hackney coaches rather than expose
themselves to have their horees taken away, as it was
done Inst summer.
