Professor Fallon's views of the character of tha modem

Turk aad tha modern Greek are not the result of study
ia the doeet only, bat in their own country as welt
From hie elaborate analysis of the character ol thasa
hostile races we abridge the aatyoiaed faithful portraits
of both:.
The Turkish character and geaius are quite tha op*

petooeaf tho Greek. . . . The aorthoita! harbariaas
whs peared into the Roman empire bimmd with tho
oMor populations and became Christian, end front their
waked masses sprung the Christian nations of modem
Europe* Mot so tho Turkish conquerors of the Eastern
empire. Tha tandameatal principlesof thaJlabommedaa
religion are totally and trreooncilabiy at war with tha
Christian civilization of Europe; and tae maintenance of
what is caliad tha integrity af the Tarktsh empire, a« a
part aad panelef the eyetem ef Chrlatiad Eerope, is a
paradox aad an iatpooaibility. Just a* tor as tho Turk
approximates to tho condition of the Christian, he ceases
to be a Turk. If the great Powers are going to make
a permanent European 8tale out of Turkey, they must

the Turk. The more you civilize tho Christina
Um better Christian ha becomes; the more you civilize
the Turk the worse Turk he grown Whatever chaoge
you make in him, outwardly or inwardly, to that
extent you change his quality as Turk. The t*ul*
tan's guards wear the European uniform. The conse¬
quence is that, when his Highaaes goes to the mosque
they receive him with presented arms instead of pros¬
trated bodies, because the military pantaloons are not,
like the Turkish trowern, sufficiently spacious to allow
without danger of rending the old fashioned Oriental
reverence to tho oecrod person of the monarch. Who
knows how cloaaly tha integrity of the Turkish govern¬
ment may be bound np with the integrity of the
trewsers T But changes of this description, or of any
description, have not penetrated the masses or the
people. The genuine Turk ia still what ha waa a hun¬
dred years ago.a daspiser of all other religions, a
fanatic for his own and an enemy to the death of the
civilization of the aget
Aa to maintaining the integrity of tho Turkish em¬

pire, that is a thing beyond human power.
Professor Felton illustrates these views at considerable

length by incidents of recent history.among others the
execution of Christians for relapsing from tbe Mahom-
aeadan faith. The nation at large, ha maintains, has in¬
creased neither Intellectually nor in humanity. The fe¬
rocious lanatlciam inculcated by thsir religion la con¬
genial to tho tamper of the race.

Many accusations have been brought against the

Greeks (Torn ancient times until the present moment.
They have been pronounced false, fickle, treacherous,
cowardly, not to be railed upon, either in word or deed;
and the charges have been recently summed up by
designating them as a nation af tiara and bigots. No
doubt tho character of tha people degenerated under the
domination of tho Roman proconsuls; and they learned
the arte of dissimulation and the trick of fawning prac¬
tised by subjects toward a domineering race. The vices
.f Byzantium, after the Eastern and Western empires
were separated, reached and corrupted the heart of the
nation, And when the Turks, having captured Constan¬
tinople, aad overran the provinces with their barbarous
hordes, subjected them to their brutal sway, the Greeks
ware infected with the plague of slavery, and lost, no
doubt, much of tha Integrity of their character. Bat ths
constancy with which they clung to the Christian Chares
during those four centuries of misery and political anni¬

big wheel made its final revolution, the eager paeans In
the expectant audience gave a last demonstrative cheer,
and the anxious hopes of ticket holders wore at length
set at rash From beginning to and the project worked
with all the delightful smoothness of lubricated ma¬

chinery. The sale of Uckete wan uninterrupted and ami-

nently satisfactory, the drawing waa conducted with the
utsMSt order, and publlo confidence in the
scheme was generally diffused. That a lottery
involving to sonny coolly prizes, and la
which 00 many thouanndn worn immediately
interested should form the great ovaat of the week woe

hardly to be wondered ah All over the city the tickets
had found their way into the palatini mansions of the
rich and the humbler abodes of the poor. People of
means invested largely, those ef more restricted pecu¬
niary supplies followed their example on a limited scale,
and those whose revenue was at an ebb formed them¬
selves late Joint stock companies to secure one or two
chances la the contagious speculation. No wonder the
drawiag ehoald have bean awaited with a lively inter¬
est, and its progress watched with anxious hopes. On
the evening of the first day's drawing the curiosity to
sss the numbers to whose lucky lot the larger prizes
fell became universal. A bulletin during the Into war
containing the tidingsof reeen t victory never drew around
it a larger or more eager crowd than did the auspicious
numbers emblazoned en newspaper beards last Monday
evening. But there was one disappointment.to the
curiosity of the gnoses the flgureo were there, but where
were the names of the fortunate claimants 7 Who were
they to whom the fickle goddess awarded these costly
favorsr was the silent inquiry of nil. Were they rich
folks, of the upper tendom strata, or poor devils of an
inferior level, suffering from no plethora of worldly
wealth f If the latter happened to be suggest¬
ed, the voice of criticism was hushed, and
the victim of embarrassed circumstances was
hailed with sympathy if thought to bo the
favored recipient of any costly gift of chance.
It wee quite a refreshing sight to see even those whose
investment in the lottery amounted only to a dollar
wading with pertinacious industry through interminable
lines of figures in the effort to discover some duplicate
resemblance to their own.
The newsboys reaped a harvest in the sale of papers

containing prim lists. Indeed, the applicants for these
were so numerous that even the vendors of the inex¬
haustible last and latest editions were unable to satisy
the universal demand.

PITTSBURG PICTURED.
SPECIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THE HERALD.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 26, 1847.
On a triangular plain, bordered on two aide* by tbe

Mouoagabela and the Alleghany rivers (which here form
the Ohio) lies tbe city ot Pittsburg, Pennsylvania, 367
miles weBt of Philadelphia. Back of the rivers, as well
as en the remaining side of the triangle, are high moun¬
tainous ridges (spurs of the Alleghany range), which en¬
close tbe city, basin like, towering up like hnge fortifica¬
tions seemingly erected tor its protection. This city is
built on tha site of old Port Duqueene, afterwards called
Fort Pitt, from which latter appellation Pittsburg takes
its name. Kvery schoolboy is conversant with the his¬
tory of this fortification and with the defeat of General
Braddock, where George Washington first distinguished
himself, ihe site of which is in this vicinity. Tbe
old fort (<>r tether the rmw of it) was standing until
about tbiee v ear* since; but the constant increase of
population ami the rapid .,pread of the city have caused
Us irn.o el » r-«ity. The Weatern portion of
reunsylvr.mil ".. n iron aud coal to an uteat that
is almost, be, .. ce-f The mountainous ridges sur-

ruundmi; Put i. e in tart underlaid with immense
oeds of the i»n< ad Western Penasytvania contains in
the sggic;fsti .imngti coal to to/a aU the machinery
ever constructed. U >s more easily procurable hero, toe,
tbup in any oilier portion ot tie world. In Eng¬
land, where the -Wa k diamonds" lie at a distance
of from Ave hundred to two thousand fees below tbe
Mirfaoe of tue earth, an immense outlay is required to
bring up the hidden treasure; bat bare so plentiful is
tbe material, and so easily la it reached, that the very
beet cost used for generating si earn is delivered in the
City at from 76 oents te $1 60 per toe. Directly acioas
from Pittsburg the coal lies two hundrad feet high in
the hills, and is sent down in cars to tha mill* and foun¬
dries located along their base, at the least possible cost.
It is not at all remarkable, then, that tha Scotch-Irish
settlers who located their colontea in Pittsburg and itt
vicinity, soon discovered the advantages that were to be
realized by bringing to light the hidden wealth by wbirh
they were snmranded. end consequently tbey were net
slow to profit by them.

Pittsburg, from lbs very nature of its location, became
an iron manufacturing city. It is rich now; and its
prospective wealth is only limited by the energy that
may be need to develop the vast mineral resources that
lie coatignoos to It on every band. Owing to tbe greet
number of furnaces and foundries that ore located bare,
all of which use the Mtumlnoue coal of tbe mountains, a

dark ci ood is continually banging aver the city-.a cloud
no donna that rarely does tbe eunlight pierce It, or does
Old Pol gladden the "burghers" with a night of his
countenance. In fleet, tbe town is shot out from dlreot
communication with A>o groat luminary, and liven and
thrives In e darkened atmosphere that one would think
muet necessarily superinduce hypochondria to n degree
altogether unknown in more enlightened communi¬
ties. The building* are nil besmoked and be¬
smeared to an unsightly' brownish hoo by tbe
constant settling ef soot upon tbem, and the use of gas¬
light at unusual hours ef the day becomes a necessity
with every "well regulated family" In tbe place. Aa I
write tbe streets present a blackened end smoky appear¬
ance, which, contrasted with tbe bright and joyous
sheen or Gotham's thoroughfares, remind one of
Dante's " darkened and yet still darkening way," or ef
Hilton'* "all-depressing, dusky shades." The acme of
superlative darknear, stronger even than any relevance
made to H by Edmund Burke in the '. Sublime and
Beantifnt,' would be a block cat In a Plllaburg (treat at
midnight!
There has been n severe enow storm here, and the

feathery aggregation now Ilea in tbe streets at en average
depth of otght inches. Over ell this is coat e sooty cover¬
ing, oeused by the constant settling of bfluminous par¬
ti else, so that tbe thoroaghferes appear to have been
every where strewed with brown send, and the gliding
by of the eleigba (which are " out" in profusion) seems
to be, on the surface, altogether inexplicable.

.to within one inch of tbn bottom of the barrel, through
tbie pipe cold water ia Introduced, which, traversing tea
inch 01 space at tho bottom, rlaeo gradual.y end fllla the
barrel, wbenoe it la led off by e surface pipe The uaaaT
the water will become apparent Meanwhile the molten
iron of which tbe gun Is to be made is seething in two
melting furnace. From tbie furnace to tho casting pM
runners or leaders ere now laid, and, everythingbeing in readiness, the furnace is topped,when ewsy goes the molten lava-lilte material,following tbe course of tbe runners into tbe mould,standing perpendicularly In tbe pit Tbe mould beingfilled tbe furnace lap Is now closed and tbo influx of irow
stopped. Tbe fuel which had been previously placedaround the inner side of tbo pit le now speedily ignited
by dropping Into it some molten Iron, end tbe pit is than
entirely covered over with segments of sheet iron. The
cold water is now continually rushing through tbo hy¬drant tube and circulating around the Inside of tbe core
barrel until it reaches the surface, when it is led off by
a drain, as above described. Tbie has tba tendency to
cool tho inside of the gun first, while the fire above the
grate bare keeps tbe outer portion of it still heated.
Herein consists the great improvement made in eastingordnance, lor which General T. J. Rodman obtained
a patent, and ordnance cooled In tbls manner are
known as " Rodman guns." Tbet portion of tbe iron
which ia first cooled becomes the hardest part of tba
piece, and by the introduction and constant circulate*
of water on tho Rodmao principle, the inside of tbe
ordnance is solidified and made mucb stronger than the
outar surface. Formerly, when by natural action the
guns cooled from tbe outer surface Inward, tbe spongy
iron.tbet leae able to resist the pressure of a discharge.
wee invariably on the inside, and in cloaa contact with
tho propelling power; but, by tbo Rodman system the
strongest and hardest part of tho piece is its Inner sur¬
face, thus Insssnlng the chances of explosion, if nee m
fact obviating them entirely. The cooling process ofa gen
of ton Inch calibre oocupies about five days, while that
of a twenty Inch piece takes up about two weeka time.
Whenever the water comes up to tho surface drain of a
temperature exactly equal to that It poaeeesad on enteringtbo core bftrrelt tbe gun is known to be sufficiently cooico
for removal.
An immense crane, near which the ratting P't w

always dug, is than brought Into requisition to effect
this removal. Tbia huge piece of mechanism has an
arm of Brobdlgnagian proportions outstretched over
tbe pit, and from It are dangling enormous
chains. These are firmly attaobed to tee piece
ia the pit, and the power of tho steam engine
which seta the crane ia motion is applied, wbea up
comes tbe monstrous cannon, apparently ss easily aa a
fond mother would lift her Infant from tbe cradle. A
strongly built platform car wands ready to receive ten
huge load from tbe iron arm of tbo crane, and on this it
ia saloly deposited and taken to a massive lathe in the
boring department, where it is bored and re¬
ceive* Its finishing touches. When taken from
tbe pit, tba outride of tho plea* is rough
and bark-like in appearance, and K Is placed in
the lathe to have this tough surthc* removed, which
process is performed by the use of taming tools eomt-

When this Is taken off it con be
remelted for another casting. Although toe core
barrel occupias the cylindrical space or hollow
of tbe gun when in the mould, it is mu< U smaller in
diameter than the bore of tbo piece is intended to be,
and consequently that diameter must be incfoared wo
the sise called for by tbe calibre of tbe gun. To effect
thie a boring rod Is introduced at tba mutxle, after the
"alnklng bred" has been removed, and while the outer
surface of tbo piece is being turned and rraootbed,
tots augur-like implement Is gradually working
Ita way into tbe bowels or the monster, giv¬
ing Us bore tbe neceeaary dlmenaioae. When
this Is done tbe inner surface is polished, and tho
gun is fit for the "proving" process. This w goee
through with at tho proving ground, daunt two miles
from tee city, where the resistive force of the piece is
put to tho severest test A charge ofsmmuntocu snuCtt.

States. The lime generally occupied, from tbe costingef a piece to IU delivery to the government, Is, for a ten-
mi h gun, six weeks; for a ll(teen-lncb columblad, six
weeks and for a twenty-inch monster, nine weeks.
Tbe capacity of the Fort Pitt Foundry may be jodred

from the following statement:.The number of bands
employed in all IU departments la in the neighborhood
of two hundred, dix air furnaces are used ia meltiag
tbe Iron, tee united melting capacity of which is over two
hundred tons. Thirty mammoth lathes are employed in
turning and boring tho pieoaa, all of which lathee re¬
ceive their motive power from a doable engine having
two eighteen Inch cylinders and two feet stroke of pis¬
ton. This engine, by the way, Is s great curiosity ia
Itself to any one versed in mechanism. Each of tbe
huge onaee (eight ia number) bea a separate engine
attached to It, and ia capable ef lifting forty tons weight.
Tbe piu for easting ere fifteen is number, and each one
is capable nf receiving the mould of a large columblad.
Tho ground floor of fho foundry, ss well as tbe yard, w
gridIroned all over with railway tracks, f*r tee
purpose of conveying the guns to sw demo¬
tion.
