The Augsburg G'curtU ot a recent date says:.On the
24th of July M. Benedettl, Ambassador of France, made
a rommuulcatlon to Count Rirmarck, of which the fol¬
lowing are the main features:.The N'etber end terri¬
tories having belonged till then to the ex-German Con¬
federation, to be excluded from any new political union
with Germany, and Prussia to renounce her right of gar¬risoning Luxemburg. Retrocession to France of the
territories of Raarelouis, of barrebruck, and its coal
basin, both obtained by Prussia at tbe second
peace of Paris. Cession to France of tbe Rhenan
Bavaria and Heese, tbe aoverigns of those
Rutee to receive compensations in Germane.
Those territorial claims embraced a much larger
extent of territory than the ono France was compelled
to restore to Germany in 1815. In getting possession of
the Rhenan Bavaria and the coal district of the hairs.
Francs would have obtained two .fortresses, landau ana
Kaareiouix, and also Mayence. tbe bulwark of Germany.Moreover, once Luxemburg having ceased to belong to
the German Federation, Holland would have bad no
longer any interest to pay tbe expenses of the fortress
of tbe Grand Ducby, which would then hare to bo gar¬
risoned by ibe French or demolished.
