In the
districts of dan lgnacto, Altar, Ariape, Moutexuma and
Sahuartpa are foaad the Gileses, Mogollone*, Chiricabuis
and other tribes of leaner note, oil belonging to tbe great
Apache tribe, of which 1 shall speak further on. Of tbe
other tribes, which are peaceable, and In general make
good minors, cattle tenders and agricultural laborers,
there aro the Yaquls who are divided into eight towns,
and form the department of Yw]uL They occupy some

magnificent agricultural lends in the valley and to the
Booth of the Yaqui river, which Hows Into the California
Gulf. They number about fourteen thousand. South of
the Yaqut tribe and between them and northern Sinaloa
ts the Mayo tribe, which'forms the department of Mayo.
They have tea settlements, and number also about four¬
teen thousand. Tbe Opens have more than thirty set¬
tlements, and number about thirty-five thousand indi¬
viduals. They occupy the heart of ibe spurn which
shoot oflT into lha central part of honors from the s'ieirn
Mad re, which, In tbe line of greatest elevation, forms tho
boundary between Sonera and Chihuahua The Htmaa, a
tribe of similar eaters to the Opstea. occupy the! "Pin-
.rtoalta." in the northwest part of the Stole, and tbe

One of the two Baconta women who won the race had

given birth to a child only ten days b:>fore, and prepared
erself for the contest by bandaging her breasts I'he

only stops made during the time by the contestants for
the pi ires were either to take a little waior or cat fru¬
gally of pinnli.a simple gruel made of parched corn
ground and sweeteucd with sugar. By the time the
race was concluded nearly ovory Indian on ibe ground
was drunk. The only exceptions were those who, accord¬
ing to custom, remained sober to take care of the intoxi¬
cated ones. There is generally one to each family who
remaiDS sober. It was universally conceded that it was
the greatest foot race and the jolliest spree known to
memory or tradition.

THE APACHE TERRITORY
in Northeastern Chihuahua, Northern Coahulla and
Northwestern Texas, an extent of at least 100,000 square
miles, of magnificent gracing, agricultural uud mineral
lands. Prom a little work, in Spanish, published not
long sines In this capital, ua the result of long yoars of
study of the Apache tribes, I have gleaned a portion of
the following information:.These Indiana are divided
into nine principal tribes and numerous minor ones.
The names of these, taken generally from the names
of the mountains and rivers near which tbey locate
their wandering villages, and sometimes from the
fruits and animals which abound near them, are Ninlet-
Uuon-nu, Sagetaon-m'<, Iiusconjen-nd, Yecujeo-Be, Into-
)en-ne, -ejeunf-, Cuolcajon-ue, Lipanjen-nA and lyu-
lagjennA. The modern names substituted Tor these by
the Santarda are, in their order:.Tontoa, Chiricalioes.
Gileilot, Munbrcfios, Famous, Jlascaneroe, Lianleros,
Lipanes and Navajoes.

cBXRAirruusncs or m* ahaiuks.
Although the tribe* differ a little Id tbeir pronnncia-

tion they all apeak the name language, which it guttural
and poor in word* They are not a people whoee man-
nera and cuatoma are similar tbrouehout the different
trihea. Before the time of the Spaniards they were more
united, and had a more thorough aad distinctive nation¬
ality ; but each tribe now appears to poaseas its own
lands, which art frequently separated from meee of
another tribe by wide deeert tract* Contact, too, with
the white races baa created a great diversity among
them, although they sun preaervo their unity of action
in any great warlike enterprise.

long hair aad beardlest. Thoee whom 1 have seen are
not above Urn middle height, broad and powerfully
formed, with a wild, infernal expression of countenance,
which is perfectly barren of totelUg .<ce, restless, flash
mg eyes, full of savage Instincts, and wild, auimel
mouths There is no ferocious benst with half their
damnable wt'dnese, sod I wish thai the soft hearted
philanthropists who live In the midst of a poetic imagery
and vote away oar cneh in the I'ntted Slates Treasury,
were forced to make a yearly pilgrimage to their
Indian territory, and see the effects of tbeir
nohle efforts to aid savages In tbsir work of
killing Christiana There is much lack of confidence
among relatives; an Apache will not approach his
brother even without his Arms In hand ready for assault
or defence. His extraordinary powers of endurance,
incident to hit wild life, his nomadic habits, bis expo
sure to tbe climatic changes, give him such strength
that not unfrsquently you And men among them who
can outrun a horse on rough ground. They treat their
old people with perfect barbarity, and in ibis respect
resemble tbe northern 1'atagouia tribes whom I have
seen in South America. Tbe tribes are divided late
familic* or rsacbea; but these are very rarely extensive
ia number of inhabitants: for the Jealousies arising with
tbeir Increase soon breed dissensions which are rurely
healed afterwards.

and every Indian, as a general rule, has as many wives
u he can build bote to keep them in.some have from
six to eight The method of getting a wife Is very simi¬
lar to that which rules frequently in the I'nitod state*
The women are purchased, and, to carry out the resem¬
blance, U the parties do not Aod themselves well matched
or their nature* congenial tbey dissolve the contract by
mutual consent, and the woman returns to tha home of
har father Other women, badly treated by tbeir
husbands, fly to tbe protecting armc of some
Indian of acknowledged valor, and the hus¬
band rarely darea to attempt ber recovery. They
live usually tn tha most broken and rugged sierras, where
there la wood, water and wild fruit* Their principal
feod la the result of their plundering of tha Mexican
and Texan haciendas of su>ck and tha wild ani¬
mals wbi-h they hunt. When the wood and pasturage
give out they move to some other point, but alwava se¬
lect the moot Inaccessible mountains, that they inav Ma
lion their nutp<*ts to guard against surprise from the
whites or from their hereditary enemies, the Comancbee.

and these occupy tbe northwest part of Texas and the
northeast frontier of Ooahulla. Tbe Chlrlcahu* branch
of thte great tribe was formerly very numerous, and
waged a desolating warfare far into the interior of
Honors. The Gllenns and Mlmbrofina also bare been
among the moat warlike and bloodthirsty enemies which
the Spaniards and Mexicans have bad in northwestern
Mexico.

TUB (XMUNCftSSL
This tribe, occupying a part of cor territories of

Arizona and Mew Mexico, is divided into four main
branches, and these into minor subdivisions. Tbe main
divisions are tbe Cuchanticas, .Inpes, Tanaparione and
Orientates. Tbe latter name was given to them by
¦he early ronquutadnrei; and it Is this tribe that
borders on Texss and occupies a small part of that
state. Formerly the Comancbes outnumbered the
Apaches, but constant Warfare with the tribes ear.
rounding them and with tbe wbltss of both th*
United States and Mexico have greatly reduced their
numbers, although they are still mors powerful than the
Apaches. During the time of the Viceroys in Mexico
there sometimes existed peace between this tribe and tbe
Mexican*. At such times tbe Governor of Mew Mexico
confirmed the election of s general and n lieutenant
elected from among their number by themselves. The
Indians generally yielded the strictest obedience to these
elected chiefs, and at tbat time very rarelv broke n

treaty, in matters of good tatth tbe Comancbes are
very much superior to the Apache tribe. Moreover,
they have some Idea of hospitality, art more foirepid in
war and manage their warlike expeditions with far more
Intelligence than tbe Apaches. They also dress with
greater neatness, live in better habitations, enjoy each
other's society and live with the other members of the
tribe In perfect friendship. The four branches of this
great tribe appear to bo perfectly united.none, or very
rarely any of the disputes resulting in death, occur be¬
tween private individuals as in the Apache encampments.
Tbe principal weapon of the Comanche la the bow and

arrow; but both are shorter than those used by tbe
Apache, and are much better made. They also use tbem
with the greatest dexterity; and when wounded In one
arm. can make nso of one of their feet for tbo purpose
of shooting their arrows. In every respect the Co-
ronnche is the superior of tbe Apache.taller and more
symetrically formed, more Intelligent by far, and pos¬
sessing more manliness.
This tribe has not committed such numerous depreda¬

tions in Mexico as the Apaches, but their superior organ¬
ization and the large numbers which hare composed
their raiding parties have always made tbem more
1eared.
The Comancbes have very rarely been at pence with

the Apaches, but have waned the moat bloodv wars to¬
gether. torturing their prisoners In the most Inhuman
manner, ltlood' Debts occur between tbem, especially
during the season of buffalo hunting, at which time tbe
Apaehee enter tbe Comanche territory, where tbey find
belter huntinv and oncroecb on what tbe Comancbes
consider thetr property.

IMPEACHMENT.

The impeachment of Andrew Jobnaon, accidental1

President of tbe United States, is the chief topic of not-
vernal discuss on. There ie no mistaking that the pebiw
opinion which sustained the war against the rebellion
re clewed Abraham Uncoil, and vindioaied the Thirty-
ninth Congress, by a msjoritv of nearly half a million
of votes, baa finally ootne to the conclusion that, unless
be should anticipate and conciliate destiny. Impeach¬
ment wit) be made tbe Imperative duty of the two
houses. The aristocratic afleectaa are everywhere nat¬
urally alarmed at the prospect, because Andrew John¬
son has become their moat useful and moat willing In¬
strument. Tbe foreigners who encouraged um rebel¬
lion and prayed and paid for tbe overthrow of tbe Union,
are horrified at the probable success of a measure which,
while furnishing e new proof of the ability of Una gov¬
ernment to protect Iteelf, removes tbe last and rami ef¬
ficient element of a conspiracy In which they had so
largely invested. But tbe representatives of the Ameri¬
can people are here not simply to reject European advice
or to reflect American opinion. With dee reepnrt to
what is, indeed, a double admonition and instruction, it
is ibetr doty to take no stop not clearly invited by the
facie and sustained by the letter and spirit of the consti¬
tution. And hence the reference of (ieoeral Ashley's
resolution of inquiry Into (ho alleged violation or trust
by the acting President to tbe Judiciary Committee of
tbe Houae was the very beet initiative. It ie of the first
and last importance that the question should be settled
whether such so example as that of Andrew Johnson
shall be allowed to run Into e miaous precedent, or shall
be ao rebuked aa to be made a conspicuous admonition te
alter times. Tbe numerous allempis to embarrass and lc
Intimidate the investigation would undoubtedly pre¬
vail, if tbey were not feeble enpiee of similar attempts
wnooever tbe constitutional authorities deemed It right
to resort to the strong baud to rescue the common liber¬
ties. If we discard all ibis false logic sod these puerile
threats, we shall soon discover that the mode and man
ner of impeaching a President of tbe United Mates is
astonishingly simple; and, although the subject has not
yet been formally dlecnsaed in Congress, it may be safely
assumed, after the very general interchange of opin¬
ions among the masses, and tbe verv general review
of the matter by tbe newspaper press of all parties, tbal
If cause Is found, tbe work of impeachment will be
peeoeably and effectually consummated. Tbe demo¬
cratic leaders have committed another fatal mistake in
seeking to find warrant In the constitution and in tbe
expounders ol tbe constitution for tbeir unreasoning op¬
position to Impeacbmeut; and their blander, too greedily
imitated by tbe reoent rebels, addsga new count to tbe
indictment against tbe latter.
Tbe slightest examination shows that if any men

should hesitate, or should treat with deference the pro¬
position to arraign a faithless Executive, tbey are tbe
leaders who claim to be tbe especial guardians and de¬
fenders of tbe constitution of the United States. And
if Andrew Johnsou himself, in his new r6le of exclusive
champion and interpreter or the fundamental law, Is
only half honest, he will bow before the decree of the
accepted authorities, tbe fathers of tbe constitution, and
admonish bis supporters of the trap into which tbey
have fallen. To explain what we mean, we direct atten¬
tion to the third volume of Elliott's " Debates on tbe
Federal Constitution in tbe Virginia Convention of 1788."
James Madison, tbe leading writer of the Federahtt, was
a member of the Virginia Convention called for tbe
purpose of considering the national constitution, of
wbicb be was a chief Cramer and advocate. Dur og tbe
Convention which prepared the national constitution be
kept full private notes, afterwards published by order of
Congress, and ever since regarded as infallible authority.
When the constitution was submitted to the respective
States for ratification the arguments of Madison carried
oouvictlon to doubting minds, converting even Jefferson
by their clearness and cogency. Tbe Virginia Convention,
assembled in June of 1788, with Mr. Madleon the ac¬

knowledged eblef of the party favorable to raiiftcaUoo,
assisted by Marshall, Pendleton, Edmund Randolph and
others, and opjiosed by Monroe, Grayson, Henry and
Mason. This array of Intellectual giants subjected the
constitution to a terribly searching analysis. Their
words, carefully taken down at the time, are now pre¬
served among the archives of the nation, and control'
statesmen and ronstitntional lawyers as completely as
tbe profosndeet opinions of tbe greatest judicial minds.
It wss after tbismemorable intellectual struggle that the
ooostitutlon was ratified by a vote of 89 to 79. When
tbe second section of tbe eecond article of tbe constitu¬
tion wae under consideration, a very interesting and'
thorough debate look place. That section Is as fol¬
lows:.
Htcrio* J. Tbe President shall be eoramander-ta-chlef of

tbe army and navy of the United States, and of tbe militia of
tbe several States when sailed into actual service Of the Uni¬
ted Stales; he may require the opinion in writing of the
principal officer Ie each of the executive departments upon-
aav subject relating to the duties of their respective olBeea,
and he shall have power to grant reprieves and pardons far
offroot* against the United Mates, except In cases of im¬
peachment.
Tbe opponents of the constitution, alarmed at tbe ex¬

traordinary powers con!erred by this section upon the
Executive, threw tbeir whole ferae against it George
Macon was particularly apprehensive lest a corrupt and'
faithless Executive might abuse the prerogatives here so
generously bestowed. He contended that the President
"ought not to have tbe power of pardoning, because be
amy frequently pardon crimes which were advised by
himself*' "It may happen at some future day," safe
Mr. Mason, "that he will establish a monarchy and de¬
stroy the republic. If he has the power ol granting
pardons before indictment and conviction, may lie not
stop inquiry and prevent doiectton 7" Now mark the
