The Prince of Tour and Taxls, s Bavarian, whoso an-
cestors havo enjoyed an uninlerrupted monopoly of the
postal service of Germany for the last two or three
bundred yeam, has disposed of his rights to the govern-
ment of Prussia for the sum of 8,000,000 thalers,
Almost every prince and princoss la Bavaris is “pro-
pristor'’ of some valuable privilege producing a revenue,
even Lo the oolonelcy of regimeals in the servies ef
Prussia, Austris and Russia, the commissions being
heredilary In the male line. The Prince of Tour and
‘Taxis possessad the most proftable of all, having enjoyed
alnoe the decease of his father the emoluments arising
from a farming out of the postal service of Gormany, &
position which Count Bismarck found entirely lncom-
jmtible with hiwddeas of the reconstruction of the coum-
try, boing particularly in conflict with his project for the
readjustment of the Zollvareln or conmercial afalrs of
ihe Statos, Hooes the extinction ofjthe monopoly of thoe
Frince by purchase.
The Prince of Tour and Taxis comes of a wery anclent

age, being thoe rog Ive of the fa houss of
Tour and Taxis, the Jords of which were at ope (ime pro-
prielors of the domsin do Yorriana, situate in the old
duchy of Mantua, Thero are two branches now in exist-
ence, the clder beiug represented by the gentleman who
bas been compensaled by Prussin. This ls the Princo
Mazimil'an Charlos, who has Lis residence nt Ratizbon,
He was born on the 3d of November, 1502, and 13 titled
Frince of Tour and Taxis, Prince de Buchan and Kro.
toszyn, Count of Fricuberg, Miuce of Scheer, Count of
Val de Baseina, Marchtbal and Moresholm, Mo i5 15 o
lered tory Councillor of the Austrinn Empire, a beredi-
tary member of the Prossian Legislafive Benale and
Kunight of the Order of the Goldea Fleeca, The Priuce
