The primting thereon of any business or pro-
fosslonal card is probibbied under penalty, while
punishment la to be visited om any persous Laving in
their possession, withoot authority from the United
Buates, any imprinl, stamp or impression (rom agy ma.
tarial to be uged for the above mentioned purpose.
