and out of that temper gr 'w tho ncc aaity for protection,which the House kip now mlMl upon to consider. Ad¬
mitting that necessity, ihc next question was how suoh
protection could bo bo it afforded. If this bill were a
proper measure for such aa emergency, did the bill pro¬
vide the means for protecting those clawes in the South
most In harmony with the spirit of our institutions, and
liest calculated to attain the object sought. and whether
it was wise for Congress to adopt it? The bill waa a
simple abnegation of all attainpe to proteot tho people of
tbe South by iho ordinary oxerclae of civil authority - It
handed over all authority in those States to officer* of
tbe utuy, clothing them with complete, absolute, nnre-
str cted power to sdmin ster the affhirs of those Males at
their sorereivn will aud pleasure. What laws were tboee
officers to enforce'. Not tlin laws of tha 8oothern Slates. .

for those States were discarded and their authority to
m>ke laws oiprerely repudiated. Not the lawa of the
Unitod States, for those laws did not touch the sutyeot
rouraralng which the inhabitants of these States
needed protection. There waa no law of the
United States to punish larceny, fsiony, burglary
or such Crimea, to enforce contracts or to reculate tne
relation* of individuals to the rornmnalty or to ¦ >ciety.
