"Mel is and I are trying to deceive each
other," said the great Napoleon, in one of his
crisp little r]>:graminatie letters to Josephine.
The s.imo game is row going on at Washing¬
ton, not only between President and Congress,
but botween tbe 83ver.il parties and factions of
Congress. They are ull trying to deceive each
other. Thire is strategy in politics os well as in
war, and the report of the House Committee on

the New Orleans riot on the same day with Mr.
Chandler's indictment in tho Senate against
President Johnson were strategical movements
against the coalition which is manoeuvring to
bring together the two ends of Pennsylvania
uvenne.

Senator Chandler says that !f President
Johnson had no legal authority to appoint pro¬
visional civil Governors over tho rebel States,
such appointments or bis part render bim
liable to impeachment; that if Mr. Johnson,
witbont authority in law, has restored to
Southern States and railroad companies the
rolling ntoclc, Ac., of tiny road or roads, the
property of the United States obtainod as cap¬
tures made in war, he ought io be impeached
for that; that if he has imlawfully stepped by
his orders tho collection of the district tax
l. vlcd upon the rebel States, he ought for that
to be subjected io imeearhment; thai if he has
retained in or renppolnted men to office with¬
out submitting the'r nam s to tbe Somite, or

after their rejection by the Senate, it is a m >tier
for impeachment; and in regard to the Presi¬
dent's plan of Southern restoration, says Mr.
Chandler, " he ties no more right to a plan
than my horse." Finally, ho says that the re¬
moval by impeachment of a President who
has- violated the constitution " would pro-
duco about the same umount of excitement
in the country that tho' removal of
tho Custom House officers in the ci'y
of Now York would produce, and no

nore." And so Mr. Chandler hoped that
his resolution proposing an inquiry as to tho
legality of those provisional civil Governors ot
Mr. Johnson would be adopted.

The Gathering Storm in Endued.
Our special cable despatches from England

this morning are of unusual interest and full
of significance. Steadily and surely the groat
reform movement presses forward, and in its
progress develops more and more the revolu¬
tionary spirit that mixes with it and threatens
in the end not only to demand a voice in the
government to those who are at present denied
the rights of freemen, but to sweep away the
class whose feet have so long pressed hearily
upon the necks of tho people. Our corres¬

pondent sends as a graphic recount ol tho
great reform procession in London on the 11th
instant, which has already been briefly men¬

tioned In our former cable despatches. As a

demonstration of tho power and determina¬
tion of the people it was striking and im¬
pressive. The military training of the men, the
inscriptions on the banners, the sullen silence
with which the Immense crowd recogn'zcd and
passed the one? popular princes of tho blood
royal, the cheers rnd salute which were g'von
as they filed past the American embassy, can

have but one meaning. Tweny tbousan 1 ear¬

nest men were in the procession and hundreds
of thousands on the l'no of march, all evi¬
dently in sympathy with the objects of tho
demonstration. The fl »gs of France, It dy and
the United States were carried in the ranks,
and these and the banners ovine d the disposi¬
tion of the reform rs to court the fellowship
of all the demon's, not of progress only, but
of revolution. Am *ng the inscr'pMons were

tho following :.'. Disobedience to fyr nts ii a

duty to God ; " " Put your trust in God, but
keep your pow ler rtiy ; " " Liberty to those
who daro dem nl It." The Fininn element
was evidently mixed up and in harmcny with
tho movm -ut.
The soma evening there was a scene of in¬

tense excitement in the House o' Commons, the
details of which show how deep an impression,
tho proceedings of tho day bad made on the
minds of the aristocracy, and illus'rate (he
prevailing alarm, which any outbreak would
swa.I into a panic.

Two polloemon knocked at the door and were
admitted. They immediately proceeded to
arrest the proprietor of the stable for a viola
tlon of tho law. He protested against the
arrest and assured the officers that his bar was
closed and that he was simply attending to his
flaiuciiil business with his clerk. Nevertheless
one of the officers presented a pistol at his
head and carried blm off before Mr. Justice
Connolly, oxercinlng unnecessary violence and
using most offensive language In tho transit
from his office to the police court, although the
arreted party expressoj his willingness to go
with the officer* These frets wo gather from
the affidavit of the complainant subsequently
made before the JasMoe in due form of law,
when he preferred a charge of assault and bat¬
tery against the two policemen. With this nffl
davit before him, it is difficult lo conceive bow
the Poliee Justice could refuse to entertain tho
charge. If the sumo accusation had been
made against private citieens, substantiated by
an oath, in.proper form of law, Judge Connolly
would have been compelled in obedience to
the statute which created bis offloo, and the
oath by which he is bound, to commit them.
According to the frets elicited he acted most
leniently to the police officers, exercising an
amount of clemency and consideration which
probably few citia>n*, not wearing the uni¬
form of polico officers woul l receive in any
court presided over by a Police Justice. But
it appears from the statement of Judge Connolly
that his friendly ruling in the case was met in
a stubborn spirit Tho accused parties refused
to give bail, refhsed to present any explana¬
tion or to appoint counsel to answer the
charge of assault and battery, pleading that
they were ordered to pursue this course by
their superior officer. In this perplexed con¬
dition of affairs Judge Connolly was coerced In
tho performince of his duty to commit them
temporarily to prison, from which be speedily
released them. The Superintendent of Police,
Mr. Kennedy, forthwith ordered that the menn
hers of the force should not take any more

prisoners before Judge Connolly, but should
>tnko them to the police headquarters, Mr.
Kennedy reserving to himself the right to de¬
cide upon the tribunnl before which they shall
bo exam; noil.
These are the facts in this carious case of

conflicting authority as we can gather them
from the records, and we have no remark to
make upon them further than this, that If we
bad any executive authority to control the
government of this city no such absurd
conflict between the police authorities
and the police judges could possibly
occur, and that this occurrence only
shows tha wsnt of such a controlling power.
ft we had a board of control dlrootlns our

municipal affain Judge Connolly and the !
other police justices would be as quiet, as

calm, in equitable in the discharge of their
judicial function* as an/body at this side of
tbe throao of Rhadtamanthos on the Pandects
of Justinian, and Mr. Kennedy would be as

scrupulously log »1 and well behaved in his
conduct as he is now fussy and foolishly
demons native. Under such control both
polico officers and polico Judges would hare
to koep on tho straight path of justice and
common sense, whereas now they are left to
tbo guidance of their own vagarle?, with just
such results as we obscrre in this conflict of

authority between Connolly and Kennedy.

fMnmHt'n New Itrform 1'lnw*.
Onr most recent intelligence from England

jtntifies the verdict which we had already pro¬
nounced on the great tory leader. Ton wise
either to disregard the donor for reform or to
commit the government to a particular mea¬

sure, Disraeli has decided npon a middle course
wh'cfa is admirably suited to the exigencies of
the occasion. The plan according to which he
menns to arrive at a settlement of tbe question
will take the form of resolution. The initial
step in this process, and before the government
commits itself in any way, even in tbe shape of
suggestions, will bo to take the sense of the
House hp to whether reform is or is not neces¬

sary. In the event of the House deciding in
favor of immediate reform, which it may be
taken for granted it will do, resolutions will
bo submitted for tho consideration of numbers,
the government not pi idging itself to staDd or
fdl by their rejection or acceptance. There
can be no donbt that this is the most sensible
course which could pr»s?ibly be adopted in tbe
circumstances. A more perfect reform assy in
this way be carried than could have boon se¬

cured by any government measure. It has
this advantage besides- it will pui the leaders
of the great libcrul party on their good beha¬
vior. Tbe people will havo an opportunity of
judging *bother they prize mors the posses¬
sion of power and the emoluments of offlje
or the settlement of reform. Mr. Gladstone is
too honest a man to offer factions opposition,
bnt be will watch with a jealous care Mr.
I>iprtaeli'a cv.ry movement, As matters now

stand Disraeli must bo credited with the honor
of having outflanked bis opponents, and we

shall not be surprised if bo conduct this
vexed question to a satisfactory issnc.

The Tariff BUI.A Cbaaro far a Flaak Mere*
neat kj the President.

The war of tbe rebellion taught the Ameri¬
can people practically tbe value anl effective¬
ness of flank movements. It was the flank
movement of Stonewall Jackaon that compelled
McClellan'a force* to aeek safety nnder the pro¬
tecting Are at tbe gnnboats on tbe James river.
It wa* Grant's famous flank movements that
drove Lea'* army from the Wilderness to Rich¬
mond, and through Richmond to tbe clodng
scene at Appomattox Court House. Flank
movement* are as useful In politics as in the
field, as an old political campaigner like Presi¬
dent Johnson ought to know; and he has fust
now a brilliant opportunity to execute one on

the majority in Congress which may materially
change the relative position of the contending
parties. That bill of abominations.tbe new

tariff measure.will h all probability go to
him for Ms signature. Lot him return it with¬
out hi* approval, and be wili turn tbe current
of popular opinion now setting so strongly
against blot in bis favor, and there is no fore¬
seeing where the tide may carry Lira in (he
end. The Tariff bill Is framed In the interest
of tbe wealthy manufacturers of New England,
Central New York and Pennsylvania, who are

already dividing fifty per cent profit annually.
It is an outrage upon the Western and AMovtio
States, and the people will rcjoioo ever its do-
feat. It Is a measure to make the rich richer
and tbe poor poorty. The President ha# re¬
fused his atr-cnt to many bills that have met
public approval. Now lot him return to Con-

greas one to whlob the people, with the exoey-
Jipa of a few privileged monopolists, are op¬
posed, and enact the part of "Moesieur Veto"
to his own advantage.

The Territorial Ueoraaalaaiioa Bill.
Mr, Eliot's bill for the reeonstrnction oi Lou¬

isiana passed the House yesterday by a vote of
113 yoaa to 48 nays. It will no doubt prove
the basis far the reconstruction of all the ex¬
cluded States. The work unconstitutionally
attempted by the President, and in which he
has so signally failed, will now be constitu¬
tionally and thoroughly done by Congress.
This puts the matter of reconstruction in its
proper position and promises a speedy settle¬
ment of the question. If the Senate will act
promptly on the bill and send it to the Presi¬
dent over ten days before the elose of the ses¬
sion it may prove the solution of all the dlfB-
culty between the Executive and Congress.
Should Mr. Johnson veto it there would no

longer be any doubt as to the duty of Congress
to remove him by impeachment in the way of
the pe iceful restoration of the Union. Shoald
be make up his mind to sign it die two depart¬
ments of the government can henceforth go on

harmoniously together and close up forever
tli-* quarrelling and sqnabbliug that have too
long disgraced us in the eyes of the world.

Onr lily ltuilroniN find Their Miinniewrit.
Wc publish to-day a curious and interesting

history of our city railroads, which affords
some ioBigbt into the way in which those money
roak'ng corporations arc managed. It will be
a good chapter for our country legi lators to
study now that they are ask -d to vote away
mother Latch of valuablo franchises to the
Langers-on of the lobby. Tho city railroads
have been a rich placer in the bands of tho

speculators at Albany, and they have worked
it indefatigably lor a number of years. How
it is done is shown iu tho report. The Assem¬
blymen from tbogrural districts, who are living
on three dollars a day ut the State capital,
little dream of .he large fortunes made by the
lobby out of theso railroad charter t. The
Third Avenue road one year divided eighty-
four per cent among the philanthropic gentle¬
men who managed to secure that -'little local
bill." Half a million dollars of its stock Is
rumored to have been given away for uoih'ng.
It pays a verv heavy dividend steadily, and
probably no ono really knows tie extent of its
prcfitp. All the roads have been converted
into jobs, and it is well known that one-half
tho stock has to bo given away before a char¬
ter that is of any value cau be secured. Yeft
tbe public are put to every annoyance and
inconvenience conceivable on nearly all ths
lines. An insufficient number of can are ran,
and not one-third of ike people who ride am
the city roads are accommodated with
If tbe oiiv owned tbe roads uad run or 1«
tliera, as should be the cane, proper regulations
could be enforced and U.e fare mode as low as
tho running expenses would warrant

CoHatit utionnlity of the Teat Oath.
We publish in another column the decision

of tho Supreme Conrt of th9 District of Colum¬
bia in the caso of Colonel A. R Mngruder, whs;
hud applied for admission to the bar without
taking the test oath on tho ground that tbe oath,
so far oa attorneys were ooncerned, bad been
declared unconstitutional by the Uoitcd States
Supreme Court. It will-be remembered thai
tho latter decision was carried by only a ma¬

jority of one, the minority being of opinion
that the rule should be maintained. Wo were
oi the opinion at the time, and so expressed
ourselves, that the question was not within the
province of the oourt to decide absolutely.. Ift
will be seen by the judgment rendered by
the Supreme Coart of tbe District of Colombia
that this view is folly borne out by Ik Judge
Carter in his decision says that the question Is
one for legislation and not for legal adjudica¬
tion. It is so involved in political codtroveny
that it most be referred to the political power
of the nation itself. This is tbe common sense

as It is unquestionably the correct legal view
to take of the question. It wiil set at rest »
number of other issues which were aboat to bo
started in the event of the decision being (bvoc¬
able to the applicant. »

If It shall bo found defective il
can be altered and amended hereafter; bat let
it at least Lave a trial in the shape in which It
has parsed 'he Senate. The session is near Its
close, the country demands a general bank¬
rupt law and tho llouse should make mure of
it now that it is in its power to do so.
