UNITED STATES COMMISSIONER'S COURT.
The Austrian Extradition Cane Charge

Against Adolph William Kchwarts.
Before Commissioner White.

The case of Adolph William Scbwarti was again
called yesterday, for the third time, before Commission¬
er White, at two o'clock. The prisoner, it will be re¬

membered, Is charged with baring committed forgeries
of commercial bills of exchange to the amount of
100,000 florins, not In Vienna, as has been erroneously
stnted, but at a town in the interior of Hungary. Some
of the details in this ease have been already published
in the Hxeu.ua.

Mr. Larocque appeared as counsel for the Austrian
government, and Mr. A. J. Dlttenhoefer for the pris¬
oner.

Mr. Larocque said he had just received information
that the steamer Hermann, and not the Bremen, as
before slated, bad left on the 28th of January, and the
agents were expecting her arrival every moment. The
proofs and papers touching the charge against the pris¬
oner were on board the steamer, but as she bad not yet
reached this port he must ask another adjournment.

Mr. Dlttenhoefer, for the defendant, observed that he
repeated all he said on the last occasion against any
further adjournment. If was cruel and harsn to keep
the man in jail without a particle of proof being ad¬
vanced against him. In this country every man was
entitled to examination twenty-four hours after his
arrest

Mr. Larocque said it was clear that the Austrian gov¬
ernment had not done anything to delay the steamer.

Mr. Dittenboeller replied that the steamer might not
arrive for a week; she might not arrive at alL
The Commissioner.That cannot be, unless some acci¬

dent occur. I will adjourn the ease till Saturday; and
if, in the meantime, the steamer should arrive, let Mr.
ljirocque notify me and I will go into the examination at
enoe.

Mr. Dlttenhoefer renewed bis application that tbe
Austrian government should give tbe prisoner some

money for his support in prison, especially as no charge
of guilt bad been established against him. The prisoner
was now without a dollar.

Mr. Larocque said that a draft had been found upon the

Jirisoner. It was in possession of tbe Austrian Consul,
f tbe prisoner would endorse that check he (Mr.
larocque) thought he might undertake on tbe partoi the
Austrian Consul that $200 would be given him.
Tbe case then closed for tbe present.
