The distress of Southern communities ot the present
timn arizes wostly from the disorgunized system of labor,
and until & mew eystom I8 adjusied the effocts will be
wsoverely felt, It may take two or moro yours. This
d sorgnuization of labor etrikes at the source of all
wealth, agriculture, and eveon affects the very neceass-
ries of Iife. It is painful to the humane and banevolantly
disposed to witness dnily the many instances of abject
poverly and disiress which it is mot in their power to re-
love. In walklag atong the streets tho evidences of suf-
fering minong the formor bumble Isborers and cultivators
of the soll make n deep impreasion. The freedmen,
hinwaver, from not bolug habituated to ease and luxuries
do not fecl their losses so keonly as the whites,

Tho dmtress among those who formerly moved in the
hishm circles is intonse.
