Mr. Larocqur, who appeared fur the prosecution, and
who was a.vcMupanted by Mr. Charles V. de Looeey, the
Austrian Consul General, said, for his part, he was

ready p> proceed, as lbs absence of the prisoner made no

difference. He would have been quite satisfied with the
reading of the three first depositions, but as the court in
Mutuary proceeded on all the papers, he proposed 10

put them in evidence, leet it might be said he had left
out any thing that was favorable to the prisoner. There¬
fore be proposed to put all the papers in.

Mr. Dittcnhoefer objected to go on in tbe absence of
the prisoner, who was entitled to see tbe witnesses ex¬
amined and cross examined.

Mr. Dwyer, lbs officer from the Marshal's office, stated
that be hud been to the prison and was told by the
keeper that the prisoner was sick in bed. Tbe jailor
asked the officer to go to the prisoner's room, which he
did, and saw Schwartz in bed. Thore was a mustard
plaster lying on the table and some tea and toast.
Commissioner White said he would not foroe Mr. La-

rocquo to go on.
Mr. harooque said, under the circumstances, that he

did not like to go on, lest hereafter there might be any
legal difficulty in tho way. He thought the Commis¬
sioner and counsel might proceed to tbe jail in a carriage
and UnisU the reading of the depositions In the prisoner's
presen e.

Mr. imtenhoefer.You may do thatss yon like. I shall
not go to the prison at all.
The Commissioner said he tbonght a physician ongbt

to be sen; to see the prisoner. He would adjourn the case
UHt Monday.

Mr. Dltu nboefer observed that he would probably ask
another adjournment, as It was Ukely he should have
witnesses to prove the innocence of the prisoner.
Commissioner.Are the witnesses here?
Mr. Dittenaoefer.Some of them are here. Others

may have to come from abroad.
Mr. I-arocquo.1 entirely dissent from the point taken

by counsel for the prisoner that he can go Into any such
evidence. Tbe treaty with Austria provides for no such
thing. My point is that ths defendant cannot go Into
any evidence at all here.
* Mr. Dittenhoefer.I should like to see tho law that de-
elares the defendant baa no right to rebut the chargebrought against him.

Mr. Laroeque.There is nothing of that kind providedfor in tbe treaty. Ths only question tbe Commissioner
will bave to pass upon is whether there Is reasonable
and probable cause for sending back the prisoner on this
charge.
The Commissioner observed that a question of this

kind had uever yet come beforo him in an extradition
matter. It was premature at present to discuss it: but
If M came before him in tbe course of tbe present case
he ^uld be jnwp&rod to pass his judgment upon inch s

FIRE INSURANCE.

Meeting «f the Assembly Investigating Cmk
¦tittee aa Insaraace.Yesterday's Meesiea.
A^MnMrat ef the Cemmlttee.
The investigating committee which «u appointee by

the Amemhly to ascertain the causes of the recent <fie-
strnchve tree la this city, sou which has been pureeing
its Investigations at the Metropolitan Hotel during the
last four days, held a Anal aeaalon yesterday at thesame
place, and after examioing a number of witnesses ad¬
journed sine die.
The first person examined was Mr. John Fitch, who

thought that tbe first cause of flies was Incendiarism;
the owners of goods themselves Ore them; in many
cases goods aro bought on credit, large insurances are
obtained, and thus is exoi ted an increased ineon live to
incendiarism. Mr. Fitch suggested many improvements
in the matter of hose, engines aad compliment of men
required.
Mr. Bonnell stated that he bad opposed the new fire

system when U was pending in Albany; bad observed
the manner of proceeding to tire, nod approved the paid
system; thought the fanlt was in the absence of expe¬
rienced men at the bead; believed there eras one mem¬
ber of the commission competent, that eae was Mr.
AbM; don't think better firemen could be found any¬
where than in the city or New York; have seen com¬
missioners at fires within a year, giving orders and coun¬
termanding those of the Chief Engineer; have seen a
Commissioner at a fire nnder the influence of liquor;
have seen a Commissioner on Broadway in uniform in
liquor; have gons to converse with Mr. Logs at Firemen's'
Hail in Mercer street, and when asked when the Board
was going to meei, he said be did not know, that the
Commissioners were holding a political caucus inside;
water is somewhat scarce now, especially on
toe high ground; believe as many fires occurred
under the old department as at present; what gives the
impression of so many fires now Is the facility of giving
alarms; there were so many firemen under the old sys¬
tem that a number or fires were extinguished without
an alarm being rung.
A model of a fireproof cotton warebsaae was exhibited

to the committee, the invention of Mr. Charles Wright,
ef tbia city.
John T. Wilson stated that he was ten years ia the

Volunteer Ptre Department; wee what is known as en
active fireman (Mr. Wilson elaborated the plan which
bad been adopted in ha building tor the prevention or
fire); thought tbe owners of large buildings should bo
compelled to employ a watchman; thought the quick¬
ness of the present system wee fully equal to the old.
Mr. Wilson made some other general statements, but
they have tor the moat part appeared ia the testimony
of previous witnesses.
John H. Rhodes, Water Purveyor of the city of Brook*

lyn, said there a'a heed ef one hundred and fifty-five
feet, which ha* sometimes been reduced to ninety-one
feet; on the high grades the any Isat the mercy of fire
at present; don't think it possible to remedy the present
condition of water exoept by positive measurement; the
use of water la Montague flail varied from eighty Id sev¬
eral thousand gallons, which waa caused by defective
water closet*; since these defects were remedied the oon-
sumption of water haa been from eighty to ooe hundred
gallons; thought that If the water in the city of New
York was metered, sad the owner* of buildings held re¬
sponsible for the amount eonsumed. then the seme re¬
sults would be obtained aa ia the matter ef gaa; thought
the expense of etucbiag meters would be about
$90. In London the water is measured; New
York uses fifty millions gallons of water with
a population of one million, and London, with her
three millions, asm but sixty millions gallons; the head
of water at the hydremia la not sufilcleni to supply the
ordinary hand engines; or course the steam engine*,
which ire supposed to require warn six times as mu.ih.
most feel the positive weal of walar; the only wooder
was that New York was not hnrmed down under atbe
¦reseat system of hydrants; Brooklyn law some one
hundred Improved hydrants set in the neighborhood of
large tootories at the cost of $900 each; some two years
ago the head of water begaa to toil in Brooklyn;
