There i» a highly important rumor In circulation to¬
day, which vfce knowing onea assart to not without
foundation, to the eflect that the Prerident purposes
waking immediately a clean eweepofhto Cabinet, with
but one exception. Thte to itarlllng enough; but the
rumor glees another point, If possible, more startling,
namely, that Judge Black Is to succeed to the Secretary,
.hip of State. The one exception in the supposed ex¬

piring Cabinet to eatd to bo Judge Stanbery, itae present
attorney General. By way of a finishing touch the
President is said to hare given a solemn promise to some
one that be would do so.

Washington Talk ow the MHltwry Mill,
a gentleman wall known to the political world, who

baa been a member of two Cabioete, and who served as a

general in the rebel army, has been in tble city for a few
'weeks past and has had several interviews with Previ-
4ant Jobnaon in reference to the question of Southern
reconstruction. He has been using bis utmost endeavors
to prevail upon the President to sign the Military Gov¬
ernment bill now awaiting his action. He says that
although the hill to not as favorable to the South as be
behevee the circumstances will warrant, yet It contains,
without doubt, the very best terms that thoy can
aspect, and the condition of the South is such
that aomeihtng abaoiutely must tie done te ad¬
just ibis vexed question, end that very speedily,
this gentleman states that soon after-the President re¬
ceived the Military Government bill he h»d|a conversa¬
tion with him on the subject, during which the Presi¬
dent assured him that he would sign the bill. Next day
he raw the President, who informed blm that he had
changed his mind about signing the bill, and thought be
would drop it into his pocket, in accordance with the
ndvice of the elder Blair. On the day following, in the
course of another interview, the President informed him
that he had finally concluded to veto the bill, aud as¬

sured blm that the message was quite voluminous, wss
. masterpiece of argument, and was replete with ex¬
tracts from legal authorities. He further Hates that
Attorney General Btanbery and ex-Attorney General
Blank have lent their assistance in framing the veto
message. Be gives it as his <acdld opinion that Mr.
Johnson is lotally incapable to fill the position he occu¬
pies, inaamuch as he is too much under the control of
hto own Cabinet sed one or two outside rings, and he
Brmly believes that the President would have signed the
veoonatructlon bill had it not been for the influence of
Vr Sewanl and Mr. McCullocb.

It to slat d to-night that the President will transmit
gK veto message to Congress to-morrow without fail.

Nebraalts.
General Thayer, Senator elect from Nebraska, arrived

to-night and submitted to the President a copy of the
act paused by the Legislature of that State acquiescing
in the conditions Imposed by Congress. The President
will soon Issue a proclamation recognizing Nebraska as a

State, when the Senators and Representatives from that
Plate will be admitted to Congress.

Dr. J. J. Cravon, author of tho "Prison Life of Jeff

Davis," lately appointed by the Presidont to the poat-
masterahip of Newark, N J., bas been decapitated by
the Senate. The doctor harbors no ill will, and bears hie
fate with fortitude. His book has evidently killed him
with the powers that be.

The Itnlon Pnclfln Railroad.
The Secretary of the Interior has forwarded an opinion

to the Commissioner of the General Land office, apper¬
taining to the rights of the central branch of the Union
Pacific Railroad to increased subsidies of lands and
bonds under the Pacific Railroad act. The land em¬

braced In this opinion amouuls in value to $3,500,000.

For
this Mr. Edmunds offered a substitute calling upon the
Secretary of the Treasury to send to the Senate a list
of persons employed as assessors without taking the
oath, what service they have rendered, bow much Is
due them, Ac.

Mr. Chandler, alluding to his speech about the Secre¬
tary of tbe Treasury, made last night, said he had pro¬
bably spoken In harsher terms than he should have
used toward that officer. But It was an old saying that
the last straw broke the camel's back. Yesterday he
felt that the last straw had been placed on bis back. His
opinion of the Secretary of the Treasury was
well known, ne had stated it a year ago, and had
now no occasion to change It. His view had
boen strengthened day by day. In bis own
city of Detroit they had some very efficient officers of
the revenue.most excellent assessors and collectors.
The Secretary removed them, and In Detroit appointed a
man who would not have been trustod for a suit of
clo'hes anywhere in the whole Congressional district.
a man so utterly unlit for the position that no man and
no party would recommend him. It was true he was

rejected, but he was kept in office after (he Secretary
had been convinced of hlR unfitness. After his rejec¬
tion the Secretary appointed a man no better. In the
State of Michigan his sppolntments were controlled by
men who wore utterly devoid of character and reputation
and position. Tbe delegation from Michigan were not
consulted, nor were respectable men consulted. The
man whom the Senate rejected was now In Washington
boa-ting that he controlled all the appointments of
Michigan. Further than this, General Voorhees, bolter
known as Dan Voorheea, of Indiana, had been the secret
agont of the Secretary of the Treasury, and for months
had been trav elllng through the rebel States on secret
business for him.
Mr Hendricks, (dem.) of Ind., interrupted Mr. Chand¬

ler to say that this wag not true.
Mr. Chandler said his informant was William A. How¬

ard, formerly membor of Congress from the Detroit dis¬
trict.
Mr Hbnpricxs.Well, it Is not true.
Mr. Chandler repeated tho name of his informant.
Mr. Hendricks said Mr. Voorhees had been engaged as

tho agent of tbe Western distillers to secure an honest
execution of the Revenue law and to devise means for
putting a stop to the abuses under which liquor was sold
for less money than the amount of the tax upon It.
It was on this business that he travelled In the South
recently. He was in no way employed in the Treasury
Department

Mr. Chandler was about to proceed with his explana¬
tion of tho circumstances attending hie speech of last
night, when

Mr. Sherman, (rep.) of Ohio, appealed to him not to
consume the time of the Senate with personal explana¬
tions.

Mr. CiiAxnLKR said he would comply with this request,
as ho saw ita importance.

Mr. Scmrkr raised the point of order that under the
rules of the 8enate the pending amendment was not In
order, as it provided for the payment of private claims,
which, under the rules, could not be attached to an ap¬
propriation. These assessors had not taken tbe rath of
office, and were therefore in no jnst sense officers of the
United States.
The Chair decided tbe point not well taken, and Mr.

Scmner appealed from the decision.
