CONGRESS.
In the Senate yesterday the bill for the relief of W. H.

Webb, constructor of the iron clad Dunderberg was
patted. The Indemnity bill was also passed by a vote
of thirty six yeas to eight nays, and the Tariff Mil,
which passed the House on the 31th of Jnly last, was
passed by the Senate by a vote of thirty-one ytas
to sixteen nays, and now goes to the President,
The reports or tbe Conference Committees on
the Kankrnpt and Compound Interest Note hills were
sgreed to. The President's message returning the Ten¬
ure of office bill with bis objections was presented and
read, and the bill «ss passed over the veto without de¬
bate, tbe vote standing 31 to 11. In the evening ses¬
sion the message vetoing the Reconstruction
bill was taken opi Mr. Johnson, of Maryland,
spoke in opposition to the veto and In favor
or the passage of the hill over It. The vote as to
whether the bill shonld pus, notwithstanding the ob-
j'-ctions, stood 38 yeas to 4 nays, and the chairman an¬
nounced that tbe bill had therefore become a law. At
eleven o'clock the Senate went into executive session,
with no probability of reopening the doors until two
o'clock this morning.

In the House tbe member trom tbe new State of Ne¬
braska was sworn in. Reports from the Conference
Committees on tbe Indian and Legislative, Judicial
and Executive Appropriation bills were made. The
first *a< agreed to and the latter was rejected, a
n-w committee being asked for. Tbe President's
voto mt'saago on tbe Military Reconstruction bill
wa» presented, and, after a short debate, the bill was
liassed, notwithstanding the objections, by a vote of
135 to 4<i. Considerable discussion ensued on the report
ot the Conference Committee on the compound Interest
note bill, but it was finally agreed to The House then
took a recess, and on reassembling the question of re¬
considering the vote on tbe Committee's report wss post¬
poned Tbe veto message on the tenure of office bill
was presented, and the bill was again passed by 131 yess
to37 nays. The Senate having already passed it, It is
now a law. Tbe consideration of the Deficiency bill
was Ukeo up in Committee of the Whole, but the dis¬
cussion upon it was postponed to permit the thsnks of
the Bouse to be presented to the Spoaker for his impar¬
tiality and justice as presiding officer. The considera¬
tion of tbe Deficiency bill was again rosumod, and was
going ou when our report closed.

A Brace of (ilooaj PrilUM for
Preoideal JokaMi.

The ides of March are upon us, and they are
" big with the late of Cesar and of Rome."
Andrew Johnson, with the veto power of the
Executive, is like a boy with his first shot-gun.
He blazes away at everything. Two vetoes in
hue day beats even Captain Tyler. These two
veto measures are, moreover, the longest of
which we have any recolleotlon, and the
strongest, if we admitted the premises upon
which they are built. The underpinning, how¬
ever, especially of this reconstruction veto, is
rickety. A blow or two of the hammer will
displace It and bring down the whole super¬
structure. Let us see.
The bill in question declares that there are

no legal governments In the ten excluded rebel
States. Mr. Johnson does not meet this issue.
He evades It He says there are de facto gov¬
ernments in said States exercising all the usual
functions of State establishments, and that
under them law and order prevail. But this
will not do. Are those governments legal T
No. They were set np by the President, sub¬
ject to the decision of Congress, and Congress
having rejected them they go for nothing. Mr.
Johnson, in certain despatches in the outset of
this business to some of his Provisional Gov¬
ernors, told them that all these proceedings
were merely provisional and subject to the
will of Congress. The States concerned,
therefore, by the will of Congress stand to-day
as they stood when Mr. Johnson took them in
hand. Thty are without legal governments.

In the face of this all-important (act Mr.
Johnson says this bill is without precedent,
without authority and utterly in conflict with
the constitution, and that it proposes to estab¬
lish over the excluded States an absolute mili¬
tary despotism. But what are the facts T The
proposed despotism is not more absolute than
that exercised in 1865 by the President himself
over tbose States. He set aside their then
existing State organizations; he appointed his
Provisional Governors; he told them what they
were to do in setting up new governments, who
were to be voters and who weTe to be excluded
from the polls, and what his State Conventions
and Legislatures must do, and he kept them
under martial law until his instructions were

obeyed. All this, too, without any authority
from the law-making power. Congress, there¬
fore, in setting an- this illegal work aside, finds
it necessary to begin at the beginning.

Still ignoring these fixed facte Mr. Johnson
proceeds to a patriotic denunciation of martial
law in time of peace, and quotes the opinions
of the Judges of the Supreme Court in the Mil-
ligan case to show that herein this bill is out¬
rageously unconstitutional. But are tbose out¬
side States restored to the relations of peace ?
Congress says no. litis bill designates them
as "the rebel States of Virginia, North Caro¬
lina," Ac. They staml as they stood, there-
tore, the day alter the surrender of the last of
their rebel armies, as Skates which have for¬
feited their rights by rebellion, and subject to
the sovereign law-making power of the nation,
as to the terms and the prooeeses by whfeh
they are to be restored. The whole argument
of Mr. Johnson rests upon tbefalae theory that
he and not Congress has tho power over these
questions of war and peace.

Yet, again, he is shocked att the despotic bill
of attainder which this meaa ure proposes to
establish against nine million!) of people, dis¬
franchising tbem by hundreds of thousands and
degrading them to the most abject slavery.
Here we shall answer Johnsoi t with Johnson.
On the 21st of April, 1866, (sir days after he
was sworn in as President bj Chief Justice
Chase,) Mr. Johnson, in a speeah to> a delega¬
tion of citizens from Indiana, allludiog to the
war for the Union, said:." Wbty all this car¬

nage and devastation t It is that treason might
be put down and traitors punisheii. Therefore
I say that traitors should take a back
seat in the work of restoration. If there
be but five thousand men in Tennessee, loyal
to the constitution, loyal to freedom, loyal to
justice, these true and faithful men should con¬
trol the work of reorganization and reforma¬
tion absolutely. I say that the traitor has
ceased to be a citizen, and in joining the re¬

bellion has become a public enemy. He for-
teited his right to vote with loyal men when
he renounced his citizenship and sought to
destroy the government. My judgment is that
he should be subjected to a severe ordeal be¬
fore he is restored to citizenship.*' Thus spoke
President Johnson In 1865, and thus speaks
this Congressional bill of 1867.

But this extraordinary veto message has
still another extraordinary objection to this
bill. We do not mean that in regard to-negro
suffrage, which is the old story, but that In
reference to the amendment abolishing slavery.
Mr. Johnson says that if his Southern State
establishments are illegal that amendment
lacks the required number to make it good,
and so slavery is not abolished. It seems to
us very strange that Mr. Johnson has not yet
been able to get this simple fact into his head,
that it is the States adhering to the Union, and
not those deserting the Union, which uke up
the government of the United States. With
an eloquent stump speech for Southern con¬

sumption in behalf of the admission of loyal
members into Congress from the outside States
as he has reconstructed them, Mr. Johnson sub-
mits his objections and his warnings against
this bill to the House of Representatives.
We publish the message in full in this paper,

as also the message with his objections to the
Tenure of Offlce bill, in regard to which he
has better ground to stand upon. It strikes
us that if Andrew Johnson in the White
House has in his usurpations of power become
Intolerable to Congress, the remedy lies In bis
Impeachment and removal, and not In belittling
the Executive Department. The two Houses,
however, made very short work of these two
vetoes in passing the two bills over the Presi¬
dent's hesd, by the following votes

It shows that, whatever am¬
bitious designs Russia may at one time have
cherished towards oertain provinces of the
Sultanas dominions, and whatever determina¬
tion she may still have to make those pro¬
vinces her own In the event of a dissolution
of the Turkish empire, she will do nothing at
present to precipitate such a crisis. Russia, in
fact, has other and more important work on
hand. In perfecting the reforms which he has
introduced) and in giving solidity to those vast .

dominions which stretch over twe continents,
the Czar can afford to be comparatively indif¬
ferent to an? advantage that might result from
obtaining a slice of Turkey to Europe. Russia
in the Old World is very much what the United
States is in the New. Democratic America,
where all are sovereigns, and despotic Russia,
where there b bat one sovereign, ate unques¬
tionably the most rising; nations of modern
times, and promise more than any nations of
the present to he the governing Powers of
the future. Extremes sometimes meet. It
is carious io see how the two giants
are approaching each other.. An outlet towards
the great Pacillc seems to<be the ambition of
both. Russia already stands on the verge ot
the great witten s and promises soon to trans¬
mit to us her i vords of friendship by another
electiic cable. The loyal State of California,
united, m she soi on will be by those magnificent
lines et railway to the loyal States of the
Nopthy the entire republic being consolidated
and at rimt, will afford to the United States an
outlet in the sami > direction.. Let us hope that
a» the two natii >ns are brought nearer they
may beesaae mot e and mow united in heart
and aim. and that i n a career of friendly rivalry
they may set nobli > examples to all the rest of
the worfcL

But we danot think the vote
of Massachusetts will be required, to secure,
the adoption of the amendment by three-fourths
of the loyal States.

Nebraska (here are now twenty-seven States
recognized as in the Undon, and three-fourths
of this number (twenty-one), with perhaps two
or three others, can be secured in favor of the
mcaaurer thus leaving M assachusetts out in the
cold or floundering among the disowned and*
orphaned rebel States. It will make a* dif- .'
fercnce, then, whether the anrogant little
State of Massachusetts or the pompons little,
"inahoatc" State of South Carolina votes for
the amendment or not. It is bound to beoome
the constitutional law of ths land, and as such
Massachusetts will be compelled to respect it,
whether she, together with that negro balance
ofpower in-her Legislature, like it or decry It.
The States adopting it will represent the gov¬
ernment, and Massachusetts will have to ac¬

quiesce in their decision.

Alter a spirited contest on Friday night, ex¬

tending into Saturday morning, the Assembly
passed the bill to provide for the election of
delegates to the State Constitutional Conven¬
tion. The bill passed In a very good shape,
the provision for the election of thirty-two
delegates from the State at large, in addition
to the Assembly district representatives, being
embodied in it. In the Senate the measure
has not yet met with such good success, several
amendments being proposed and adopted
which art clearly designed to embarrass the
bill. Among them are those extending the
right of suffrage to negroes and women.

It is rumored that the opposition of some of
the Senators to Governor Fenton's proposition
to add thirty-two State delegates to the Con¬
vention Is induced by disappointment In some
of the Governor's nominations to ths offices
within bis gift Whatever may be the cause
there li evidently a disposition oi the part of
the Senate to throw obstacles lo the way
of the Convention bilL It Is to be

hoped that the example set by the
Assembly will pat a stop to this filibustering
in the Senate, and that the bill will be suffered
to pass that body in the shape in which it
leaves the Assembly. If any amendment is
made it should be one to provide for the elec¬
tion of the New York anJ Kings county dele¬
gates upon county tickets instead of by Assem¬
bly districts. This would enable the respecta¬
ble and responsible part of the communities
to nominate and elect delegations composed
throughout of good men, and would prevent
the return of mere ward politicians to the Con¬
vention. Such a provision would meet the en¬

dorsement of the independent men of both
political organizations, as well as of the tax¬
payers and the friends of an honest and fear¬
less judiciary and a sound municipal govern¬
ment without regard to party. But the Senate
should oesse its filibustering opposition to this
important measure and adopt it at onoe, with
or without the amendment we have suggested.

Official Repsrti of the Fenlaw Movement la
Kerry aad Cork-Coacentratlwa al the Brit,
ieb Force* What Han Been Accomplished
aa Bfcth Nldva.
In the Houso of Lordrf; on the 14th of February, the

Marqufc»of Cla.nkjcards saidReports respecting the al¬
leged doings of Fenians in Ireland.and some of them
of a verr grave character.hare been carrent through¬
out the town last night and' this morning. Under these
circumstances the noble earl opposite will doubtless par¬
don my acting whether there is any information In the
possession'of the government which he can give to the
House. Iam sore your lordships and the public will be
glad to know the exact atate-of things in tliat country at
the present aaoment.
The Earl of Dskbt.I cat entirely understand the

anxiety whleh the noble marqula and year lordship*
must feel with regard to the unfortunate circumstance*
wbicb have occurred within the last twenty-tour tioura,
and I also recognize to the faMeet extent the duty of
withholding notblag from you* lordships. And though
the Information which we poeseeB is only such as can be
received by telegram, and it, therefore, in the highest de¬
gree meagre and wmeatitfactory,.Lam perfectly ready to
state, withowl reserve, all the circumstances
that have come to oar knowledge. Yesterday
afternoon we received information by telegram that be¬
tween Mallow, Valentia and Klllarney the telegraph
wlree had been cut, and by telegrams subsequently re¬
ceived we learned that they had been repaired, and that
the oompany were regularly patrolling the line for the
parpoee of Its protection. Last night, a little before
eleven o'clock, we received telegraphic Information to
the eflect that an outbreak bad certainly taken place.
we do not know in what numbers, nor bow far armed-
bat that at Cshirelveen the coastguard station had been
tacked, and that a messenger.a mounted policeman
with despatches.had been shot by a body of Insur¬
gents. We received information this morning that,
although the man bad boen shot at, he had not been
killed, but his arms and his horse were taken possession
of by the mob. Our information further went on to say
that great apprehensions were entertained Id the towa
of Klllarney, upoa whiob it was said tbat the mob were
marching. That, as the noble marquis knows, Is distant
from Cabtroiveen about forty miles. Klllarney,
at the time, waa utterly unprotected, but
provision for the safety of the place waa
made by sending Instructions Immediately for the
movement of troupe by express trains from Cork,Tralee and also from the Curragh. We received in the
course of the night three subsequent telegrams, the last
of which Informed us that the first detachment from
Cork had arrived at Klllarney, and that the second was
expected there in the oourse of a few hours. I learned
to-day from Lord Stratbnalrn that a detachment of five
hundred men were on their way from the Curragh. and
had already arrived at Mallow. It Is satisfactory to learn
that these measures afforded great relief to the minds of
the people of Klllarney, and that no further outbreak
has occurred, except, as we understand, that the police
barrack at Kella was attacked by the same party which
visited Cahiroiveea. We bave not heard that tliey ap¬
proached any nearer to Klllarney, nor bave we heard of
any symptoms of disturbance In aay other part of the
country. It will also be satisfactory to your lordsbipa
to know that we have arretted an officer in the neighbor-
hood cf Cahirciveen, mho, when arretted, wat proc eding to
take command of the inturgent*, and wat takm with
dronoly criminatory pip rt in hit poeteui>m. 1 believe
tbat the feeling of anxiety and alarm which tbis sudden
outbreak produced has greatly subsided At a con¬
ference which I felt it my duty to hold last night
wltb bis royal Hlghn ss the Commander-in-Chief, the
Secretary of State for the Home Department, and Lord
Naas, Chief Secretary for Ireland, It was decided tbat
Lord Naas should proceed to Ireland at onoe, and he
accordingly did so at a very early hour this morning.
A telegram from Lord Stratbnalrn stales that he goes
over to Dublin by the mall to-night. I bave no reason
to believe that this Is more than a local outbreak; at the
same time notice has been given In every direction tbat
the utmost vidiance Is to be exercised. Instructions
have been given to the general commanding the district
and to the admiral upon the station to be on the look¬
out. and the government will negleot do preoautions
that may be necessary to crush tbis apparent rising be¬
fore It goes further. This Is all tbe Information that 1
am able to lay before your lordsbipa. It Is all the in¬
formation which has been received up to a late hour
this afternoon, and further than that no means sxlst at
present of obtaining Information. I trust, however, thai
the measures taken will prove sufflclent to put this mat¬
ter down. It Is most satisfactory to know that la no
other part of Ireland has any outbreak taken ptaoe, or
any sanction been given to these proceedings.
Tbe Marquis or CumatciRo*.I am atutous to learn

from tbe noble earl whether he Is of opinion, or can form
any opinion, that theee Insurgents or Invaders came from
tbe direction of tbe sea. (" Order, order.")

To show the force of
gravitation he drew a five pound weight to the celling,
a height of sixteen fSet, letting it fall to the floor. Thto
weight before reaching the floor, be said, was going with
double the speed It wss when It started, showing
that it was going at the rate of thirty-two
feet per second. This waa precisely ths rate of speed
of all motion, for should this weight continue falling it
would not fall faster than thirty-two feet per seoond.
He held that the motion was not destroyed by th*
striking of the weight upon the ground. If he had n
delicate thermometer he would show that ths weight
had become heated by the motion. Heat was therefore
obtained from motion, and to illustrate this he struck a
copper wire several times with a hammer producingheat enough to light alcohol. Fire might be produced
in three different ways.by percussion, friction and com¬
pression, and be gavo illustrations In each. He spoks of
the motion of the earth and mid that according to
the calculation of Dr. Merer, if ths world should come la
