In the sutnmor of 1W8, wliiie in <incinuali witb Gen¬
eral Tom Thumb, my attention «h arrested hy hand¬
bills announcing the exhibition of a ¦'woolly horse."
Being always on tha qui vine for everything curious with
v.hich to amuse oraKtouiab the public 1 visaed ilie exhi¬
bition, and lonod the animal to be a veritable oartoaMgr.It wio» n well form.'d horse, of rather huisII size, without
any ni.me or the slightest portion of hair rpon bin tail.
Tito entire body and lnnlw wore covered with a thick floe
hair or wool, curling tight to his akin. He was fooled in
Indiana, was a mi-r freak of nature, and withal a very
curious looking animal. I purchased turn and sent him
t«» Bridgeport, C.inn w^ere bo was placed quietly away
in a re'ire'i barn uuiil su<-li time as I might bare use for
blm
The occasion at last occurred. Colonel Fremont was

A telegram la the Hbsal* of yesterday announced the
death ef this prelate of the Methodist Cheroh, In tbe
eighty-sixth year of his age. The deceased waa ¦ native
ef Bristol, Maine, having been bora there on August 1,
1781. In 17V8 bo waa licensed to preach, and In 1804
received the appointment at presiding elder fbr the
Main* district In 1808 he wan a delegate to the General
Conference at Baltimore, and drew rp the constitution
as it now appsars la the "Discipline^" In 1818 be
wss elected general agent and editor ef the Mttkn.
dist Mofoaint, and la 18*JB was elected Bishop,
but declined the position. He afterwards waa
st ationod in New York and Baltimore, and
upon his re-election aa a biabop In 1934 accepted the po¬
sition and rcmainod In Baltimore. Tbe deatti of bltbnp
Roberta, In 1843, made him tbe seaior bishop of the
lalted Watea. On tbe division of tbe Metnodlst Bplsoo-
pal Church he ospous*! the oeuee of tbe Southern por-
tKjn, aad removed from Lebanon, Ohio, to Nashville,
Tenn., where be resided nntll tho day at his death.
Bishop Soule was a man of One talent, and was greatly
eeieereed throughout tbe country for hi* amiability of
character and open-heartednes*. By his doath tbe
Methodist Gpisoopal Church South baa sustained a loee
not easily repaired.
