Mexico, Feb. 21st, 1867.
On tho llth and 12th, it was confidentially whispered

that Dii Majesty the Emperor would very shortly issue
an important proclamation which was to announce a

policy decisive of the fate of Mexico and the Empire.
But no one, despite the logical deductions, that might
have astonished Aristotle or Bishop Whately, was pre¬
pared for the decree advising the capital of the Em¬
peror's departure for the wars, to do or die for his
crown. Careful of the well being of his subjects, Max-
irnlliau l.ft overruling providnd fnr. though artlessly
Innocent of supplying the men who were to carry out
the articles that follow:.
Maxuuuak, Emperor of Mexico.-.From a deslro to be

present at the operations of the army iii the interior,
and to obviutd meantime delav in the di3patch of the
business of government; we decree:
Artuxs 1. During our absence in the interior the

ministers will, with the concurrence of the President of
the Council of Ministers, dispatch the business of their
respective departments.
Art 2. The l»resident of the Council of Ministers

alnru' or in council with his coll agues, as he may. deem
pr?;>or, shall dispatch all business of gravity and im-
pir uco.

Ai r. 3. The ministers, (he Council of State and all the
author:ties and funct.onaries of the empire, civil und
m.I tary, shall exonuto the orders ot tho President of the
Counpii of Ministers.

No formal attack acsinst this capital is to be
expected until the success of the operations in the in¬
terior a*d about Put bla is doclared In behalf of the
liberal caitne. Biva Palaclo, the Juarist general, upon
liis entrance into Toluca. gave to his partisans an admi¬
rable example of moderation and regard of constitutional
government by steadily refusing to recur to military
trials and confiscation a/ainst the unfortunate adherents
of the empire. Many o( thess, paulc struck ou the with¬
drawal of the imperial troops, migrated with their fam¬
ilies for Mexico; though warned by Colonel J>alanne,
formorly chief of Ortega's military siirtT, that he would
attack the troops on the route, they persisted In accom¬

panying the soldiers, and paid dearly tor their obstinacy,
In tho Ifus of many wives and children, who in the con¬

fusion of the fi»ht were killed by bombs and balls. Tnis
calamity has caused a deep sonsation in Mexico, and
Lalannc was execrated generally until full proofs ap¬
peared of his provident humanity. Another little inci¬
dent has gone for to moralize the reputation of the lib¬
eral party. On the road between Mexico and Puebla a

party from Porflrio 'Diaz's army4 brought into camp
$25,000, taken from Marshal Bazaine's private train.

If so General
Portirlo Diaz has expounded fully and completely the
Monroe dootrlne, and laid the corner stone of the conti¬

And tbat there are men in other parts of
Ireland, that love each other quite as well, if not better,
than In Ulster. The evil of the mixed system was not
ao apparent, however, In Ireland as that which might
arise under yet more unfavorable circumstances. The
reason is that the mass of the population is Catholic.
Mr. Mapuire then gave statistics to show the large
preponderance of the Catholic over the Protestant
population of Ireland. He continued:.Vow, leav¬

ing these counties for a moment, let me come

to Austria, which Is by enlightened Englishmen and en¬

lightened Protesant Irishmen, and perhaps enlightened
no-church Americaus, regarded as a priest-ridrteu coun¬

try, where there is no liberty for the Protestant. Aus¬
tria is a Catholic country, with a small minority of
Protestants. Does it Interfere with tiie education
of Protestants? Does it offend the consciences
of the minority? Does it despotically say
to them "Such a system of education you
shall have, and none otber. Nothing of I tie mna. in

those parinties of the Austrian empire where there are

any dissenters from the Roroanlsh Church the education
ot their children is not directed by the priests, but they
are committed to the care of the dissenting ministers.
These latter are empowered and required by government
to provide for, to watch over, and to promote the educa¬
tion of the children of their own soct, in the same man¬
ner as the priests are required to do in the education of
the children of their faith. That is all we want In Ireland.
Austria Is now marching in the true path, and has
recently siren Hungary a tree constitution. (Applause.)
As to the liberality in other Stales, the Rhenish pro¬
vinces and others, all the children there have been
brought up under denominational education, and with¬
out any offence to any sect. It is wrong to work out .
base triumph at the expense of the consciences of other
people, ir 1 was a legislator in this country i would ask
the same here as I did In Ireland or would in England,
and ttint is to let each denomination have a right to its
own means of education, and yet be so fenced round
as to be intact in its purposes. (Applause ) In
Uppir Canada the Prote.-tant element predominates,
and I,o\r»r Canada the Catholic. The laws of
the latter, guaranteed by act of Parliament,
never oppressed the Protestants. In Upper Canada,
where the Orango element prevails, the s perlntendent
writes, "Five ltoman Catholic heads of families may at
ttioir pleasure call a meeting and establish a separate
¦chool and elect trustees, even though the teacher of the
common school be Roman Catholic." Thev are also re¬

lieved flrom the pavmout of all common school rates. A
boy should be trained religiously as well as Intellectu¬
ally In order to withstand trials and temptations. (Ap¬
plause. ) Here there were more trials and temptations
to be encountered than in any other country, and there¬
fore there was special need of the denominational sys¬
tems to give religious culture. Th"y educated thirty
thousand boys in Ireland, and there are two thousand
three hundred boys educatod in the Christian
Brothers' schools of Cork, and the highest
estimate is placed on the value of this denominational
instruction there. There Is an attendance of 350,000 of
those odticated in Ireland at the schools there per year.
Of 2,300 children on the rolls of the Monk schools in
Cork 2,100 are in actual attendance. Their education is
of the highest character. The Protestant Commissioners
bore testimony to the efllc.ency of the tenchiug in these
schools of the Christian hrothors. Catholics in this
country might have, as well, the same system, aud the
States might well consider the strong

"

claims of the
Catholics. Until that time Catholics, for the honor of
themselves and of their religion, will have to
pay State taxes, and make large pecuniary
sacrifices in order to preserve the faith of
tho Catholic childron of this country. (Applause.)

Mr. Ifanln then de¬
nounced in the strongest terms what he characterized as
the wicked and infamous institution, which had (or
tho past few years engaged in the traffic of taking
Catholic children from their parents, changing their
names, educating them in another faith, and shipping
them out West. lie read some passages from the or?an
of this society, eloitlng considerable excitement from
the audience. He also narrated some cases in which
the most melancholy consequences had resulted front
the system, and closed by an eloquent appeal in behalf
of the Catholic Repository, which proposed to carry out
tho same work of reclamation which tbo other institu¬
tion professed to seek, but without changing the name
of the child or robbing it of its lalth.
