pose cause to be Issued county bonds, signed,
sealed and attested, as thereby required, for the
amoout of the claim of gush bank, after It should
have been audited and allowed by said Board and
approved by the Mayor and Corporation Counsel.
Ike Broadway Bank, having paid such tax, presented its
claim to the Board, and the same was audited and
allowed at the sum of $83,132 03, as or May 1, IMS, and
such auditing and allowance was approved by the Mayorand Corporation Counsel, and bonds for that amount
were ordered bv the Board to be issued to said hank.In pursuance of an ordinance of tho said Board,parsed January 7. 1887, county bonds in the form
prescribed by the said act of April 30, 1868,and -aid ordinance, were prepared and ready to
be signed, sealed and issued to tho said bank,but the defendants refused to execute or deliver the
same. The alleged ground of this refusal is that a por¬tion of the capital steok of the Broadway Bank, on

was invested in cortiflcaies of indebtedness issued underthe act of Marrh 6, 1882, and the defendants claim that
such certificates nro not securities of the United Statesby law exempt Art m taxation, and that it had been so
adjudged by a branch of tho Supremo Court slnco the
decision of tno Board of Supervisors.
Tho relators claim, first, that the decision of the bonrd

was a judicial determination, and when approved by the
Mayor and Corporation Counsel became final. And,
second, if the question is open for discussion, they
claim that such certificate-- of indebtedness are securities
at tho United -tales exempt from taxation.

In support of tho second proposition the relators set
forth a letter from Richard O'Gormtn, the Corporation
Counsel, and cite the cases of the Mercantile Bank,
American Exchange Bank, Ocean Bank and others,
which wore takon to the United States Supreme Court,
where it was decided that the tax of 1*63 and 1864 im¬
posed on theso banks was illegal. A portion of the secu¬
rities in which the capital of these hanks was invested
consisted of these certificates of indebtedness, and it
was in those cases decided that such securities are
exempt.

At tho special term of the fupreme Court, where the
ease was tried, judgment was rendered in favor of the

The exemption waa necessarily implied
therefrom. The point Is, whether issuing a certificate
acknowledging a pre-existing Indebtedness arising from
the purchase of supplies, is "borrowing money," which
In dented. That if the relators cannot stand upon an im¬
plication from the principle* of the constitution, and are
compelled te resort to the acts of Congress, they most
fhtl, that Congreaa can only declare an exemption arising
from the nature of the subject, which courts would have
enforced on constitutional principles without such de¬
claration; that none of the acta or Congreaa exempting
federal securities from State taxation apply to certificates
of indebtedness; that In the act of February 25,1802, the
phrase "other aecuriiles" did not Include legal tender
notes.

UNITED STATES COMMISSIONER'S COUIT.
Importune Extradition C«»t-The NtrreUTT
.r Ike liken lull Itallrondof Cologne Arrested
la Wisconsin, and Charged with Forgery to
the Amount of SN.OOO.

Before Commissioner White.
Yesterday an Important extradition case was brought

before Commissioner White at two o'clock. The facts,
no tar as they hare been ascertained at present, are

these:.From 1866 to 1805 Philip Henrloh had been Sec*
vetary of the Rhenish Railroad of Cologne, In the kingdom
of Prussia, and was occupying that position In Deoember
of the last named year, when be fled to this country.
The Rhenish Railroad Company had, It appears, taken
land from a number of parties, and various sums, rang¬
ing from 400 to 1,000 thalere, were awarded to those
persona for the damage done to the value of their pro*
party. Henrich, it is alleged, forged receipts and papers
directing him. as agent, to receive those moneys He
took those documents to the Chief Treasurer of the
Rhenish Railroad Company, Curl Philip Krecite, and,
upon their production, Krecke state* he personally
banded over "to Hsnrlch the corresponding sums men¬
tioned in the receipts. On tba 20th of December, 1866,
Henrich procured a free passage ticket from the^RallwyCompany for a journey to Eupen, by way of He
the ticket belag for the 30th. He also got e ticket tor the
return journey on the 31st. He alleged as his reason for
taking the Journey that he was about to place hie eon, a
young led fourteen years old, at business la BruaseL Of
eonrse the f*urn ticket was never used. On the second
of January, 1866,a letter was moei^M by the railroad

Heartch. In this eotnmanlcatlon hecompany from
aaksd for additional leave of absence on the ground that
he had a severe cold. Before that letter wae received by
the parties la whom It was addressed It te said the ac¬
cused stated to different persons at several places that ha
was going la London with his sob. But ho novor re¬
turned to Cologne after the 80th of December, 1866,
and the Prussian authorities subsequently became aware
of bis flight to the United states

This was the state of the earn up to the moment of the
flight of Henrich to America
The Promian.Acting Consul Genera! In this city, the

Baron Outdo von Orebow, having been oommoniceted
with by the Prussian authorities at Berlin, laid a com¬
plaint sad requisition before United Males Commissioner
White, setting forth the shove facta, and obarglng Hen¬
rich with having committed, in the yean 1864 and 1866,
with intent to cheat sod defraud the Rhenish Railroad
Company of Cologne, and of procuring gain for himself,
the Crimea of forgery and the utteranoe of forged
papers, and especially with having, In tba veer 1866,
falsely made fourteen receipts In the name of Helnrtch
Dahlen, Weimar Garten, Herman Richarts, the widow of
Peter Joseph Spotlgen. the heirs of Frank Kaiser. Peter
Bassta, Andrew Flelecbname, Jacob Moll and Hubert
Moll, all of the city of Cologne The complaint
fun her charges that all these receipts ware falsely
mjile by the accused for the purpose of defrauding the

Brtlea wboee names they bear, and whose receipts they
leely purport to be ; and that in the years already men¬

tioned the accused, with Intent to defraud the Rhenish
Railway Company, as well as Hetnrlrh Dahlen, Weimar
Gaston sad others, and obtain gain for himself, ottered
and mad" use of fourteen certain forged receipts of the
same description as those before described. The amount
alleged to hare been forged by Henrich is, la American
currency, about $8,000. The penalty for this offence,
according to the laws of Prussia, Is Imprisonment In the
Hlate Prison, aad is provided for by the treaty of extra¬
dition concluded between Prussia and the other States
of the German io Confederation on the one part, and the
T'nited Mateo oa the other. To the complaint and requi¬
sition of «he Prom an Consul General was attached the
warrent*of arrest leaned from the Court of Cologne for
the apprehension of the accused. This warrant bears
autheatlcsUoaa from different Prussian courts, and also
(be signatures of the Minister oT Foreign Affairs and the
Hon. Joseph A. Wright, United State* Minister at Berlin.

The market for beeves opened with a rather alow de¬
mand, and holder! were dtenoeed lo Insist upon anvad¬
vance; but very few of tho salea indicate any Improve¬
ment. Yesterday there waa more trading, the F.astern
States buying pretty freely. Fifteen or sixteen hundred
bead will be taken In that direction. There were not
many New Yorkers in the market, and those present
bought sparingly. Con side rattle dissatisfaction emsts
among cattle dealers both in regard to shipments from
Buffalo and the yardage arrangements at and near New
York. A' to shipping, stock dralers say that tbey gain
at least two dollars per head by shipping their stock
over the Erie, instead of over the Central and Hudson
River. Of coarse there Is an offset to this in
the fact that whan they come over the Central they
meet at Albany not only Now York but Eastern buyers,
and, consequently, more or less of desirable competition.
The difference they gain by shipping over the Erie la
occasioned by the manner of weighing stock at Buffalo.
The Erie ears are larger and carry aome 26,000 pounds,
while the Central oars carry only about 21,000, and, as
both companies charge the same rate for an average
weight Of 20,000 pounds per car, the Erie folks carry* three or four thousand pounds per car for nothing
Eastern trayen think that this difference against them
ought to be done nway with by n reduction of the rates
of freight
The question of yardage in and about New York

Is n mora serious matter. There are now open and In
operation (each carrying on «bot competition) three
selling points.one at Bergen, one at Communipaw,and one at 100th street The result la that they have
no regular market day. Monday used to be the regular
market day: but now there are crttle on sale In some
one or all or these yards avery day In the w eek, and
dealers are posited as te bow and when to buy for New
York. If they buy here on Thursday and Filday their
trad# will open In New York Monday morning; but In
the meantime selling has been going on at Bergen and
Communipaw, and at night they find much of their
atock still on band. It as ami that tha only remedy for
thla ooafusion la to befoaad la tha establishment of a
regular market day la New York, and perhaps Wednes¬
day would be tha beat; but Jaat bow this desirable ar-
raagemen! la to bf besqghl Shout jwhodv stems te
kAsw.
