These
inreadhers, while engaged in the very laudable business
for which they wore sent out, havo it in their power to

post injuries and feeding them with hopes which thoy
have not the capacity to realize. True philanthropy may
eem! these emissaries out, but it would bo mistaken seal
aft'* they have come here to encourage the black popu¬
lation to foster in their hoarts unkind feelings towards
Whew late masters Let by gones be by gones Is the
motto for the negroes to hold towards the whites and for
the whites to hold towards the government. To do this
tbey are encouraged by the most brilliant generals In the
Southeast army. To accept the terms of the Sherman
"bill, our people have been urged by Generals Lee, Beau¬
regard, Johnston, Gordon, Longstreet, Taylor; and many
-others of less rank who distinguished themselves on

bard-fought battle.delds, are known to favor the earliest
restoration possible. Another era has come in Georgia
which is as remarkable in the history of the State as
unytii ing that has transpired.
On yestcrdny (2#ib) a larne mass meeting of colored

voters was held In this city, which was addressed by
both colored and while orators. Resolutions, which itia
not necessary to publish In full, were adopted, thanking
the government for the constitutional amendment and
the Sherman bllL After the adoption of the resolutions
Rev. Mr. Turner, a bright, intelligent colored man, de¬
livered a most forcible und eloquent address, the tenor
of which was for tho colored ruco to educate themselves
tip to the standard required of them to tnake them tho
political equai* or the whites. Ho said, in the course of
hie remarks, that he was far from saying that no good
bad resulted from the institution of'slavery. In the
mysterious providence of God bcncllelal results had been
.vokod iroui it. Ho reminded the sable audience that
not only had the South been guilty of the sin of slavery,
but thai the oauntry was once a nation of slaveholders,
and that the constitution had upheld slavery.
He believed that (.-at designed the evangelization
of Afr.ca through the means of the colored race
America, and drew a glowing vision of Ethiopia emerg¬
ing from under the clouds or ignoranco and superstition.
We have been here, said the speaker, two hundred and
fifty years, and our white friends will bear witness to
tho unparallelied docility and submission with which we
bore the yoke of bondage, in contrast wnh the slaves of
Greece, the bondmen of Egypt and the serls of Russia,
la Um* respect we challenge the world to find our equals.
Slavery is dead.we are tree. Many of our white lricnds
declare they are glad of it. and scores of ministers have
told ua of the peculiar satisfaction they now feel In being
able to preach the free gospel. And to-day, we all,
white and black, can stand hero together, rejoicing in
matuai ireedom, no watching each other. all anxiety
removed.all bleaemg to God for this great deliverance.

.aslaved people," the great malority of citizens are per-
lastly indifferent to It or to any other act of the govern¬
ment at Washington. The people on the American side
«f the Rio Grande bare never been particularly "loyal"
«r particularly rebellious. Their close proximity to tbo
ew shifting political scenes on the Mexican aide, the
fact that the great majority bare for a greater or loss
time resided In Mexico bae demoralized them in the
matter of allegiance. They are always quite willing to
accept the situation, whatever it may be, and aro never
known to cry out, "Wo will not have this man to reign
over us." Nor is it probable that the border will be in
any way affected by the change Slavery practically
kad no existence there long before the war. There are
¦no freedmcn lo creato disturbsDoe, and, though rim**
are by no means seldom, the most exacting rad cat in
the world conld And no fault with the energy, determi¬
nation and impartiality displayed in bringing criminals
to Justice.

Yonr letter of the Ibth, inviting an expression of my
views on the situation of our public affaire, was re¬
ceived yesterday.

since ihe surrender I have not meddled In political
a(Taint, and have studiously avoided every act that might
be construed into an attempt to interfere In matters with
which a ''proscribed rebel" bad nothing to do. E»»
now I hesitate as to the propriety of the course I am
about to take in answering your Inquiries. As I do not
volunteer my opinloos I hope to <wc*po censure for ex¬

pressing them To those who think it most becoming
nten In my situation to keep quiot I am free to say,
"that is very much my own opinion."
As 1 speak reluctantly you will not he surprised if I

say as little as possible. To my mini it is only neces¬

sary to fix in our thoughts the present political status of
the Southern States to enable us without an effort to ar¬
rive at proper conclusions as to what these States ought
to da

1 thought at the beginning, and now think, the nets of
secession were valid, and that they took the States that
passed them out. Th- fact that we were forced to say
these acts wore void ah did not raako them so in
law. We fought, as 1 think, out of the I'nion, and not
in it. Wo fought to maintain an indejiendent and sepa¬
rate nationality which we had created. And
when we ceased to fight and gayo up our arms
wc laid them at tho feet or the conqueror. From
that duv io this we havo ceased to have any political
rights which tbo conqueror was liound to resect. We
often confuse ourselves bv thinking too much on the
inconsistencies of our opponents instead of arguing con¬

sistently and logically from our own premises to ourown
conclusions. What ir the radicals do say we were never
out of the Union, and then propose to take us back on
their own harsh terms? Wo know we were nut, and
that on fair terms we are willing to go hark. While I
say this, I utterly deny that we committed any treasen.
A foreigner cannot commit treason, however ho may
offend against the laws and constitution of another coun¬

try than his own In other respects.
By the act of secession we passed from under the con-

atit itlon of the United States and lost all claim on it for
protection. We could not consistently demand protec¬
tion under this constitution after we had thrown it off
and made another, and, as we hoped, a better one for
ourselves.

I havo said when we laid down our arms and acknowl¬
edged ourselves conquered we ceased to have any polit¬
ical rights which the conqueror was bound to respect. I
am not to be understood in this as'saying that tho con¬

queror may rightfully do with us as he pleases. Ho is
bound to treat us as lie has treated other conquered poo-
ple, and as other conquerors have their conquered in
modern times. Whether he does so or not, not we, but
God and the clvlllxed world must tie tho judges.

If the conqueror Imposes harsh and Inhuman terms
he degrades himself and not bis victim. It is to my
mind exceedingly absurd for a conquered people to talk
of being degraded by submitting to the will of tho con¬
queror. Is a lone traveller, without arms, degraded be¬
cause tie submits to be robbed by a bandit? I am not
comparing our conquorors to a bandit, hut I am saying
we are unarmed, helpless and as completely in their
power as a solitary footman In tho power of robbers. It
remains to be seen whether thev will Jtonor themselves
by tern poring mercy with power or degrade themselves,
not us, by a contrary course. We have nothing to do
but submit.

It does seem to mo that some of our people, after
swallowing $. camel, are now straining at a gnat. After
taking down at a gulp negro emancipation, and all the
attendant measures, I am incredulous as to their strain¬
ing their throats by swallowing tho new batch of
measures proposed by Congress It is a nauseating dose,
and I would not take it If I could help myself.
Hut I know the doctor; if I don't take this, and
do it promptly, ho will, on his next round, give
me something worse, .and very likely aland by
and make me take it. It is a part of bis system
to give very sickening doses and in quick succession,
and make the patient luke them. It is useless to grum¬
ble.the patient is in tho hospital, with both arms off
and no help at hand.the doctor is very absolute, and
we think very cruel, but what can we do? True we
may play the part of a sick child, and say to ourselves
If we ever do get well we will thrash him. But I guess
when wo get well, if we ever do, we shall faol so good
that wo won't want to thrash anybody.

After all the measures proposed by Congrc s, though
harsh, arc not so biiinglv severe as they might havo
been Tliey have been so generally rad "nnri nh'y com¬
mented on that I shal' forbear any analysis or even rrili.
clsui ».# them <n detail Some of their wrrat feature* I

A heavy press of busioess has prevented an earlier

reply to your favor of the flth Inst. You perhaps have
seen in the public prints a letter which I wrote a abort
time since on the general political situation.

It seems to me that It la the true feeling of the South-
orn people to contribute their best Influence in favor of
an early organization of their respective States. In ac¬
cordance with the requirements of the recent Recon¬
struction act. Concrea* claims the ri 'ht to control this
whole question In my tumble Jndgiaoal It Is unwise
to contend longer against its power or to struggle further
against Its repeatedly expressed will.

I am clearly or the opinion thai an appeal to the courts
would accomplish no good. If a test case ware broughtbefore the Judiciary It would open up a serios of the most
complicated questions wh.ch perhaps ever engaged tho
attention of any tribunal. Questions of such vast mag¬nitude could not speeddy he disposed of. They would
necessarily require much time; and before a conclusion
(ould lie reached the Southern State*, in all probeMl If,would be fully reorganized under the Congressional plan.
Indeed, the supplemental hill provide* specifically for a
reorganization; and the only practical question Is, who
will participate In the work 7 If the many do not co-
operate in the movement and give It a proper shape, the
few will carry It to completion, and there is no telling
what discrimination may he made agalnat the aon-
actiooieia.

The f'ochw'lcw of the 15th Init. furnishes the follow¬

ing extract of a letter from Escobedo:.
Hacienda Da Altarado, March 7, 1867.

I arrived here to day with the Army Torpa of the North.
General Corona, with the Army °f the Weal la at KanW Ma¬
ria. Aurellano Rivera, with hie brigade, la at Cueata Colo¬
rado. Carraja] ought to arrive to-day at San Juan del Rio.
The enemy has established his outposts outside of Quere¬
taro. It 1* there be proposes to resist our attack. The two
armies ore In sight of each other.
Tho same paper savs that the Imperialists came out

of Queretaro on the 6th with the intention of attacking
Corona, but were compelled to fall back by a Hank move¬
ment of Escobedo. It also Bays:.We have letters
from Escobedo to the 10th Inst, at five P. M. The
enemy Is now completely locked in Queretaro. Car¬
vnjal unit Aurellano Rivera have completely cut hie
communication with the canltal and the Sierra. The
other roads are guarded by Escobedo and Corona. De¬
sertion continues, and the deserters report that the be¬
sieged are completely demoralized. Our triumph is
bourlv becoming more certain.
The Brownsville Courvr, from various liberal papers,

collates an account of the respective forces of the com¬
batants as follows:.
Imperial Forces..An Imperial artnv, under the per¬

sonal command of tho Emperor, numbering a little over
10,000 men, besieged in Queretaro. Two or three divi¬
sions, amounting to about 6,000 men. occupying the
city of Mexico, Puebla (?) Orizaba and the State of Yu¬
catan.

There can be
little doubt, however, that the Juarez government has
either from necessity or choice, leviod pr-tamm to an
enormous extent, resulting not unfrequently in the im¬
poverishment of those called upon to eonlrihute. These
exactions sro required to be promptly pmd. and on the
resuit twice the amount is often sacrificed in order to
raise that demanded. By far tho greater proportion of
thia comes from foreigners, whose feelings towards the
liberals are very bitter, and who delight to spread state¬
ments of their assured and probable discomfiture. As
to the Mexicans, but lew of them have anything to kme,
and as ever they cry tn'ea for the winning cause. I am,
however, strong In the conviction that tho great mass of
the people care no more for the liberal government than
for any other; that they have no Idea that peace and
quiet are to reanlt from the triumph of Juarex or tho
withdrawal of Maximilian, but in any case are entirely
careless of the political future, having come to regard
civil war and anarchy, robbery and murder as the nor¬
mal condition of society.

The allied squadron, which went to sea on the
31st of January, has retnrnod after . cruise In the direc¬
tion of tho Island of .Titan Fernandez, and is quietly
lying at anchor in the bay, wltn no prospect or going to
seaaialnin some time. Reports have been received
from Montevideo that the Spanish tleet is preparing to
leeve for the PaclGo to resume hostilities, and work le
being hastened on the fortlflcaitons and tho Chilean war
?earels undergoing repairs or fitting out It Is thought
that four months will be sufficient for the completion of
the works about Valparaiso, but 1 em of the impression
that a year from now will find them in an unfinished
condition. It Is proposed to mount one hundred and
ninety guns around the bay. Most of these are guns of
from one hundred to five hundred pounds, including
ten fifteen-inch. Rodmans, fire four hundred and fifty
Blakelyt, and a large number of Parrotta. Most of
these guns are already hero, with carriages and am¬
munition, and might hare been mounted months ago
bad proper diligence been exercised. There are not over
thirty gum In position now, and if the Spaniards should
make their appearance soon Valparaiso would find her¬
self In a very awkward situation. The people are

universally In fhvor of a renewal of the war, believing
that with the new war material of Chile and the allied
squadron the four republics will bo more than a match
for Spain's fleet. The Spaniards caplurod in the Cova-
donga are otill kept In prison, and there thoy are
likely to remain for a long period. No Spaniard Is per¬
mitted to enter the country, and this exclusion has been
so rigidly enforced that attempts were made to prevent
sailors of Spantsh citizenship from landing from
American vowels. Of oouree, upon the proper
representations

' being made by our Consuls,
Spaniards in snch esses were treated as neutrals
and permitted to come ashore, but It was very un-afe
for such persons to ramble shout much unless with n

parlv strong enough to protect Itself from violence. Last
month there arrived in Valparaiso the ship Colina, und*r
the English flag, from Malaga, a Spanish port. Tho min¬
isters of the custom house refused to despatch the mani¬
fest* of her cargo until they could confer with tho Min¬
ister of Finance, who issued the following order:.

Valparaiso, Feb. l». iw,The government has been Informed that resterday the
English vessel Colina. coming dirertly from the Spanishport of Malaga, anchored In this port. As according to the
most obvious principles of International law the first effect
of war Is the suspension of commercial relations between
the belligerent countries, please order the nav*| authorities
Of Valparaiso and the ministers of the Custom House to Inform the consignees and captain ot the vessel Colina that
they are forbidden to unload and communicate with the
.bore unless It be for the purpose of preparing for aea and
weighing anchor, which should take place without loss of
time. (Tod preserve your Excellency.ALEXANDER REYES.
To the Intendent of Valparaiso.
In my lost letter I gave aa account of the burning of

the American ship George Raynes, and mentioned that
the Flora McDonald and George V. were also on fire.
The Flora McDonald was loaded with wool and copper,and hid cleared lo sail at noon on the lflth for Iqulque.
A few hours before the lime fixed for her d< pwrture she
was discovered to be on lire. Fverv effort was made to
save ber, but la vain, and in a short time she was totallv
consumed She was partially Insured. While this ship
was on fire the capisln ol the Hanoverian ship George
V. was on hoard. He was also to sail at noon, and about
ten o'clock In the morning. In going off to his ship. Jest¬
ingly asked whose turn would come next. He hsd not
been In his own vessel half an hour before smoko was
seen Issuing from the hold. The ship was at once run
over to the beach, near Viva del Mar, and there scuttled.
Her bull was sold for 93.000 and her cargo for >1,000.
She hoe not been rained yet. hut it Is expected that she
will be got op In a very slightly damaged condition in a
few days. The ship was valued at $50,000, and wV pro¬
bably injured but little by the lire.

Considerable progress has been recently made in the re-
striction of the ivouthern territories of Cbilo, occupied by
the Araucanian Indiana An expedition, commanded by
Colonel Saavedra, has succeeded in occupying the Island
of Tolten, situated at the mouth of the river of that
namo. As a military position It has many advantages,
commanding tbe centre of Arnticanla. and forniiug a
base for future operations. Fortifications have been
erected, a strong military garrison is established, and
alioul six hundred colonists have taken up their resi¬
dence th re. This colouy will prevent the di.'embar-
cation on that coast of hostile troops, who might at¬
tempt to tamper with tbe aborigines, and Isolate the
Southern provinces.
American enterprise is about to open the great valley

of Chile to the sea coast In tbe south. General Vtckers,
of Philadelphia, has obtained from tha Chile govern¬
ment the excluFive privilege to construct a railroad from
Talealiuana to Concepcion, and to run it for thirty years.
Above Concepcion the river Bio-Bio is navigable for
steamers, hat a bar at its mouth prevents it from being
used us a port. Clillo supplies most oi the grain used on
this coast, and ships immense quantities to Europe.
Nearly all this grain, instead of going to Concopcion
and Talealiuana, Its natural outlet, and thence
abroad, is carted over the mountaui to Tome, on
the opposite side of the bay, and shipped there. Back
of the coast ridge extends tho principal valley of Chile
for several hundred miles; rich as our ff extern bottom
lands, and producing not only heavy crops of grain, but
I mils of all kinds, including many tropical varieties,
and grapes of uns irpassed quality. Vast quantities of
wine are made every year and are used by all classes,
the difficulty in getting it to market making It so cbeap
that the laborers, who get from ten to twenty cents per
day, uso it as a constant b verago. The Bio-Bio flows
down through this valley; but its mouth being block¬
aded bv the bar communication with Rome other harbor
is needed. Talcabuuna affords tbo desired port. Tbe
bay is land-locked, and never disturbed by storms.
Ships can lie alongside the wharves, and when tbe
railroad is completed grain, wine, fruit, beef and wool
will hava fr-3 access to tho sea, lUe original
design of the Chilean go eminent was to build the
railroad from Santiago to Curico and Chilian, thence to
Concepcion, and thence to Tnicahuana; running a lino
of Feyergl bundled miles through the heart of the rich
valley, and opening the inexhaustible agricultural re¬
source- of the country to commerce. The road has been
completed from Santiago toCurxo, ninety-five miles; but
bere it bus stopped in consequence of tho war. This road
is now barely able to transport the products of tho small
"Section through which it passes, leaving the vast plalus
r^uth of Curico no means of communication with the
Ajast except by carts antf $ack males across the moun¬
tains. Tho t'oncepciqa Railroad, in communicating
with the Bio-Bia, v$Ons up an avenue to this fertile
region. As soon OA the trains have been put on tb/is
road it wiil bo extended up the valley until it join's the
other portion at Curico, placing the whole of tbfj interior
of Chile itj "reach of tho best harbor on the west coast.
Not ealy.train, wine, wool and beef will And an outlet
Mere, b'jt copper and silver mines, now unworked because
of the difficulty in transRortiog ores and coal, will be
opened and their riches exported as is done iu the now
railroad districts of northern Chile. The Importance of
this road to Chile is hut little less than that of the l'acltlo
Railroad to the l"nltrd States, as It will a(Tord tbe only
direct commun cation between the coast and the richest
part oi the country. The government, would have al¬
ready built the road had not the war interlered with
such works. Most of tbe t bile railroads have been con¬
structed by Americans, and have boon so successful that
Congress deemed It betier to give the road and its pmiits
to a Yankee, lor the sake ot insuring the early develop¬
ment of tbe agricultural and mineral resources of tbe in¬
terior; an undertaking which tl»e government, with its
present war would for a ion? time be unable tq accom¬
plish. The General also bos an exclusive right to con-
strict a railroad wp throu-ru the valley of Aoruicagua to
the oduculLura! ami miaiut regions tiorib of Sanilngn.

SnOOTIXG AFFRAY OS THE HIGH SEAS.

The First Mnte Dnmicrouslv Shot Iry the <'op¬
inio.Arrest of lire Cwptnin.

On Monday afternoon Coroner Gover was called on

board the British schooner Ottawa, now lying In the l>ay,
ofl Fort Hamilton, to take the ante mortem examination
of Freeman Tingley, first mate of tho vessel, who had
been dangerously shot at sea on the evening of the 19tb
ultimo by a pistol in the bands of William H. I'yc, cap¬
tain of tbo Ottawa. The testimony ".ken fails to show
any motive on tho part of Captain Pve for shooting his

Pyo j we sailed from Para, South America, on the
3d day of March, bound for this port; oo Tuesday, the
19th day of March, about seven o'clock P. M , I was
standing by tbe mainmast; I was taking tbe altitude of
the Polar star; the captain came aloug sod a*ked me
what T was doing; 1 told him I was taking tbe
altitude of the Polar star; he adked what those
men were doing down in the cabin, whom I sup¬
posed to he the aecond mate and steward; I told him
1 did not know; then be fired at me; lbs sbot took
effect In tbe fleshy part of my thlgb, which was not se¬
rious; I then ran around under the mala boom, wbero
be ran after me and fired again, the ball taking effect In
my left side above the hip: I hallooed, when tba stew¬
ard. who was In the cabin, came up, and the captain
fired at lilta; I ran to tba forecastle to get out the men,
and told them to secure tba captain, which they did, aa
I suppose: I got into a berth In the forecastls; I did
my duty faithfully and gave blm no cause or provoca¬
tion to shoot ma; I was treated with respect by the crew,
and it Is my opinion the captain was excited by jealousy:
I had no difficulty with tba captain on tbe homeward
patrage, but on the outward passage there was a di (far-
ence between as as to tbe position In which I waa
shipped, but that was aettied In Para: this vcsrci is a
British vessel and the captain and myself are British
subjects.

TXSTTMONT or ITTt SIMPSON.
Levi Simpson, boing duly sworn, says.I am seaman

on hoard the British schooner Ottawa, now lying in this
port; on the day of the shooting I went to the whoal at
six o'clock P. M.; ahoat sown o clock the captain came
out of tho cabin and went up behind the mate, who was
taking an observation; some words passed, the mate
turned sharply around and put his hand on the captain's
shoulder and talked some three or four minutes; a sea
struck us, slid washed them pretty well, after which tho
captain fired at tbo mate. the latter ran behind the
mainmast; the captain followed him and tired again.
Just aa the mate was stooping under the mam
boom to get bv tho mainma«t; tbe mute hal¬
loed; the steward came out; Tingley told him to
look out or the captam would shoot him; the captain
then fired at tho hieward, who ran forward, and the rap-
ta'n tried to get another shot at the mate, who dodged,
at which a man came from forward, and then tbe mate
went into the forecastle; the captain then went to iho
galley and looked down; the second mate came out and
the captain was secured; tbe captain said he shot tbe
mate; ha Mid, 'I'll be hung; I may as well jump over¬
board;" the second mate stopped him, or I think he
would have jumped overboard; I know of no difficultyexisting between the mate and captain.

Frederick W. Wllber, second mate, and I#wla Mil-
bonrn. the steward, .were nlse examined, but tbetr testi¬
mony Is chiefly corroborative of that given »lw>v#
The case was then submitted to tho jury, who teturned

That Freeman Tlngley came to his injuries at tba
hands of Captain William I-ye, of the seller,nor Ottawa,while at sea. on tho 19th day of March, 1807.
The captain, who Is twenty-eight wars or ape, born In

Prince Ed Ward's Island, and lives ait Hopewell Cape, N.
B., was arraigned and confessed to shooting Tlngley, but
without Intending to kill him. Coroner Hover committed
blm to tho Tombs to await the result oi Tingley's Injuries.Tbe latter is twenty-four years of age and also a native
Of New BQinswick.
