I came down from La Itocholle yesterday for the pur

pose of learning something of'the extraordinary naval

preparations which Napoleon is nndouh'edly making
with some object, ned have to-day boen over the entire

navy yard, and have seen tbo vessels which are now

rapidly approaching completion.
Six vessels of different eizee and descriptions are on

the storks hers Foremost among them is an iron-clad
frigate called the Gaienne, which it is expected will be
launched in August next, and which will be one of the
most formidable vessels In the French navy. She is of
Ave thousand Ions burthen, with an engine of n thousand
horse power, and is pierced for flfiy-six guns, among
which will be fourteen tlireo hundred pound guns, car¬

rying cylindrical and conical shot and shell. She is
built with a sharp stern, thus greatly diminishing the
cbanccs of a successful '-fire In the rear," or of tho
successful "punching" of the spur Irons a ram. She is
covered with Iron plnte of fifteen contimetree in thick¬
ness below, and twelve centimetre* above the water line.

(The centimetre is a little more than one-third of an

Inch, and Is expressed bv the decimal 0 394.)
The experiment is to he tried of sheathing theso

plates with cop|>cr. in order to prevent their oxydiza-
lion. Besides ber broadside guns she is pierced for an

immense bow guns, directly under the bowsprit,
and the commandant's cabin, which is away aft,

independently of each other, and enabling her to turn
with great rapidity and ease, and making her as valuable
for defence as for attack. Then there are two iron dad
corvettes, wnh towers and barbette gnus, and n wooden
frigate and corvette building. Great activity prevails
in the yard, and it is understood that all these vessels
are to be completed and launched before nest March;
and it is known that three other vessels of the character
of ih« Tigre are beta* built at other navy yards In
Prance.the Boiler at Cherbourg, the Cerhdre at Brest,
and the Bonis Dogue at Lortent While at Cherbourg,
besides the Bolier, six other vessels, all of which
are to Salsbed in the course of the preeent
year, are la progress of construction. These
are the Volts, a despatch boat, to be oompteted ia
August, and the Joanne d'Arr, an iron-clad frigate, which
will be launched in September, and the Bstrees, another,
which will be readv for sea in June. Two iron-clad
ships, the Sulfron and Atalente, are being hurried, and a
fast sailing corvette, the Clocheterie, was commenced
about a month since. *

There has recently b?on completed in this nary yard
anothor vessel, which, although she has been launched
and ia ready for work when occasion ^requires, is now
kept carefully housod and removed from the vulgar
gaze. She is an experimental nondescript craft, called
the Plongeur, built, I am Informed, something after the
model of the Winans "cigar boat," and is intendad for
submarine work. It is said that a model of the boat will
be placed in the Grand Exposition, in which caso I shall
send yon a description of it.

Rochefort was wisely aelocted as thi naval station at
which all these vossals were to hs built.

plan to bo employed here is this. Opposite the mouth
of the Charcntc, the river upon which the port of Roche-
fort is made. Is e little island called the Isle d'Aix. i'pon
this the camera is to l>e placed, and brought to hear
upon the spot upon the water where a torpedo Is placed.
A vessel la sailing over this spot woold be Instantane¬
ously exhibited in the camera, and at this moment by
means of a galvanic wire, the torpode is to be exploded.

THE RADICAL OPPOSITION

Mr. Giunermta, in oi>eoing the proceeding* referred
to the time as a crisis in the q '.estioo ot reform, and one
of some difficulty with regnrd to the various parties in
the House of Commons. At tha last meeting which
they held in his residence he referred to two topics: one
with regard to the necessity of acting on the general
opinion of the party for the purpose of preserving their
unity and their party unimpaired. He said at that time
that the only atatoment with regard to the borough fran¬
chise before them was that contained in the
spocch of the Chancellor ot the Ktc heqiier, which
proposed a six pound rating franchise. He thought
that was a point which probably was of so clear
s nature that it might be left to be discussed and deter¬
mined in committee. Mr. Gladstone then referred to
his own speech of Monday night, and to what he oad
said about the peeeibility of some arrangement being
made respecting the vote tieing fixed at that amount at
which the personal capacity to pay rates terminated, so
that all persons aoove thst point might be introduced
without any question of rate or rental. But he said he
thought It was not wise for them as sn opposition to
undertake at that stage of the question the responsibility
of naming the exact plan upon which the suffrage
should be based. The free might come when it would be
n rettnry far (Ana to tta'e the twit qf a plan,
and when it should be the conviction of himself
and his friends, nnd or the party, that tucA a period had
come, he ewli nnt thrink from dating what (parte he
thoatd be prepared to propone. Turning, however, for
the present to the new bill as It was before them, he
said that b« spoke with the strongest feeling nnd con¬
viction that he was right when he declared It to bo a had
bill, and in fact the worst Reform bill that had been
ever submitted to Parliament by any government in
this country. But, notwithstnndlng that, there might
be, probably, some difference of opinion even amongst
those who condemned the hill as to whether the proper
course was to oppose It on the second reading or to
extend their forbearance runher and allow the
second reading to go by unchallenged. He then
proceeded to a dissection of the measure, dsecribiug it
its containing ten fundamental points. The first wee the
county branchiae, which he thought they would all pro¬bably be unanimous in considering had been fixed at too
high a rate, and it must therefore, of neoeaatty, In any
rase, be lowered. There was next the question of that
branch of the bill which referred to the redistribution
of seats, which he thought wholly inadequate, and
which must neceemrily be eetirely recast. Then there
was the question of the voting papers, which introduced
a change of a nature to which was, so far as
he could comprehend It, he bellveed they would
he all equally and unanimously adrena. Then
there came the fancy franchises, some of which he
thought eotlrely bad, end probably none of them indeed
would pe found worth retaining: and he thought they
would all for the most part be of opinion that that por¬tion of the bill abonld entirely disappear. Then eume
the fact that the lodger franchise was entirely omitted,
end that portion of a Reform bill he held to he absolutelyessential for any satisfactory settlement of the borough
franchise. There was the suffrage based upon Income
and assessed taxes, which, as he explained to the Bouse
the other night, he thought was sure to lead to n moot
exenslre svsiera of fraud: and he feared that, with
regard lo household suffrage, at the very lowest
point of the franchise there would be found n dam of
voter* who were so poor and *o depeadeat diet they
must necessarily afford an opportunity for n very
{^epsire traffic in votes He then referred to what he
considered an old and MOM valuable principle ot dor
parliamentary representation, and that was when Par¬
liament had given votes to any class of the people,
all pen entrueted with the suffrage should he
equal at the poll. Be declared that he would
to the very last set himself against aey
and every pl*» wbioh would make one
man at the polling booth inferior to another
man. When once toe franchise had been con¬
ferred upon any eat, It ought to giro that
man an equality of power with hit neighbor. Thl* he
regarded as an essential point. Looking at the Mil
altogether he thought he might say that It divided the
constituency into five different classee. There wn* IfM
the dual voter with his two vqfes. Next there eemd the
old £10 householder, who, If resident, might be
for aey kind of building he occupied In the hi
There wee then the voter at £. and under, who wne mm

equal to the £10 voter, became he wsa ooly allowed to
register for his dwelling house, nnd he had to be e met-
dent for double the length of time which was required or
the £1# householder.

pounler*, who were to be left hereafter juet ae they
were.the hill would not In say wax interfere with
them. And after them came the compounder under
£10, who had to claim and obtain hie rote under many
and great difficulties. Theee hoaaeholdere and com-

pounders under the £10 line might be really considered
as representing the whole amount of enfranchisement
proposed by the new bill, and at least two-thirds of
them were not to hare e vote conferred upon them by
the bill at alL He referred also to the manner In
which the clauses of the bill had been arranged.

Thus, between the householder euffrage
clause and the oompound householders' clause, which
wore very Intimately connected with each other, there
were pieced m the Mil ell the different clauses about the
county franchise, about the voting papers, about the re-
distribution of seem, aad many other matters which
surely should not bare been Interposed between two
ports of the bill so entirely end so obviously dependent
upon each other. He referred to the rumor which wus
in circulation that the government wished to put off the
committees on the hill until after Easter, a course to
which he thought there were moot serious end even

insuperable objecttona 8UI1, looking at the whole ann-

Ject, he would not entirely abandon the hope of going
tn(9 committee; hot the liberal party should try be!ore
that to obtain from the government concessions, not
so much with regard to new figures as with regard to
better principles. The dual voting, the trouble aad In
fact the fine imposed upon the compound householders
in their attempt to got the suffrage, were parte of the
bill of especial importance; and the debate on the sec¬
ond reading ought to be employed to obtain information
sod concessions lrom the government on these and other
points. It appeared to htm that every gentleman who
fait that he had a right to belong to the liberal party
ought to be determined to insist upon an equal access of
the franchise to all those whom Parliament gave er pro¬
fessed to give a vote. With regard tothe future, ha thought
they ought to reserve theirJudgment as to the committee.
If they permitted the second reading to pees they should
not be precluded from taking any atop upon the motion
to go into committee wbtoh they might think both Jnst
and proper. The coarse they woald take would aeoee-
¦arlly be influenced by (he statement which might b#
made by the governmeat daring the nesting discussion.
Perhaps It might be his duly to give them the trouble of
attending another meeting on the dey after the eecond
reeding of the Mil

Mr. Cogan was prepared to aot upon the proposition
which bad boon laid before the meeting, although he
was hlmsolf in fnvor of a more active and decided course
of proceeding, and l>e would have been glad to take part
in anv movement against the second reading of the bill.
(Mr. Cogan wus understood to exproas tbe general

Mr. Bright felt he had really litUe to say after the clear
statement which had boon made to tbe meeting by Mr.

Tho nation demands that tho chamber and the govern¬

ment ahall apply themselves with wisdom and resolution
to this work of reparation. Nations love and appreciate
institutions by reason of the benefits they derive from
them. It Is necessary to show that onr institutions glrs
satisfaction to tie noblest aspirations after national dig¬
nity and activity, and that they are at the same time a

guarantee for the good organisation of the State and the
welfare of the people.
