The Indian Treatlea. 0

The Senate have not yet taken up any of tbe Indian
trcat.es. It is expected that they will be dtepoeed of to¬

morrow, and that the large number of Indians of various
tribes that have been here for the pest three months
.will be able to leave for their homes the first of next
week. The Indian appropriations have so far progressed
in the departments as to be placed to the credit of the
Interior Department on the books of the Treasury De¬
partment, and are awaiting the passage of the warrants
through tho Treasury Department. It is probable that
the treaties will, in their main features, be acceptable to
the Senate and will be approved.
Jadge Watts, who has recently arrived here from the

Far West on business with the Bureau of Indian Allaire,
bas informed Commissioner Taylor that wbile en bis
way to the East be observed great numbers of the
friendly Cbeyeuue and Arapahoe Indians moving from
the upper Missouri country to the territory south of the
Arkansas river, in order to separate themselves from the
hostile bends of that region. Now that the hostile
tribes are likely to receive the earnest attentions of
Major General Anger and his troop*, the friendly Indians
are extremely desirous of severing all the tiee of rela¬
tionship.

The rsmmlmisner wf Agriculture.
The President will send to the Senate to-morrow

another name for the office of Commissioner of Agricul¬
ture, in the p ace of Mr. Kennedy, who was rejected by
the Senate day before yesterday. He bas directed a list
el all the applicants for the office to toe prepared, and.
commencing at the head, as soon as one Is rejected wiil
send In the name of another, until he happens to hit
upon some one who is not distasteful to the Senate, or

exhausts the list, In which latter emergency a subse¬
quent course toss not yet been determined upon. The
names before the President for the position of Commis¬
sioner of Agriculture are ex-Governor Hoibrook, of Ver¬
mont; Meier James 9. Grinnell, of Massachusetts;
Colonel J. G. ('apron, of Maryland; Coluuol Robb, of
Illinois; Jobn B. Clarice, of Missouri, aud Orange Judd,
of New York.

Grnrrnl Oril'n Orders to Ills Troops.
An order published by Brevet Major General Ord, com¬

manding the department of Arkansas, on tno 20th
of March, calls the attention of commanding officers
to a communication of the municipal authorities of
Little Rock, in reference to Instances of dangerously
fast riding and driving on tbo sidewalks of the
streets by officer* and soldiers, In violation of city ordi¬
nances. The General says that he cannot too strongly
reprehend this practice, and informs the command that
when troops are stationed in a town they must conform
to all municipal regulations, and directs commanding
officers to render all possible assistance in the enforce¬
ment of such regulations.

Rffisterlss Voters In Vlrglnis.
Private advices from Richmond to-nlgbt represent that

General Scboflold is active In his measures to commonce
registration. A Board of military officers are engaged
in apportioning off districts and counties, to which regis¬
tration officers will be appointed. It is said Ave thousand
voters will consulate a district, under a board of com¬

missioners. These commissioners will beappointed from
tbe loyal men of the State, with probably a military
officer on each hoard. The registration will donfetless
commence in a month. !

notice that fixed lights have bean exhibited at the en¬
trance ef the river PekAtongno, an the north coAst of
the Island of Java, and at the mouth of tbe river San
Francisco, near Macclo, in Brazil.
The Yellow Fever Epidemic at Pasaaa.
The following is an extract from a letter received at

the Navy Department from the surgeon of the United
States ship Jamestown, dated Panama, March 21
Yellow rover Is prevailing In Panama, though It is

attempted to conceal the fact. There it no fever at
Aspinwall, nor on the vessels In the bay. We bad rain
about every fourth day for the first tweaty daya of this
tnsnth. the temperature being at six A. M., 76 degrees
8 minutes; at meridian, 81 degress $ minutes; at six
P.. M., 81 degrees 8 minutes; at midnight, 78 degrees 7
minutes. Very shortlv alter ray arrival I advised Lieu¬
tenant Commander McDougal that the fever was
epidemic, and there was no hope of its disappearance
in this locality while matorial remained for it to work
upon, and recommended the departure of the ship at tbe
earl'est possible moment for a cold climate. Tho ship
was ordered north on the 14th of March.
Arrtvnl of the Huron at Porto Grasde.
Despatches have l>een received at the Navy Depart¬

ment from Lieutenant Commander H. Erben. Jr., of the
United States steamer Huron, dated Porto Grande, Cape
de Verde Islands, March 2, 18A7, and announcing her
arrival at that port, after a passage of twenty-six days
from New York. Officers and crew well. Very rough
weather was experienced during the passage. Com¬
mander Erben announces that he would leave for Rio
Janeiro on the 6tli of March.

Tbe Rinderpest In France and Belgium.
The Department of State has received a despatch

from the United States legation at the Hague, dated
March 16, in which the writer says;."Since my last
letter the rinderpest has spread into Belgium and Francs.
The report of its progress in Holland from the Ath of
January to tho 17th of February shows a decline from
week lb week. The number of cases during that period
was nearly 18,000; deaths, 7,176; slaughtered, 4,441.

The bill of complaint of the State ef Mlsetssippl, in

behalf of herself and such other Slates as may be inter
eeted In the premises, who shall, by consent of tbe
court, properly make themselves parties hereto, against

K. O. C Ord, a citisen of the State ef Maryland, who baa
been appointed by the said Andrew Jnbnaon, as herein¬
after stated.

It
was thus, besides the general provisions of the
federal r.n«tUutioo, that Mississippi became a State

.the nmn, under comparts with Georgia, Virginia
trad aatd Stale of Uiwdxaippi, and all of which were trre-
vocable and "unilterabUi," eluer by said State or bv
the I oiled Stataa. It is reapectfullr submitted thnt,
independent of these special compacts by the provisions
o! f no federal couhUuiiJoij, the Suto y| MiiMiMhii'pt I'uukl
by no act of hers withdraw from the Union, nor could
she be etcludtd therefrom by Coo reus; and thai all
opposing acts oi said Stale or of Congress, being con¬
trary to tho fedtuai constitution, which is "the su¬
preme law of the land," are null and void, and in a

proper case we believe will bo so declared by uiis
court.

In this cam, however, be-ilJe* the protec¬
tion of the constitutional rights of a Mate
here are compact*, "fundamental," 'irrevocable"
and 'unalterable," securing forever to tho Stale
of Mississippi her rights as a Stata of this Union Such
compacts, and the rights acquired under them, we he-
neve thin court will regard it as it* duty to maintain and
protect in the mine manner at least as It would enforce
between individuals, by inmnction or otherwise, tho
specinc performance or contracts. The said State of

Mississippi avers and charger- that, having been admit¬
ted as a State of the 1 nion in 1817, she has ever since
continued to he so, and is so now; that she has a state
constitution, republican in form, and a Stalegovernment
in complute and nuicetsful operation under her constitu¬
tion, wiih all its departments tilled and administered by
jwoper functionaries, in as proper and full a manner ui
any State in tbe Union, and hence she Is entitled by the
constitution of the Tutted States, and by the covenants
and compacts aforesaid, to be regardod" as a State of
.the I nion in all respects. She acknowledge* and claims
that the constitution of tbe United States la the supreme
law of the land, and when her constitutional rights, #r
the covenants with Georgia and,Virginia, are invaded,
under the ordinance of 1787 she ha* a ngtit to appeal to
this honorable tribunal, established, as it is, by tho con¬
stitution to decide in the last resort in ail cases la which
a .State is a party, and to give appropriate and ade¬
quate relief, especially when, as in this case, there is
otherwise no remedy to prevent her uttor annihilation;
and if there be no remedy here, then her condition is
without redress and her most sacred right may be in¬
vaded and her very existence destroyed.

The said State further shows snd charges that, having
become a member of the I'uion, as aion said in 1817
she surrendered certain right* to the United Sta'es in
consideration or perpetual protection under the constl
tuiion, with all her rights and privileges as a State per¬
petually guaranteed, and that forever after it wa* impos¬
sible for her people, or for tho State in it* corporate ca¬
pacity, to dissolve that connection with the other States,
and any attempt to do so, by secession or otherwise.
Was a nullity, which she has admitted, by engrafting in
an amended constitution a solemn declaration that the
pretended ordinance of secession adopted by a portion
of her people was absolutely null and void; and she now
most solemnly asserts that her connection with the
tedoral government was not In auv wise thereby
destroyed or impaired. And she moreover aver* and
charges that the Congress of tbe United Mates cannot
constitutionally expel her Hum the Union, and that any
attempt which practically does so is a nullity; and she
also charges and avers that then- is no provision in tho
constitution of tbe United States which subjects her as a
State to any patns, penalties or forfeiture* as a conse-
quence of such void attempt of a portion of her people
to withdraw her from tbe Union, all powers to punish a

State, by expulsion or otherwise, for any cause having
been expressly refused in tbe convention which framed
the federal constitution. She avers that her citizen*
lost none of their political right*, nor incurred any
penalties, except what might be Inflicted on them as
individuals by due process of law, after trial bv jury in
°owrtf having Jurisdiction of their offences, and that die
abilities attempted to be imposed upon iter or upon her
cltiaenl, otherwise than a* aforesaid, by any body of

By bis own will- for though he may adopt tbe State
authorities H bis Instram"Ms if he will, yet be may
reject them If he will. A scope ot power so broad, as

comprehensive, was never before vested In a military
commander In any government which guards tbe rights
of its citizens or subjects by law.

power to legislate for themselves, as mwnttal te their
existence as States, including tho domestic relations, all
the rights of property, real and personal, tbe rights of
personal security and personal Utterly, and assumes the
right to control tbe whole of the domestic concerns of
the State These erw slso provide that the goveraseeate
now exieting in the Southern Stales are hut provKnooal
governments «Ub|eot to tbe paramount authority of
Congress, which may at any time abolish, modify, con¬
trol or supersede them. These acts wero vetoed by the
President, but were passed over the vetoee by two-tbtrda
of both houses as now organized, ten states being ex¬
cluded from representation in both houses.

spirit, the purpose ud the object of the compact.? be-
tween Georgia. Virginia and the United Stated; it will
deprive the States of every attribute of State authority,
and practically annihilate them a* States, by
converting them into subordinate dependencies; it
wiU derange the whole eyetetn of internal or do¬
mestic affairs; it will annul their legislation, and
subvert their whole judicial system. Inasmuch as it do-
claree the state governments illegal, it may annul all
oootracis and lilies to property made with reierence to
existing laws. It will deprive the people of-their moat
sacred rights, their exemption from arrests except on
warrant founded on affidavit, their right oi the Inter¬
vention of a Grand Jury, and their right of trial by Jury,
and establish arbitrary and dwpotic military powdfiou
the ruins of thow constitutional rights. It will prodncn
n tnun of irreparable mischiefs that may not be cor¬
rected for yean, as the Court will readily perceive; and
they can only be prevented by a very speedy application
of the restraining powers of this court. But, above ail,
these aots, if maintained, establish a precedent by which
Ooognw, composed of a majority of status, may at
pleasure exclude any Stale, or any number or States,
from the American Union.
And complainant would fhrtb»r i«how that many legal

question* must arise under th-ne bills if the govern¬
ments contemplated by tbeui be carried out, wh ch
sooner or later must come before this c urt for Uual
adjudication; and tt to believed these hills will ultimately
be declared unconstitutional in their whole length and
breadth. Ah a consequence, ail sets that may have been
done under them must be declared void, even to the
constitution which may be formed uoder them. The
mischiefs that must result from auch a stale of things
are incalculable. Suite without number, uot only in re¬
gard to rights of property but for punishments inflicted
without authority, a total disorganisation of the present
government, inasmuch as no elections can he held U> till
the State offices, a state of anarchy must intervene until
government can he again reorganized by the people.
Therefore public policy, the good order of society, the
safety of a people, call loudly for speedy redress.

And complainant also charges that this bill is filed as
a bill of peace, and to prevent endless suits and contro¬
versies, inasmuch as the execution of thu acts must pro¬
duce sucn a variety of legislation as to disturb the good
order of society, by driving aggrieved parties to se It
redress against officers and others who may commit
trespasses and crimes against the innocent. To pre¬
vent such evils is one of the common grounds of equity
Jurisdiction.
And the oomplalnant avers that this appeal is made to

this honorable court in good faith, and not from factious
motives, or from any spirit of insubordination to law,but under a lixed belief lhat'these acts are in violation of
the constitution and of the compacts aforesaid, and im¬
pose no obligation on her people to observe them
unless decided to be valid by this honorable
court; and. therefore, claims. as she has a
right to do, the deliberate determination of this court, as
llio tribunal organized under the constitution to pre¬
serve it inviolate, and to keep all the departments of the
government within their appropriate spheres, by tryingtheir acts by the test of the constitution; and she
claims the exorcise of this undoubted rght in advance
for the purpose oi preventing irreparable mischiefs so
gigantic and intolerable as those which are threatened.If ebe should be mietakon in this, and the acts should
be decided to be constitutional, she will most cheerfullyyield implicit obedience to ail their behests, whatever
the consequences may be. All she desires is
t«i guard her rights and the rights of her citl-
zene, and tins boon she hopes may be accorded
her before it is too late, and without beingsubjected to the imputation of Improper motives.
If either the State or the people have constitutional
rights it is a paramount duty to preserve them by all
legitimate menus. This court the .State believes to be
the great tribunal for the peaceful settlement of all
constitutional questions, as especial I v in '-all cases in
which a St its is a party,1' and expressly provided in the
fundamental law. In consideration ot the premises, and
inasmuch as complainant manitestly has no remedywhatever at law, as must be apparent to the Court,
and can have no redress as a state only throughthis Court, as provided by the constitution, coni-

Elainant appeals to the preventive power of this
onorable Court, exercising the Jurisdiction of a

Court of Equity, and humbly prays that the said
Andrew Johnson, and his officers and agents appointedfor that purpose, and eapecially General E. O. C. Ord.
abovenamed, be perpetually enjoined and restrained
from executing or in any manner carrying out said acts,and that process of injunction and subpoena issue,directed to the parties aforesaid, and all other requisite
process nocessary may be issued for sneh other and
further relief as may be deemed proper by this court,and that defendants be required to answer this bill of
complaint.
And as 10 duty bound complainant will ever pray, Jtc.,he.,Ac. W. L. SHARKEY,
