Navigation br war of the Knltchpelc would Increase
the trade and value ol thia country one hundred fold
to a four years; 10 fact the Kn tchpak wlb steam upon
it would reveal a new world to enterprise and ad¬
venture. By this stream the whole of e hltnerto un¬
known country u brought within the reach of steam
communication from -an Frmucisco. and when ttie Blare
and 8tnpe» shall flaunt at Ko t Yukon we may look for
mines of gold and eilver being discovered quite aa r ch
a* those further south. The fnra of thie country ere
wonderfully plentiful, and farm n raluabie and ex'eu-
a'.ve commerce both to lb? ftueetan aqj Brll)*b traders
That the Hudson Bay iwmpany <ian affbrd to transport
their merchandisa and suppliee overland from Hudson
Bay, or by way of St. Paul, and return their furs over
the same route, Is a startling evidence of the value of
the trade, because transportation over this long route
cannot cost less than $1 par pound. With the Knitch-
pelt open to steam navigation ten cents a pound from
San Krancisco would pay enormously.Cpoa the whole Russian-America, with Its dependen¬
cies, the islands attached to it, is a valuable country in
itself, viewed intrinsically. It Is not such a country as
Oregon or Washington in climate or soil; hot It has.
nevertheless, many sources of wealth.

in the southern part gold is kuown to exist. On Cop¬
per Ulna rive*, whence its name, there is copper,
though, as a matter of poller. the Russian-American
Company have not encouraged m'ning, because they
tdared that mining, even if successful, would soon
break up their monopoly of the fur trade and open the

The fisheries
alone are worth more to us than the whole co«t of the
country, and will repay a* In the future amply for the
investment l'be Immense population of Asia and the
islands of the Pacific will be good customers for our
surplus tlah, and will readily take all wo may have to
spare Timber for huildiug purposes is abuodaut and
convenient, saw mills will soon make the lumber trade a
source of great pr rill, not only for domestic use, hut
for export 10 Asia and the more southern Hands. Boat
and ship building can ho carried on profitably where
go .d timber is go abundant anil easily procured.

Whe.it, barley and oats can be
producod as far north as sixty degrees; gardens nourish
al ng the coast in the Russian settlements, producing
aM the vegetables requisite for domestic use.

It must always be remembered that the Pacific const
is much warmer than tbu Atlantic coa-t ol equal degrees.
Tbo isothermal line oTSitkrt (New Archangel) Is equal to
Nawfnundiand or St Petersburg That Is about forty
degreei to l'orty-five decrees of Fahrenheit; and the
mean of (he thermometer is as. retained to be forty live
dogreas four minutes; winter, thirty-four degrec3 seven
minutes, summer, fifty-six degreos two minutes.
Taking it thon as a whole, the country of Rutnian

America cannot be considered, as some would have it, a
dreary waste of glaciers, Icebergs, white hears and
walrus, und only fit for tbo Esquimaux and drinkers of
trntn oil.
One more article of commerce must not be lost sight

of; that Is, Ice On the islands there are many fresh
water lakes which afford an Inexhaustible supply of very
pure Ice. The trade In Ice so far has beon conducted
either by the Russian Amerlran Company or nnder

tlyi*tfcetr permit, consequently the Ice trade has not been
doreloped to sny great extent. This trade In the hands
«' Americans won Id soon grow to wonderful proportions,
for the reason that these lakos in Ru^lan America
supply tho only Ice suitable for shipment on the Pacific
north of the oquator I did not mention In order,
when speaking of the fisheries, that all the wav
north from Codtac to the Arctic whales are found
In great abundance. Codiao and Bristol Bay are
all whaling grounds, and many a New Englajft'
town owes its wealth to tho large catgj^ M
whales in Rarstan-American waters.

Since that time h|a unfortunate eMIdr-n, both
here and In Europe, hare conetanily Implored me to
wipe out the terrible stains which now cover the name
or their father. Though timee do not aeem propitious
fur obtaining full justice, yet, considering that man la
moriel, I will, liefore entering upon a perilous voyage,
perform my duty to thoeo innocent orphans and also to
myself.

I will now give a brief statement of the etnaee which
led to the arrest and execution of Capta n Wire in
April, 1M5, President Johnson Issued a proclamation
slating that, irora evidence li the possession of the
"Bureau of Military Justice, It appear-d that Jefferson
Davis was Implic ated In the asaaesination of Abraham
Llncula, and for that reason the President offbred
a reward of flOO 000 on the capture of the
then fugitlvo ex President of the Southern Con-
federacy That teatimoay has atnoe b»en found
to he entirely talis and a mere fabrication, and
the suborner i'onover is now under sentence in the jail
of this city, the two perjurers, whom he euboroed, bar¬
ing turned State evidence against him, while the indi¬
vidual b; whom Cooover was suborned ha® not yet bean
brought to Jostioei

Certain high and Influential enemies of Jefftoreon
Devi®, either then alreadv aware of the character of the
testimony of thorn witnesses, or not thinking their teal-
mony quite sufficient to hang Jeff Davie, expected to
find the wanting material In ths terrible mortality of
Cnlon prisoners st Andersonvllle Orders were Issued
accordingly to arrest a subaltern officer. Captain Wire, a

poor, friendless and wounded prisoner of war (he beiug
included In the surrender of General Johnston), and, b«-
sides, a foreigner bv birth. On the Tih <f
May he waa placed in the Old Capitol
prison at Washington, and from that time lie
greater part of the Northern press was busily engaged in
forming (he unfortunate man in the eyes of the Northern
people into such a monster that It became almost impts-
slble for him to obtain couneal. Even his oountrymeo,
tbe Swiss Consul General, publicly refused to accipt
monev to defray tho expensea of Urn trial. He was
doomed before he was beard, and oven Ibe pormisai >n
to be heard according to law was dented him. To In¬
crease tbe '.xcitomeut and g.ve uOlat to tho proceeding,
au l to inllame still mora the public mind, the trial to tic
place under the very dome of the capttol of the uailon.
A military commission, prosified over by one of the most
arbitrary and despotic generals In the country was
formed, and the paroled prlsoaor of tear, his wo-uida
si ill open, and so feeble that lie had to roolino during
tiie trial on a sofa, carried b -fore tbo same. How that,
trial was conducted the whole world knows. The euo-
mles of generality and humanity believed it then to be
a sure thing to got at Joff Davis.

TUorefnro, the flrat charge was that of conspiracy be¬
tween Wire, Jefferson Davis, SeJdon, Howeil Cobb, K
B. Winder and a number of others to kill the I'ui m
prisoners. The trial lasted for three months, but unfor¬
tunately for the bloodthirsty instigators not a partK-lo of
evidence was produced .showing tue exlcdeuce of such a
conspiracy ; yet Captain Wire was found guilty of that
charge! Having thne failed another effort was made,
tin the night before the execution of tho prisoner a Kilo¬
gram was sent to the Northern press Itom this city stat¬
ing that Wire bad undo important disclosures to(,«ncral
L. C. Baker, the woll known detective, implicating ./off
Davis, and that the confession would prohabiy >e given
to tho public.
