The government, though endeavoring to do their duty,
had mistaken it; for, bolieving that the settlement must
damage tbolr party, they had set themselves to minimize
that danger, and hence the numerous checks and coun¬
terpoises, particularly tbe stupendous blander of the
Duel vote, all of which must be abandoned.

Mr. H. Lima, though strongly oppor.d to the Dual
Vote.
