BurfWi Ttewa of Oar Naltoaal rtauct*.
The large redaction of oar national debt, ac¬

cording to Secretary McCullooh's figure*, with¬
in the last year, was the subject of remark by
Mr. Gladstone in the House of Commons
daring the debate on the British budget. He
made complimentary allusions to oar wonder-
ful resources, to the ease with which we hare
borne the burden of our enormous debt, and tho
wise policy of reducing that debt as soon and
as rapidly as possible. He sailed upon the
British government to follow our example in
tedacing Ms debt Then he says, referring to
this oountry, "The secret of their future power
Ues in the steady and rapid reduction of their
debt"
Now, while we hare reason to congratulate

ourselves on a great reduction of the debt
within the last year or eighteen months, we

¦mat not be misled by Secretary McCulloch's
figures, nor attribute this reduction to the
wrong cause. A considerable amount reduced
la In the non-interest bearing debt, which does
not actually lessen the harden of taxa¬
tion. Nor do we think it Ikcilitates the
payment of the debt by increasing relatively
that portion ot it bearing coin interest. The
abundance of money or an abundant currency
below the specie standard, has been the princi¬
pal cause of swelling the income of the Treas¬
ury, enabling the Secretary to pay off so much
of the debt, and not tbo management of Mr.
McCulloch. Indeed, if the Secretary had been
permitted to carry out his crude theories
unchecked by Congress our means would hare
been limited, the revenue would have been
much less, and the debt, consequently, would
not have been so much reduced. It Is, as we

.aid, an abundant and depreciated currency
that enabled us to reduce the debt to the
extent it has been reduced. Yet, strange to
say, the resumption theorists clamor for an

immediate return to specie payments. Every
one who can see beyond his nose, or who is
not incurably wedded to the bullionlst doc¬
trine, must be aware that if we could return
to specie payments to-morrow the means ot
the people would be greatly reduced, while
tite weight of the debt would be immensely
increased. Then, instead of a reduction of the
debt, we should find the revenue inadequate
to meet the interest and current expenses of
the government The chances are that the
people would groan under the weight and
soon begin to mutter repudiation. No; the
true policy is to pay off the debt with an
abundant and depreciated currency, and not
attempt to force resumption till that is accom¬

plished, or, at least, until the greater portion
of the debt is liquidated. If Secretary McCul¬
loch will eadsavor to do this, instead of unduly
contracting the currency and Increasing that
portion of the debt bearing coin interest, be
frill then merit the praise both of foreign
statesmen and our own people.
