aidered by the uncertain Senators and rejected; then
Allen, formerly secretary of Comptroller Haws, was

pressed for the position; but be was finally withdrawn,
and through Senator Nye's Influence Mr. Franklin is
left in his snug berth. No action has been taken on the
nomination for New York Naval Officer; so the President
may appoint whom he pleases until next December.

Plight af Politicians and Office Seekers.
The exodus of politicians, legialatlve jobbers and can¬

didates for offloe, has commenced. So long as the Senate
remained in session bnt little diminution could be ob¬
served in the assemblages of these classes of Washington
residents, because hope still whispered encouragement
tn behalf of each and every darling scheme that pro.
mined future glory or a goodly harvest of greenbacks.
The proceedings of the Senate to-day, however, in¬
dicates no further postponement of the recess, and the
sadden termination to the exciting and fascinating
game of offloe-fllling has created a commotion
among the government policy dealers that has caused an
unusual number of trunks and valises to find their way
to the depots and steamboat landings. To say the least
ef It, the members of the lobby have Aad a brilliant
¦eaeon. In the work of Ailing official vacancies alone a
fruitful field has been found for enterprisiug operators.
The disparity of views existing between the nominating
and confirming powers, as to the fitness and deserts of
Candidatee, has afforded a wide opening for the exercise
ef political influence, end even when a candidate has re -

ceived tbe joyful intelligence of his confirmation he has
sometimes discovered that he had been "reckoning with¬
out his host," by finding that bis confirmation had been
**reoonsidered," and another man was carrying off the
eommimion that should have been filled out for him.

Colored Vote for the Undlcnls.
The Tax bill, providing for the payment of the Interest

on the Slate debt, passed both houses of the Virginia
Legislature to-day, and la now a law The following are
the main features of the billReal estate, not exempt
from taxation, thirty cents on every hundred dollars of
assessed value; male persona not exempt by bodily in¬
firmity, sixty cents; personal property, thirty centa on

every hundred dollars ; on all salaries in excess of $1,000,
one per cent per annum; on the gross earnings of all
railroads and canals, two-fifths of one per cent; on the
gross earnings of all express companies In the State, one

per cent for each quarter; on the dividends declared by
banks and insurance companies, five per cont on
the amount declared; on foreign Insurance
companies, two per cent on the premiums
received. Merchants, commission merchants, and
all the professions, are also taxed, the Ux on liquor
dealers being one hundred dollars if by wholesale and
forty if by retail. On the manufacturers of ardent
spirits thirty dollars, and on all malt liquors
twsnty-flve dollars On thoatros six dollars for
eaab week of any performance; allows and
circusses ten dollars each show, and five per cent on
gross receipts. This bill Is also intended to defray the
expenses of a Convention to be held In Richmond In
September next, when It is supposed the registration
will have been completed, and elections will have been
held under the terms of the military bills and the order
of General Schofleld.
Since the adjournment of the radical Virginia colored

convention the question of the negro vote in that state
has been the subject of earnest discussion.
Hopes are still entertained by prominent South¬
ern politicians that the nogro vote will be
conservative on the whole. This opinion Is, however,
dissented from by many, who aver that the entire >tate
has been canvassed by emissaries in the radical interests
This has not been done by moans of public meetings,
issuing handbills, or any or the ordinary modes of po¬
litical canvass, but agents, both negro and white, have
been travelling through the remote portions of the state,
and have had personal Interviews with every colored
voter, in which the negro has been pledged to vote radi¬
cally. Secret societies, maintained by the radicals, Is
another measure adopted by that party to inevitably se¬
cure the colored vote in Virginia. It Is still doubtful
which Influence will prevail.

THE NEW HERALD BUILD1NQ.

SKETCHES OP THE ARTISTS.

The following are brief sketches of the gentlemen who
were engaged in the erection of the new H«uui Build*
log:.

The Architect.
JoH* Ktuxtw, to whose skilMu design the symmetry

and completeness of the new building are due, has bee n

for some yean especially Identified with the progress of
classicism In American art, and has probably suooeeded
more felicitously In plans of this order than any New York
builder.

Mr. Kellum won hie spurs as a knight of the pencil
and a master of constructive art through some contro¬
versy In regard to the building of Mo-sra. Ball At Black,
on Broadway, of which the plaua were drawn by him.
some rather minute calculations in regard to the weight
of the several floors in determining the relative hulk of
material neccwsary to support them having elicited con¬

siderable discussion among members of the profession,
and given rise to seemingly plausible objections from
those wko had been accustomed to calculato tho weight
to be supported, and the material necessary to its solid
support, with lam mathematical nicety than
tho draughtsman or tho designs. By objections
of this sort the work on the building
was stopped and some delay occurred, though, upon duo
explanation and demonstration of the validity of hie
reasonings on tha part of the young professional,
the work was soon resumed and the ouildlng completed.
With csnslderable invention and unusual powers of
calculation the success of Mr. Kellum was a cer¬

tainty fsom the beginning, and It is not a matter of won¬
der to Qid his name inoro closely identified with the
progress of tho metropolis then tho name of any other
¦ingle artist. The finest business edifices In this city.
particularly thorn latterly erected, of which the estab¬
lishment of H. Ik Clafltn & Co , may be taken as an ex¬

ample.are duo to a happy hit of his in the application
oi the essential elements of the Grecian to buatuem pur¬
poses; and that this style will gradually work its way
into general favor is sufficiently obvious from the fact
that it combines UkUefuIncas with utility to a greater
extent than any other which has yet been Introduced,
and canuot, therefore fall of popularity, unlem super¬
seded by some more telicltous adaptation.
Of adaptation of the classical to the purposes of mod¬

ern civilization, tbe new Court House, tho drawings of
which are due to Mr. Kellura's fertility of luveutlon, is
probably, tho beet example in New York city, aod,
though modelled upon the principled set forth in the
trcatlso of Palladio, has some originality of offset, being
far less servllo than the Uirard Cdlego or tbe Philadel¬
phia Custom House. In this building Mr. K. has adopted
the Romau-Cormtbiau column lu all its proportions;
and, though tho remainder of tho budding Is in the man¬
ner ol Palladio, the portico has cerialnlv no superior as
an example of Corinthian in the United J-iatos.if
Girard College, the columns of which are copied from
those of tbe monument of I.y siorates be excepted.
Stewart's new building, corner of Thirty-fourth street
and Fifth avenuo, the lower story of which is very pure
Corinthian, forms another of the unique triumphs of
Mr. Kellum In the adaptation of design to location, and,
when completed, will probably present th i ren xunince
In l.s utmost susceptibility to harmony and grandeur of
effect.

In the new Herald Budding, which Is ornate Italian,
with windows in tbe manner of Palladio.a building
which bears a closer resemblance to the new Louvre, at
Paris, than, perhaps, to any other edifice known to the
travelling public.tbe difficulty occasioned by the a-: per-
Imposition of several stories has been feliottiousiy
masked, and thus, in effect, overcome "by the use of so

simple a device as tbe Mansard roof; thus imbuing the
building with a certain Ionicism of grace and
loftiness, which, without tbe devtee of the
Mansard roof, would have bon uttterly unat¬
tainable. Without being Ionic, and being, In flact, or-

nato Italian, the Hxrald Building In point of effect la
very felicitously Imbued with the Ionic feeling.and
this, Indeed, without tbe Introduction of any one dis¬
tinctive feature or tbe Ionic anatomy. The use of the
Mansard roof affords tbe key to this attaining of Ionic

Jrace and loftiness without tbe Introduction of elaborate
onto devices; snd to this happy bit of Invention erlucs

ascribe tbe unique harmony and grace of the edifice,
which la rather unsurpassable in these qualities. Mr.
Kellum la now engaged upon tho designs ofA T. Hiewart'a
projected building, to occupy the whole block now oocti-

plod by his large retail store, corner of Broadway and
ElevenLb street, Oonptl's gallery and a vera! othes build¬
ings, and covering saveral acres of ground.

Mr. Kellum la about fifty years of age, self-cultured to
a great extent, and began life aa a civil engineer, becom¬
ing anally a builder and afterwards a designer. He is
reckoned by critics the best master of rauiime: and
classicism in Amorten. and baa succeeded passably (a
Tudor Gothic, especially In the conatrnctton of aevaiml
elegant villas In the vicinity of New York.

Mr. Kellum's office Is located at IT* Broadway, when,
la connection with bla business, he employe several or
oar best draughtsman. He baa amassed a largo fortune
in his profession, though in sppearanoe be baa still tbe
bale, hearty, English sppearanoe of a man of leisure.
Mr. K has done more for the progrese of tho classical
Italian in building than any living compner.

Tha BaUdera
were Messrs. Stuart * Smith, one of the oldest firms
in this city, both gentleman being consequently
of luge experience in connection with the heal
draughtsmen, and especially te ocnneotUn wtth John
Kdffiass, a«w to the van as a master of his ait.
gentleman have latterly been
tar some of the finest buUdtoga erected
being crested hi Mew York, having
knighted in their trade In eannaotlen with
the very extensive building ef Ctaflia, MeBen
k Co. Subsequently proposals warn received by
them from A T. Stewart to take the responsibility of
the maaon work In tbe erection ef the new marble
edifioe, coiner of Fifth avenue and Thirty-fourth street,
upon which they have bean engaged for several years,
and which la reputed to be, aa to Its masoo work, one
of tho moat solid and thoroughly durable structures In
the metropolis A great part of their work for the peat
five years baa barn done after the designs of Mr. Kellum,
in connection with whom they ooniracted with James
Gordon Bennett for tho work in their department on tho
new building, now tbe residenee of the Now Yoax
HnuLD, which they reckon among their masterpiece!
of finished elegance and solidity.
Those gentlemen have been engaged In business about

twenty years, within which time they have erected
several of the noblest structures which now ornament
tbe city, having tbeir office at No. Ill Weat Thirty-
third street, and regularly employing from one to two
hundred men.

The Irww Work.
The Iron work has been supplied by the old firm of

J. B.AW. W. Cornell, who have, In connection with
this building, won a triumph in the application of Iron
to tha art of building. Tbe Messrs. Cornell are proprie¬
tor* of the largest, moot extensive and moat thoroughly
equipped works in tha United Mates for the construction
of fireproof buildings. The firm was founded in 1847,
when tho two brothers (J. H. and W. W. Cornell), having
served the duly appointed apprenticeship of seven yean
to tbe trade, began business with a small capital, employ¬
ing at first only on# man and a boy; though they now
employ not leas than five handled persona and occupy
wtth their foundrice and workshops about twenty-six
lots of ground of ordinary building aim Tho original
manufactory la mealed la Ceetm street, upon which It
has a front of two hundred feet, extending back a dis¬
tance of one hundred feat Tbe naw foundry.sad bow
the principal oae owned by this firm.erected la lfifiT,
la located la Twenty-sixth street, between Tenth aad
Eleventh avenues, aad Is in arm four hundred aad
tweety-lve fact by one hundred, aad la height from
oee to foar stories. The moulding Boor aloae has a

superficial arm of fifteen thousand square feet.

Sevan-¦¦were the United States Custom House,¦
nab, Georgia, aad the Sea Atlantic Mutual Insu¬
rance building. But the new Hhulb Budding la
reckoned among the latest and moat perfect examples of
the application of Iron to the art of construction.
Among the principal bnlldlagn tho iron work of which
baa been supplied by this firm are the following:.

Tbe Baglaeerlag and Oae Fitting
have been iuperia.endel by Mr «f. K. Thomas, a gentle¬
man who has considerable experience in connection
with the building of Iron elada, and oae who has boon
long known as an able, lavsatlre and skilful engineer,
having filled wtth credit te himself venous positions of
responsibility and trust. Havlag served a regular, ap¬
prenticeship with Isaac and Beth Adams ef Boston, to

whom he «u apprenticed at tbe age of sixteen, remsin-
ing with them five yeara anil three mouths, his Orel
position of trust (in 184U an>i 1850) was the superintend¬
ing of the couttruction of the engtme of the United
States steamer Saraoac, after which he removed to

Montgotnory, Ala , and was employed as superintendent
of the Winier Iron Works, in which position he remained
until 1862. During the last mentioned year Mr. T.
removed to this State, aud was employed as superin¬
tendent of Starbnck'a Iron Works, in rroy, remain¬
ing lor eighteen mouths, until thI turning of the build¬
ings in 1*64 About this time, and soon after the
burmug of the works of u s employor, tue young engi¬
neer returned to New York city, where he soon
found himself installed as draughtsman and
¦upermteudeul of repairs for the Collius lino of
steamships, tu which capacity he served live and
a half years. While at the Novelty Works, where for a
short time he was foreman of the shop, he projected the
celebrated air and steam looomotivo. After leaving the
employ of the Collins Company, Mr T. was the recipient
or a proposition from Messrs Nasan & Dodge, 01 Ik-ek-
ntan street, in whose employ he remained until the
breaking out of tbe war, when he bocam > identified with
Captain John Ericsson in tbo construction of the monl-
tors, and acted for some time as that gentleman's super¬
intending engineer. In this capacity he was idenutl d
with tho construction of (he Patapsco, Sangamon and
Lehigh, which last be delivered at the Hampton Roads,
and received In reward for his services tho appointment
of local inspector of Irou-clad war steamers from tba
Hon. Gideon Welles, and was Immediately ordered to
Philadelphia to oversee the construction of the light
draught monitor Yazoo. Before this vessel was com¬
pleted. however, Mr. Thomas resigned in favor of a pro¬
position fTom W. Perrino, of Williamsburg, to superin¬
tend tho building of tbo light draught monitor Nabuc,
after which he was called by Messrs. Haughwout k
Co. to superintend the steam-warming of the Vitssar
College at Poeghkeepsie. Soon after, Mr. Thomas re¬
moved to Portland, M*. where bo was omployod in
tho construction of the Wasaoc, subsequently returning
to New York and engaging with John Aahcroft as super¬
intending engineer, whoae employ ho left to favor of
a proposition from James Gordon Bennett, Jr., to super¬
intend the steam and gas fitting of tbe new Hkkald
Building. This gentleman is forty-tour years old, and
boa won bis spurs as a scientific and practical engineer

The Decorative Marble Work
was committed to the firm of Messrs. Fisher k Bird,
whose skill as artists in marble has been employed in
fashioning tbe ornamentation of tbe new building.
These gentlemen are tbe sons and successors of tbe
members of the firm of tbe same name which was
founded in 1831 and occupied as a workshop a small build¬
ing at the oorner of Broome and Elisabeth streets.
There were at that time only six marble workshops in
New York, where there are now about seventy-five. In
1834 Fisher k Bird (the elders) removed to the Bowery,
corner of Houston street, then North street, above which
the country was at that time no more than a vacant,
unsettled farm land; and in 1869 the buildings now

occupied by the firm, from 97 to 103 Houston
street, were built and fitted up with all ap¬
pliances of steam power for the sawing,
smoothing, turning and polishing of marble. Tbo firm
has, consequently, been In existence Uilrty-aix years,
and has become more thoroughly identified with de¬
coration in marble of American pattern and manufac¬
ture than perhaps any other existing firm. During the
above period, theso gentlemen have extended their
business into every department of marble work, from
tbe cutting of headstones, tablets and monuments to
the more elaborate fashioning of statuary and orna¬
mental work in stone.
The New Orlvans Custom House, which may be con¬

sidered one of the most elaborately decorated buildings
In America, shipped tbe whole of >ts marble work from
the manufactory of this firm; and nearly every one
of the leading hotels in New York Is adorned with spe¬
cimens of their handiwork.with the exception, per-
baps, of the Fifth Avenue. Among these may be men¬
tioned tho following:.Metropolitan Hotel. Hoffman
House, New York Hotel, Kennord House, Cleveland,
Ohio; Brevoort House, New York; Ruseell House, De¬
troit; Imperial Hotel, Now Orleans.

The Deeerative Wood Work
was designed and executed by Mr. J. W. Vandewater,
to whose skin and Invention are to be aaertOed the de¬
signs of the interior decorative wood-work. He has long
stood at the head of his profession as a decorative
designer In wood, having, perhaps, carried the art to a
greater degree of perfection than any person In America.
The biography of Mr. Vandewater Is, therefore, to an
unusual extant, tbo biography of the deooratlve art in
New York. Few buildings on Broadway we without
some specimens of his handiwork, and the interior
decoration of a large number of the finest business
edifices on that thoroughfare is dun altogether
in point of art design to his fertility of invention.

It has been to the study of the art sa an art that the
attention of Mr. Vaadewater has been mostly directed,
and hence his success in having engrafted upon simpli¬
city of design.for all true Invention la necessarily aim-

.the utmost attainable variety of eOhet without
irrerit and without infringing upon the limits of the

grotesque. Among his principal and most felicitous de¬
signs In interior deooratlnn have been those of the fol¬
lowing named buildings:.Security Fire Insurance, Man¬
hattan Fire Insuranoe. Phoenix Insurance, dun Mutual
Insurance, Atlantic Mutual Insurance, Mew York Life
Insurance, and Clinton Insuranoe Companies; Park
Bank, Market Bank, City Bank, Empire Bank, North
River savlaflfBaak, and First National Bmfc, Galves¬
ton, Texas; buildings of the Delaware and mHSnu Canal
Osaapany, and those of the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western Railroad Company. This last brought him into
competition with Moeae Taylor and others, and estab¬
lished hia supremacy as a decorative dsataaor in wood.
Some time ago Mr. Vandewater received and filled

an order Area the Hon. William H. Howard, for the manu¬
facture of several eaaee made of native wood far the
purpose of suitably oaaketlng several presents to Queen
Victoria, the Impner Napoleon III. and the Csar of
Russia: and his last work of eminence.and that upon
which ns stakas his reputation as a master of design.nan
been the designing and execution of the decorative wood
work of the now Hbsald Building, a work la which ha
claims to hava exeshod, in felicity of combination and
delicacy and harmony of blooding, any work of tbs
kind now in existence in the United States.

Mr. Vaadewater claims, also, the origination of the
idea of applying to woods to be used in hia art wuat is
tanned the natural drying process, by which, equalizing
the evaporation, the whole rubric and fibre of the material
is caused to shrink in unison, thus attaining the double
advantage of securing the greatest possible compactness
without liability to warp and crack, and the utmost
susceptibility to delicacy of polish.

Mr. Vaodewatar was born December 18, 1834, at
Hempstead. L. L, and la of an old Holland family;
apprenticed to Benjamin Newhouse in Hudson street,
and began business at 63 Ann street about fifteen years
ago; was nearly ruined In 1861, but succeeded In re¬
covering from the financial shock, sad la now doing a

heavy business in bis profession; was the recipient o( a
proposition to submit designs tor the decorative interior
work of the bow Hkkalu bnldiug In December, In 1H9S,
and submitted a series of designs whtcb. with somo
little modification, were accepted, and tha acceptance of
which gave him indisputably the foremost position in
America as a master of decorative design; Is engaged
in business at HO Ann street, and employs about fifty
men In connection with his peculiar mode of manufac¬
ture.

Tha Wnd Work.
John Fowler, who has superintended the carpenter

work of the new building, has bean loag known as a
master of hia baslnem among builders In this city,
being not only foremost in hia profession, but having
ha d considerable experience as a draughtsman and de¬
signer. Mr. Fowler !. a native of Now York, bavlag
learned his trade here, and was originally foreman Co f
John N. Trimble, who will be reoolleeted aa the builder
of several of our leading theatres, and reputedly tha
moat thorough master of this department of the art
In America. In this capacity Mr. Fowler superintended
the construction of the Broadway theatre, of Winter
Garden and other celebrated places of retort among
our metropolitan pleasure seekers. In 1866 Mr. Fowler
resigned hia position aa foreman of Mr. Trimble's bu¬
siness and assumed tha responsibility of business tor
hlmaslf, having since than become favorably known to
draughtsmen aa aa able sod efficient eeooader of their
efforts at symmetrical eonstruotlon, and n work¬
man of Judgment and rsltability. During
the oouree of hia business career Mr.
Fowler baa superintended the carpentry work Of the
following balldlags.Broadway theatre, Winter Garden,
Hbsald Building.and numerous rsaldoucas of more or
Mas magnificence, under various draughtsmen, tbongh
largely in oononctioa with Mr. Kailaim. Favorably
known for the superior finish and durability of his work,
Mr. Fowler received and accepted proposals from James
Gordon Bennett, Jr., in apply the knowledge,and expe¬
rience gathered through long service, la connection with
tbe beat draughtsmen and builders In this city, tn lbs
construction of the new Hksald Building.the conse¬
