Fall particulars regarding the late misunderstanding

President Mosquera and tbe Colombian Con-
have been received. Tbe rumon of tbe incipient

war between the two factions were much exaggerated.
Oongieaa was undoubtedly coerced into obedience by the
President, bat the Btory of tbe arrest and imprisonment
sf sixty-eight Congressmen was a malicious falsehood.
The circumstances leading to the rupture between the

two parties, and tbe subsequent settlement of tbe dilfl-
cnlty, may be told as follows:.On tbe lltb of March,
after much discussion in tbe Senate, a law was passed
regulating tbe action of the national government in the
civil conflicts of States. Tbis law exacted that upon all
oocasions tbe troops of tbe general government should
refrain from interfering in the quarrels of tbe States
themselves, and that the national government should in
times of revolution maintain Its relations with tbe con¬
stitutional government of any State until the authority
of such government became totally lost.
In answer to this, on the 14th of March, the President

nent a message to Congress, declaring the act to be un¬
constitutional and tending to throw the States into a
miserable condition of anarchy. He reviewed at length
the results likely to arise if this law were carried out;
stated the Inability of certain members to sit in Con.
frem and the well known insanity of others, and con¬
cluded by announcing his fixed resolve to sever all con¬
nection between Congress and himself. In pursuance of
this determination, on the same day be issued a procla¬
mation declaring that communication with Congress bad
ceased and decreeing that in this condition or affairs it
became necessary to put In force the ninety -first article
®f the constitution giving the President the power of
condemning to death.
This proposition of Mosquera' seoms to have had the

desired effect, lor on the 16th of March the decree was

mspended, at the earnest solicitation of several public
men whose opinion "It was the duty of the President to
defer to." On the same day the following "agree¬
ment" was made between Congress and the President:.

against the Spanish flag, and If her captain succeeds la
eluding the vigilance of the Spanish then of-war she
will play sad havoc with colonial commerce. The
steamer Montezuma, plying between Havana and Aspin-
wall, Is already marked for capture, and tbe knowledge
of this tact reaching the Coban authorities has Induced
a ccasoleM watchfulness on tbslr part. It Is understood
that the Rayo will sail ondsr Bolivian colors, instead of
Peruvstn or Chilean, for what reason I cannot surmise.

*. President Mart*, of Panama, in view of the impend¬
ing invasion of the State by the forces of Level do Goda,
baa issued his proclamation calling out the militia to the
number of two thousand. From this it is understood
that Goda will be opposed from the time lie sets foot on
the Isthmus shores, and the same document foreshadows
the declaration of independence by the State. The call
to arms, however, has not been responded to with
remarkable alacrity by the sons of liberty inhabiting
the country. On the contrary, they seem to be rather
alow in enrolling themselves, and a little draft may have
to be reaorted to in order to HI) the quotas of tha differ¬
ent districts. A provost marshal of foar years' expe¬
rience, from the "Htatee," might find lucrative employ-
ment In this direction.
The United States Consulate, Panama, Is rather Irre¬

gularly 'occupied just now, owing partially to the
refusal of the Senate to confirm the nomination# to tha
offloa. When Consul Llttia died, Vice Consul Gamble
aseamed charge of the office, but that gentleman being
in rather delicate health he was compelled to leave the
Isthmus. The office Is thus irregularly left In charue
or the clerk, Mr. Hicks; meanwhile we quite despair of
the arrival of real, legally appointed Consul, until 'a
better understanding is arrived at between the President
and the .Senate.
The steamer Golden Age, from San Franotaco, arrived

to-day, with the Japanese Commissioners, en mute tor
New York. The same steamer also brought a few tons
of China freight, which crosses the Isthmus as "fast."

Mr. Edward Hose, an off! er of tbo Panama Railroad
Company, died on the 13th instant of fever. The deceas¬
ed was born In Smyrda. Asia Minor, of English parents,
and went to the United States during the progress of tbo
rebellion. Enlisting as a private soldier, he subsequent¬
ly attained the position ot brevet captain. He was soon
afterwards ordered to duty on the staff of Major General
Potter, where he remained fighting nobly for the Union
cause until the overthrow of the rebellion. Just before
his death he had received news of his appointment to a
lieutenancy in the regular array, and was preparing to
join bit regiment, when death stepped in and cut him
off at the early age of twenty-three.

THE PENALTY OF CRIME.
A Double Execution In Georgia.Visit to the
Cells ot the Condemned.AOecting Scenes at
the Jail and at the Gallowe.Laat Words of
the Doomed Men« Ac.

rFrom the Savannah Republican, April 19.]
We were courteously shown through the jail yoster-

day afternoon by Mr. Waring Bussoll, who permitted us
to Indulge in conversation with the two convicted mur¬
derers, Jack Dortch alias Jewett, and Moses Bayfield,
both of whom. It will bo remembered, were tried ba
fore his honor Judge Fleming at the January term of
the Superior Court, for the commission of one of the
most brutal and cold blooded murders that we have
been called upon to record.

After a prolonged and exciting trial, during which the
most overwhelming proof was Introduced, the Jury
brought In a verdict of "guilty," the evldeuce proving
clearly the guilt of the accused. The sentence of death
was pronounced by Judge Fleming, that tbe unfortunate
men be bung by tbe neck until dead, on tbe 19th day
of April, between the hours of four and ten o'clock A M.
Tbe following brief outlines of the murder,"as taken

from tbe witnesses testifying, will convey a slight im¬
pression of its enormity. An innocent, Qnoifend-
ing citizen, Mr. ' Henry i^eccinger, a farmer
of Effingham county, while baiting with his
wagon on the Louisville rood, near the Augusta budge.

yfleld'a neck was instantly broken, nothing but a
perceptible quiver in one or the legs, immediately after
the fail, denoting that life was left. So sudden had
been his death, that even his hands remained clasped
behind him. Jewett apparently had a harder strug¬
gle. In falling the slack of the rope became entangled
In his arms, and he swung around several times before
he fell. In attempting to reach np at the rope
around hie neck, be loosened the rope behind his
arms and fell. His sufferings did not last long,
although the knot worked around to the back of the
neck, instead of remaining in Its intended place, be¬
hind the ear. A few spasmodic jerks of the tegs were
the only signs he showed. They remained hanging
about twenty-five minutes, when they were cut down
and their bodies placed in coffins which were lying near.
The body of Bayfield was turned over to his relatives,
and that or Jewett was taken charge of by the Kev.
Father Victor for interment.

Princes and people in the interior, who regard the foot¬
print of the foreigner as a desecration to their sacred
soil, and especially until, by means of the ports now
open, the resources of the country are better developed
than at present and its products more freely offered for
sale, the opening of a new iiort will be merely an open-
log for * mere expenditure without any
turn. They maintain that the import trade of Yoko

Kong and Yokohama, to connect at the latter port with
the big sbipe for San Francisco. This arrangement
might appear objectionable, perhaps, on account of
transferring of cargo; but as tbe freight is valuable and
in small parcels, only a few hours will bo required in
the transhipment.less than the time necessary for re¬
plenishing the coal bunkers of a ship from Hong Kong
before starting for San Francisco.

This arrangement, then, will facilitate rather than de¬
lay the passage; besides the large ships will avoid the
typhoons of the China Sen, which must be encountered
at certain seasons of the year.
The first of the big ships, the Great Repnblic, it is

understood will leave New Y'ork for Japan and San
Francisco about tbe middle of May, via Cape of Good
Hope; the second ship, the Celestial Empire, will follow
about the first of July.

SENATOR WILSON'S SOUTHERN TOUR.

lie ffpeaks to Uto Negroes of Rich¬
mond.

Six Thousand Colored Fellow Citizens
Assembled to Hear Him.

SPECIAL TELEGBAM TO THE HERALE
Richmond, Va, April 22, 1867.

The colored population of Richmond and the vicinity
assembled in large numbers this evenlog on the Capitol
Square, to see and hear Senator Wilson of Maas ichusetta
The whites assembled also, but in relatively small num¬

bers. The blacks encamped on and around the base of
the equestrian statue, and the whites on the steps of
the northwest portion of the CapitoL The space be¬
tween was neutral ground, where the whites and the
blacks moved around, smoked, and got up side discus¬
sions. The air was sultry'and dusty, the blacks looked
triumphant and Jolly, and the whites crest fallen and
careworn. But no unpleasant incident occurred.
About half-past Ave o'clock there wis a movement

from the monument to the Capitol, headed by Hunnt-
cutu If that name be not familiar in tbe United States
It certainly la In Riohmond and throughout Virginia.
It belongs to a fighting parson who has turned editor,
and who aspires to be tbe real Moses of tbe people who
were in bondage, and who believes In the biblical ex¬

ample of spoiling the Egyptians. He is, consequently,
very popular with the blacks, and proportionately hate¬
ful to the whites of the Old Dominion. As he moved
towards the Capitol a body guard of black men moved
with him, and the rest of the people followed. They
bad ascertained that the speaking would be from the
etepe of the portico, not from the monument.
Soon after Senator Wilson made his appearance at the

head of the steps. He was accompanied by Governor
Plcrpont. Several members of tbe State Legislature
were also near him. There were present at tbe time
some six thousand colored people, men, women and
children, and some two or three hundred white people.
Governor Pierpont In a tew words Introduced the Mas¬

sachusetts Senator. The colored people cheered him.
but not very enthusiastically. Soma white men joined
in the cheers, but the great majority were eileut and
looked sullen. .

If the people wer<> in¬
dulging in the illusion tbai the Supreme Court would aid
them, thoy were aadly mist.iKon. Aa yet no progress
has been made save the issuing of subj icnas, and the
permission to file the bill. Time will he occupied by
the usual demurrers, picas and answers, which will
take at least two terms of the court. U hml been credi¬
bly informed that there was business enough before the
Supreme Court to occupy it Tor two years, and the
Georgia bill would have to take its regular turn, as tho
other cases would not be postponed to the prejudice of
the parties engaged. It would bo at least three or Ave
years before a final Judgmunt could bo rendered, and
then, he thought, it would bo dismissed, with great ex¬
pense to Georgia.
The present military bill was a compromise between

the more conservative and the more radical of tbe
present domiuant party, aud Its rejection would result in
a blending of tbe entire party, which would be followed
by tbe extreme measures of general disfranchisement
and continuation.
A great deal has been said in regard to my action, said

Governor Brown, imputing it to n desire to save my
property. But as I know my own heart, a nobler object
prompted me. Evon admitting that. Congress says
it sball be done, and can I help it? Is it In t bettor
to save my property than to gratify my prejudice? I
sympathized with you, for you had honored me, and I
sought your good. While In Washington no one know
of tbe writing of my letter to you. It was tbe bonest
conviction* of my heart. I don't want your vote*. I'll
never need them, although I am thankful for th« favors
you hare shown mo. What I do for you I consider lor
your good. At the close of the war we had
hut two alternatives.to leave tho country or
to assist in restoring it I would sav to tho
fault tinders, you ncojd not stay; tho ports of
other countries are open to you. 1 have acceded to tho
decision of the sword, and have sworn to maintain and
support the constitution. The parole of every soldier
demands bis support to the couutry. We must take
facts as they come, and took to our best interests. I'eacc.
harmony and prosperity can only be obtained by a rapid
reconstruction, and the consequent development of our
natural resources. We need labor and capital, but wo
never can have thorn until tho prejudices of our people,
which will not even admit of cordiality to Northerners,
are extinguished. Such a course Is ruinous Every
man with labor and capital is the friend of Georgia Our
only impediment to prosperity Is our prejudices and
passions. Millions of capital In the North is awaiting
Investment in tne South, but la withheld on account of
the unsettled political state. You m ist reconstruct
upon the preeent plan, or do it upon a worse one. Upon
the adoption of this amendment, Congress Is pledged by
tho language of the bdl to admit yon to representation,
provided you send delegates who can take the test oath.

lie then addressed the blacks in a few brio! remarks,
reminding them of the great responsibilities which had
been placed upon them, and cautioning them to consult
their Intercuts in their selection of representatives.
They mast oonsalt the white man and make htm a
friend. He endeavored to Impress upon ttioir minds the
necessity of educating themselves and ttieir ciuldreu,
and an obedience to the law* Select aucb men as have
yonr interests at heart and who will work for your good.
We should tie ready, he said, resuming his remarks to

the white portion of tne assemblage, to have our dol '-

gates ready for admission at tho next Congro.-a The
country can never be prosperous while the States ro-
main unrepresented. Let us pay the taxes which the
North bear, and then let us have the benefits therefrom.
We will have at least twenty mors reproventatlves In
Congress. Let the South bo true to herself, and all will
court her. Reconstruct.on is our only relief; it Is tho
only relief from general disfranchisement; tho relief
from poverty, the relief from a liuanc al crisis in tho
North, the only relief to the entire country, and will
place us on our march to peace, greatness, prosperityand power.
The following resolutions wore then adopted:.

ing assembled, having heard the views of Mr. Joseph tt.Brown, ex-Governor of Georgia, do hereby cordially thunkhim for the klndneaa of aceeptiug the invitation of a number
of our citizens to addreaa us.

THE REGISTRATION OF VOTERS IN SOUTH CAROLINA.
Governor Orr Calls for the Lint of Prrnooo
W illing and Able to Act no Registering Of¬
ficers.

Cmhlkstom, 8. C., April 22. 1807.
Governor Orr has addressed a circular to the sheriffs

of the State suggesting the naming of suitable persons
as registers under the Reconstruction acL He states
the qualifications required, with the prescribed oolh, and
ths names thus collected are to be furnished to General
Sickles. The circular concludes as follow*:.

I cannot too earnestly impress upon you the impor¬
tance of promptly acting upon the request contained in
this communication, and of transmitting your answer at
the earliest day practicable. If an earnest and energetic
etTort is not made to procure the services of trustworthy
citizens to dlschargo these respective duties, they will
be porformod by strangers, who may not have a correct
appreciation of tho wants of the community.

Arrival at St. Thomas af aa Americas Bark
la Distress Lades with War Material for
Pvra-Tws Mpaslsh War Teasels frsm
Parts Rico Watchlag Her. dec.

St. Thomas, April 7, 1807.
The American bark Patmos cleared from ths New

York Custom House on ths 1Mb of Mareh with general
merchandise for Calico, Peru, end to-day entered this
port with her cargo, consisting of shells, bombs,
cannon, sheets of Iron for Iron-clsds, fifteen inch gam,
Ac. In feet a full cargo of munition* or war for tho
Peruvian government. The vessel la la distress, having
thrown overboard n number of loaded shell and can-

ulster to hghtsa her. Present consignee, the American
Vic* Consul.
The Spanish Consul has despatched n vessel to the

Captain General of Porto Rico, for n Spanish man-of-
war, and from current report has requested the Governor
of the Island to detain the cargo, as It Is to he used
against Spain. The vessel Is loaded with about 1,000
tons, consisting altogether of articles contraband of
war.

Mr. John G Walker, of Tennessee, was appointed by
the President Consul of St Thomas, on ths Mlh October,
1806, and has spent on the island *6 bis post but thres
months from that date, having bad oomlnued leave of
absence from the President, and from preeent
appearances will serve out his whole term si
home, to the great detriment of Ameri¬
can merchants, except those partners of
tb* commercial house of the preeent Vice Consul, as it is
s custom of the firm to leave the partner that resides
bore as Vice Consul while the other Is absent, thus con¬
trolling a majority of tho American vessels by making
use of the phrass "that their commercial house is ths
American Consulate."
