The Validity of a Will Granting the Income
of $150,000 of Real Estate to the Widew
of the Late Presidest John Tyler—-Argue
suments, Testimony, &co.

At the Supreme Court, in Richmond county, Staten

Inland, yesterday morning, before Hon. Johm A. Lott,
Presiding Judge, and Assoclate Justices H. B. Motcalf,
Thos, Elliott and Blake Hilller, the Gardiner will case—
