THE FRENCH IBMY.
General Cbangarnler an the Reorganization
Waa-HI* Opinion of Hadowa.A Well
Formed Woll Limbed Infantry Against Mil-
Itary Railroads and Rifled Cannon, Ac.

The new number of the Revue dee Deux Mondee con¬

tains "A word on the reorganization of the army," by
a writer whose unaccustomed signature cannot fall to
insure the article maby readers. General Changamier,
who has stood absolutely aloof from politics since bis
arrest on December 2, 1851, thinks the present "alarm¬
ing stats of Europe" calls upon him, as an old goneral,
once a martinet "and difficult to satisfy, but in whom
the army recognizes a devoted servant of Franco,
and a passionate votary of their glory," to break
silence end give bis opinion. Although ho dis¬
claims any intention of systematic opposition, the
aim and scope of his article is to show that the
measure proposed by the Imperial government
would be at once costly, oppressive and inefficacious. His
opening sentence is, "It la a doctrine of political econo¬
my that old eatabliahed taxes easily collected should be
maintained as long as possible In preference to any naw
tax, however Ingeniously devised. The same rule holds
good In regard to the Mood tax." He admits, however,
that aflar the battle of Sadowe, which he characterises
as "one of the greatest disaster* in the histore tf France,
although she did not mors a single battalion, there
was a pretext for a change in the organization of
the army. It Is the nature of the measure adopted
which bo criticises. While thinking It quits right
that, to keep pace with tbs program of mili¬
tary actenoe, new breech-loading rifles should be
manufactured, be states light of the Prussian n-tdle gun,
and does not admit It to have been the mala cause of
the defeat of Austria. The French soldiar should, how-
aver, have confidence in bis arms, end not be allowed
to suppose even wrongly that they are inferior to the
best that can ha made. If that Impression prevailed In
the [army, even those generals who possess .In the
highest degree tbs art of "infusing their soul Into tbs
souls of their men" might he followed with distrust.

Ho Is
for a comparatively small but thoroughly disciplined
army as against the calling out or all the valid youth of
the country, and giving them a "aamblaace of instruc¬
tion " He has no faith in ths virtue of a "few weeks'
drill." Tonng men may no doubt In that time be taught
tolerably well to handle feair arms."the toast pun of
fee education of a soldier".but such drill, though suf¬
ficient to make a foir appsaraooe on parade, will leave
them "unlit for flttigna sad privation, not attached to
their officers, uneasy In fee presence of as enemy, apt to
dlocum lbs obaaoss of victory or defeat, exceedingly prone
to exaggerate ths latter, capable of a geoarous effort, but
extremely liable to panic." In bis oplalon it Is s waste
of officer*, who are above all much wanted, to put them
at the bead of a fores or this description, through
several pages be continues to sneer at "deml-bounteola"
soldiers, and to argue that fee glorious traditions of
franca require en army powerful rather by Its organ¬
ization and discipllno than by Its number*.

Numbers
sboold not be too moch relied upon. No doubt, If 3,000
men are pitted against 5,000, tbs odds ere very greet In
favor of the larger force. But wbsn yon coma to

a000 against 100,000, ths chances change con-

erably, and ths higher ths numbers go, the less im¬
portant It is that aa army should be squally matched. He
thinks It ruinous and absurd for Frauoe to attempt to

Ct on foot an army equal in point of number* to the
goal that could by pamibillty bo brought against her.

The larger en army ths more difficult It Is to boodle,
and there it a point toon reached at which it cannot be
'andled to any good purpose at all.
Goneral Changurnler thinks the present organization

of the army, with certain technical reforms which he
Indicated, quite sufficient for fee defence of tbs country.
He would not have fee reserve drilled at all until actu¬
ally called out on an smergoncy in pursuance of a vote
of lha Corpa Ldglalatlf. A liule drill in bis opinion costs
much, Is a great waste of power from tbo numbor of
officers It employ* in s thankless teak, disturb* citizens
uselessly from their ordinary occupations, and tendsto
make them worse soldiers then they otherwise would be
If they should bo called upon for actual service.

Are you ignornnt
that the Indian war has been going on for tome Ave
years; that In only one year.1886.above eighty mil¬
lions of treasure were expended by volunteers In prose¬
cuting itf You pronounoe judgment on the Philip
Kearny massacre, although a military court of inquiry
ordered by the President and a board of commissioners
appointed by the War and Interior Departments are now

beginning their investigations of it And It is rather
bard on the late oommander of that fort that he should
have been charged in the Western papers with timidity
In not resenting the inenlts and attacks of the ladlan s,
while yon now acouee him of attacking them when
friendly and seeking peace. You charge that my order
was issued in "panic haste," while the commissioner
makes It precede all difficulties; if so, what "panle"
could pomlbiy have existed seven hundred miles off,
at department headquarters, in the capital of Nebraska f
Bat here Is the extract from ay testimony:.

The Indian difficulties in question commenced serious¬

there are no traders ntar the new posts on the
Montana wad to which It applied, even If
there had been time before the hostilities eommenoed.
Thus tha order.good or bad.could not have influenced
the "dtlficallies'' In question. But bow the Commis¬
sioner of Indian Affairs could write this Injurious state¬
ment, when it appears he bad a oopy or my order (which
Is printed In the same document with his totter or
report), stating that It was to "oo-opetals in the enforce¬
ment of (his own) instructions" is beyond my most
charitable comprehension; as it appears, too, that the
order, good or bad, did not Influence the difficulties in
question.
(Next day.) Since I lint testified, my attention has

been called te the circumstance that, although General
Grant's latter to Lientnnant General Sherman tells him
" the Commissioner of Indian Afiain having Instructed
Indian agents to prohibit traders from selling arms,"
Ac ; yet at the close, ha uses the expression " military
traders." Partly bscanse It Is a term or expression I
never saw used or heard before, I did not catch ita possi¬
ble meaning, as would sow appear. Overlooking It, I
Issued the order, as I thought as a mare act of obedience,
and thinking It n prudent temporary measure.
This is all strongly shown In the order, pro¬
teasing to be in oo-operatIon with the Commis¬
sioner of Indian Affairs; and it seems strange that he,
or some other bad not called my attention to this
clause In the order, If he thought It likely to toad to
such fetal cooaaqnenoes as k* has attributed to It, bat
six months after Ita date.
The order has probably in some quartan sensed In¬

convenience or hardship to Indians, and I regret It, but
nt proof that It was nthere is sufficient proof that It waa not brought to bear

at ail on theeo bands, whose hostilities began before the
dite of General Grant's lettat Bush was s part of my
testimony. Thirteen soIdlersand citizens together were
massacred at the sits of Fori Phil Kearny about tbs
middle or July, a week or tsrc before the data of General
Grant's letter, as I further teamed, with the document
before me, and two or three wteka before the data of the
order charged with origlnntUg all our present diffi¬
culties .

The fact Is plain.I simply dwyed orders. There Is
no >ucb thing known as "miliary traders;" It means
Indian traders or pofbtag. Prated copies of all depart¬
ment general orders ars requred to be sent to division
and army headquarters at th» r dates It waa dons In
this case, and Lieutenant Genenl Sherman and General
Grant are responsible. If their inrtructlon* were misap¬
prehended, that neither of then ever corrected It. to
¦ay nothing of the Indian Cotnalssioner, who also had
a copy, and the order claiming smply to carry out bis
own Instructions to Indian stents. But Lieutenant
General Sherman has vetoed potnlts to traders to sell
arms and ammunition specially given or authorised by
that Commissioner.

Rear Admiral Cudwullndsr Rlnnneld, United

Mtatee Navy.
It Is with regret that we eanounoe the death of Rear

Admiral Uadwallader Ringgold, of the United Stelae
Navy. Tbe sad event took place yesterday morning at
the residence of Mr. Verase, No. 33 Union square, and
waa la every respect sudden end unexpected. The Ad¬
miral arose In the morning apparently In good health,
but shortly after rising was seised with an apoplectic fit,
and, notwithstanding the aid rendered, soon after ex¬

pired. Tbe deceased was a native or Maryland. In
which state be waa bora duriag tbe year 1302.
On the 4lh of Kerch, 1323, he entered tbe navy,
end on the 17th of May, 1828, wee promote*] to
the rank of lieutenant, In which capacity ho
remained until tbe 16th of July, 1M0, on which dele ho
wee commissioned ea a commander. For a short time
he wee in command of the surveying end exploring ex¬
pedition to the North Pacific and China scan On the 2d
of April, 1M6, he wae further promoted to tbe rank of
captain, and held this position when tbe late war broke
out In 1861 he wan la command of the frigate st
Lawrence, but wae aeon after released from duty with
that vessel by Captain Pnrvlaace end transferred to the
frigate Sabine. In command of this vessel he took
part In the work of blockading the Southern
ports end In tbe various operations of the navy
against Port Royal and other ports on tbe
Atlantic. On the 16th of July, 1862, be was promoted
to the rank of oosemodore, asd continued in active ser¬
vice until lieoember, 7861, when he was pieced on the
retired list. A few weeks ago he was further promoted
to the rank of rear admiral, and ordered on doty to suc¬
ceed tbe late Rear Admiral Gregory as superintendent
of iron-cleds, with headquarter* In this city. Tbe late
roar admiral wae forty-four yearn, one month and twen¬
ty five days in the naval service, daring which space of
time twenty veers and eleven month* were epent at sea.
He wee e gallant and able officer, end bis death will be
a loss to the naval service of the oouutry. At the timo
of his detail Admiral Ringgold was la the naty-flfth
year of his age His remaias will be oonveyed to hie
native Slate of Maryland for interment.
